One old
negro sees 3000 white men, each with three
guns, shooting at the colored folks, and
hears them decree the utter extermina-
tion of the black race from the soil of
Virginia, Another witness says he saw
two white men loading 125 double-barrele- d

shotguns, and making other dia-
bolical arrangements for election.
Still another raised number of guns
to 500, and had the white men practic-
ing with them. Another one of Sher-
man's witnesses was admitted to a place
where 2K) loaded pistols were lying on a
counter ready for use in thinning out the
colored vote. If half this were true,
the white men of Danville must have
spent most of their time and all their
money in buyiug guns. Judging from
the number of deadly weapons seen by
furtive negroes in the stores, old
aunty might very well have seen three
guns in each whito man's hands. The
same amount of perjury has been devel-
oped by the couiiuittee investigating
the Copiah riots. Good men in
all sections of Union will
rejoice when sectional hatreds no longer
exi?t, for they have encouraged and given
respectability to perjury. AVhile these
investigations manufacture liars and per-

jurers, they are without any compensating

advantages. The riot at Danville
appears to have been without political
significance, for it was unpremeditated,

resulted from a sudden outburst of
passion, and tho Southern people are no
more responsible for the lawlessness of
Copiah county than they are for what has
recently occurred at Hot Springs and in
Ohio. An end will be put to these in-

vestigating committees, the schools for
training perjurers, so soon as the Demo-

Mauy are asking how this great change
of policy came about, and not fully un-

derstanding the reasons of the change,
they do not fully apprehend the bearing
of the Egyptian news that just now
meets their eye every morning. A
glance at the course of Egyptian
affairs of late will make the mat-

ter understood by the readers of the
Afteal. England is not in the Sou-
dan by her own wish; she has drifted
there by circumstances, events have been
more powerful than their own determina-
tions. Before Arabi, who was fighting
lor his people's independence, was con-

quered at El Mahdi had
begun to seize territory iu the Soudan:
but amid tt.e excitement of the war in
Egypt litt c attentiou was paid to that i.
Soudan. ( n the restoration of peace it
was found t'.at El Mahdi had become
formidable, aud the Kevptian trnvern- -

ment rcolved to put him down. They
sent troops there placed the English-
man Hicks at their head. The English,
standing aloof, determined to have noth-
ing to do with the policy Egypt might
see fit to pursue. . The English govern-

ment had given their own country aud
the world the scrougest assurances that,
as soon as Egypt was in a condition
to pvoteet itself, U would be left
free to do so. But tho men who had
fought for Arab! would not fijiht for
Hicks, and El Mahdi's troops
aunihilatcd the Egyptian army. This
left Egypt helpless, and the Eu-lis- h

hud no choice but to save it from
conquest by the fierce Arabs of the
desert, fin it coulil not hold even Khar-
toum, its principal fortress in the Sou-
dan, and the English advised the Khe-
dive to abandon it. No decided step
w;is taken at the time, Khartoum was
hard pressed and the English people be
gan to sympathize strongly with the
Europeans there, who were exposed to
suffering and massacre, aud called upon
t'..e government to rescue them. There
is a large cla.-- s in England who desire
that their country should permanently
hold Egypt, and these joiued in pop-

ular cry. A strong desire arose that
"Chinese" Gordon, wh. had formerly
governed the Soudan and was very popu-
lar there, should bo scuc to aid those
who were in peril. Then came another
loss to the Khedive's troops, those who
were iu command of Baker Pasha. That
general was attacked on his way to re-

lieve au Egyptian garrison upon the
shore of tho Ked sea. His troops
proved useless against El Mahdi's forces,
and were iguominiously defeated and
had to retreat to Suakiui. The news ar-

rived just as rarliamcut was assembling
iu England. It was wholly unexpected,
and a large portion of the English
people, became excited and demanded
that active steps should be taken in the
Soudan. Indeed, such steps began to ap-

pear necessary, for if El Mahdi should
establish himself from Khartoum, at the
junction of tho Blue and White Nile, to
Assouan, upon tho Bed sea, there could
ho no safety for Egypt, and all that Eng-
land had done there would bo lost, the
debts due to Europe be lost also, and the
Suez caual would be endangered. Other
European nations began to reproach the
Euglih with inefficiency and want of
spirit.

FRIGHTFUL TBiGEPT.

Baltimore, Mfl.j" March 4. A special

from Delaplaine, Fauquier county, Ya.,
says that on Sunday morning John Glas-
cock, while in a fit of passion supposed
to have been caused by jealousy, mur-
dered his wife and three small children.
After setting fire to his house he proceed-
ed to the woods, half a mile distant, and
shot himself through the heart. The
fire in the house was discovered and ex-
tinguished before the bodies were con-
sumed or much damage resulted.

Additional rartiettlara.
Wabrentos, Ya., March 4. News has

been received of a terrible tragedy near
Delaplaine. this county, Sunday. Itseems
tbe attention of the neighbors was called
to the residence of John Glascock by the
appearance of his house being on fire.
When entered and the fire extinguished
the body of his wite, son, aged seven
years, a baby and a child between, were
found dead and weltering in blood from
pistol shots, one each iu the wife and
second and third child, and three in the
oldest boy. Shortly afterward a shot was
heard in the woods, a short distance off,
and the body of John Glascock himself
was recovered. The deduction is that he
murdered his family, reloaded hia
revolver, fired his house to conceal the
crime, and then killed himself as soon
as its extinguishment told him his crime
was revealed. He was a son of Thomas
Glascock, who lives beyond the Fauqnier
linca in Loudon, but own more land iu
Fauquier, and pays more taxes in this
county than any other one man.' The
wife of John Glascock was Miss Frar.ier,
of Loudon, and of most respectable fami-
ly. Glascock was given to drink, and it is
believed was crazed by liquor.

Another Account.
Wasuinotok, March 4. Tbe following

account of the Fauquire county tragedy was
obtained by a special reporter of the Asso-
ciated Press: On Sunday last Jno. Glas-
cock, a well-know- n and influential farmer
of Fauquire county, Va., living nearPela-plan- e

Station, on the Virginia Mid-
land railway, murdered his entire
family, consisting of his wife and
three' children, and then commit-
ted suicide. The first intimation tho
neighbors had of anything wrong at
Glascock's house was the appearance of
flames and smoke through the windows
Sunday morning. A number of people
came to the house with the intention of
rendering assistance, but found to their
surprise the doors and windows securely
bolted and barred on the inside, and the
building, to all appearance, deserted. As
the names were making rapid progress
it was necessary to effect an entrance
in some way, and the first corners soon
succeeded in battering down one of the
doors and eventually in putting out the
fire. Xo living person was found in the
house, but in the bed in the family bed-
room, over which coal oil bad been poured
and then ignited, were found the dead
bodies of Mrs. Glascock and her infant
son, tne latter greatly disfigured by the
flames. Both were shot through tbe head
with a revolver, and the murderer, to
make sure of death, had shot Mrs. Glas-
cock a second and third time through the
body. On the floor near the burning bed
lay the dead bodies of two other children,
Rodney and Emily, both shot through the
head and the former shot, also, through
the body. In a piece of woods overlook-
ing the farmhouse was found tbe dead
body of John Glascock, the husband and
father, who, after deliberately murder-
ing his whole family and setting
fire to his house, had gone t
this piece of woods and committed suicide
by shooting with the same revolver used
in killing his wife and children. It now
appears that Glascock, while laboring
under some hallucination or a fit of tem-
porary insanity, drove away the servant
earlv Sunday morning, murdered his
family, poured coal oil ovor the bed and
set fire to it, fastened up the house, and
then went to the cabin of a neighbor and
pretended that he needed a servant to
cook breakfast for himself and family. lie
then returned, as his tracks in the snow-indicat-

to the vicinity of his house, and
finding that the tragedy had not yet
bcentiiscovered, proeded to the edge of
the piece ol woods overlooking tne farm,
where he seems to have watched
his burning house until it was entered
and the fire extinguished by neighbors.
He then retired a few paces further into
tbe woods and shot himself through the
heart. The murderer and suicide as a
son of wealthy parents and had a very
large and influential family connection.
