Newspaper ‘inaccuracies’ \

J udge_ attacks
press coverage

of Swale trial

The judge in the trial of the
round-the-world sailor, Rosie
Swale, and her sex-~change
friend, Tracey Stamp, yester-|
day attacked press coverage of
the case and warned a witness
not to speak to reporters until
it was over.

This was one of several criti-
cisms of the press by the
judge over its handling of the
case in which the two women
deny poisoning Miss Stamp’s
boyfriend, Mr Keith Vincent.

At the end of Mr Vincent's
evidence the judge said that he
would release him on condition
that he did not speak to the
press or television during the
trial.

“I am not going to have in-
terviews with you splashed all
over the papers. In this coun-
try we have trial by judge and
jury, not trial by the news-
papers or television,” he said.
