NEW TREATMENT FOR SEXUAL DEVIATES 

T HE sexual deviate is receiving more careful attention in the courts today than 
ever before. If an offender is brought into court it is becoming the rule to refer 
him to the court psychiatrist (or a board of medical experts) to ascertain if 

the individual is a sexual psychopath or deviate, and whether it is advisable to 
recommend psychiatric treatment. 

With the larger staff of psychiatry experts to study prisoners, the sex deviate 
has a much better chance of being rehabilitated as a useful and trustworthy citizen. 
Anot-J'rer factor in favor of the sex offender, who may have committed some minor 
crime, is the constantly increasing facilities afforded by hospitals where the patient 
of this type may rece ive treatment over a sufficient length of time to ensure that 
he has been mentally orientated. Some of these unfortunates simply need proper 
guidance to reshape their mode of thinking on sexual and allied subjects. 

In a recent article in the L os Angeles Times it was revealed that due to an 
improved method of treatment for sex offenders at the Norwalk State Hospital 
(California), results have been so successful that out of fifty patients released in 
the last two years, only one has returned due to repetition of his offense. The 
remaining 49 have given a very good account of themselves, leading normal and 
happy Eves, with their previous uncontrollable and offensive sexual desires now 
under control. 

If tht; individual is examined by the court's psychiatrists and appears to be 
sufferin~ ~x:on:i. sexual. frustrations, he may be confined legally to a city, county 
or State: 'ho'~pit(IF for · observation for three months. After this study the hospital 
prepares a statement giving recommendations. This report and the defendant are 
turned over to the court. If the hospital staff has found the patient suitable for 
treatment, in their opinion, it is with in the jurisdiction of the court to have the 
individual committed to the hospital until the staff psychiatrists deem him safe to 
return to society. Dr. John A. Mitchell, in charge of all treatment at the Norwalk 
State Hospital, states that treatment of sex deviates requires from one to two years. 

Where the subject is confused with a purely psychological problem, he under­
goes a series of psychotherapy sessions. The Norwalk State Hospital has over 350 
sex patients, of which more than 60 are observation cases, the remainder being on 
" indefinite commitment." 

1 As long as the sex patient remains in the State, after his release, from the 
hospital , he is still under the control of the authorities. The probation period pro­
vided by law, is from 5 to 10 years. But the patient is under a life-time registration 
with law enforcement officers, as long as he remains in California. 

Only 5 per cent of all known sex offenders are of the violent type, said Dr. 
Trent Bessent, chief psychiatrist at the hospital. The public is too prone to place 
all sex deviates in the dangerous classification. Of all those who have committed 
offenses aga inst children, only a few are of the type that become violent.

And 
so Fram;ois became Madame la 
Comtesse de Barresi He had re­
cently purchased the Castle of 
Crepon near Bourges. He sent his 
fu rniture, works of art, etc., ahead 
of him to be received and ar­
ranged by other servants who

awaited their new "Mistress" at 
the Chateau. 

A large, enclosed, black travel­
ling coach, with the escutcheon of 
the Countess on its doors, waited 
in front of the de Choisy resi­
dence. Six fine horses impatiently 
pawed the ground as an elegant 
lady in a large, plumed hat and 
travelling cloak, entered the coach 
followed by her pretty, young maid 
carrying several hat-boxes. 

After an uneventful journey, 
Madame la Comtesse arrived at 
her Chateau and was soon installed 
in her new residence with the opu­
lence and good taste to which she 
was accustomed.

" I wish my daughter could meet 
you, Madame la Comtesse " said 
one of her new neighbors_...'..a lady 
well regarded in the community. 
"She is a teen-age girl and needs 
to learn deportment, how to dress 
well, etc." 

"You may bring her to me " re­
plied the "Countess," "but i'f she 
really wants to learn, she must re­
main with me for a few days at 
the Chateau." 

The lady raised polite objections 
~t first, but later, the girl was left 
m charge of the "Countess." "She 
had a lovely bust," wrote de 
Choisy in his Memoirs, "but she 
needed clothes that would empha­
size her good points." So Madame 
herself experimented with draped 
effects, and gave instructions to an 
expert dressmaker (with tongue in 
cheek, we suspect). The young 
lady was also duly instructed in 
arranging flowers in vases, dinner­
table arrangements, curtsying, etc. 
She grew quite fond of Madame 
la Comtesse and returned to her 
mother rather sorry to end her 
pleasant visit. 

The next to occupy a place in 
Madame's affections was an ex­
actress w~o was not quite so young, 
nor so mnocent, as her prede­
cessor. She involved the pseudo 
Countess in difficulties and after 
some time, Madame thought it 
best to return to Paris. 

(Using the manuscripts left by 
de Choisy, there was published an­
onymously in 1735, eleven years af­
ter his death, an "Histoire de Ma­
dame la Comtesse de Barres.") 
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De Choisy Receives Title of Abbot 
(Abbe) 

Once more in Paris, Fram;ois 
cast off his role of Madame la 
Comtesse de Barres and resumed 
living as Madame de Choisy. 

One sunny, spring morning he 
received a visit from his uncle 
whom he had not seen in years. 
Franc;ois received him as he was 
finishing his morning toilette and 
had just donned one of his most 
becoming dresses. 

"Are you verily my nephew 
Franc;ois ?" asked the uncle. " I had 
been informed by some of our rel a­
tives that you dressed as a lady 
yet I wished to be sure." ' 

"I am Francois Timoleon de 
Choisy," replied,Franc;ois. "And I 
likewise wish to make sure of your 
identity." The uncle then shower! 
some papers that identified him. 
Francois was satisfied. 

"I, am fully aware," continued 
the uncle, "that your mother 
raised you as a girl, so you should 
not be censured, much less con­
demned, for dressing and acting 
in the manner which you were' 
taught. Yet it would seem , ad­
visable-for your own good_:._to 
adopt masculine garb. I'm not say­
ing you look badly. On the con­
trary, you do look well, I must 
admit, and you show excellent 
taste and fashionable style." 

A pleased smile spread across 
Franc;ois's dainty features as he 
sat at his dressing table applying 
the last touches to his make-up i 
a few dabs of perfume to his tem­
ples, and he turned a little to face 
his uncle, while at the same time 
arranging the folds of his long 
skirt that fell gracefutly to the 
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carpet, so that the lace ~em of 
the petticoat showed prettily. 

"Thank you, mon oncle, for 
your nice compliments. I can see 
you mean well. My mother, whom 
you and I loved so much, brought 
me up as though I were a girl. 
I suppose a part of me is feminine. 
I took to it. And now it would be 
difficult for me to change over­
night from feminine to masculine 
garb. Last time I tried it, people 
thought gentlemen 's attire did not 
become me. You know what M. de 
La Fayette said." 

"Yes, I know," agreed the uncle. 
"But let us discuss it amicably, 
and see what can be done. Some 
people are becoming inclined to 
scandal." (The King had heard 
gossip and expressed his dis­
pleasure.) 

"We will discuss it while tak­
ing a ride in my carriage if you 
l'k " ' 1 e, offered Franc;ois; to which 
his uncle assented cheerfully. 

They came to like and under­
stand each other well and the re­
sult of the conversation was that 
Franc;ois allowed himself to be 
pers~ade.d into taking a trip to 
Vemce, m .gentlemen's attire. 

But he soon returned to Paris 
and once more dressed as a lady. 

.f:Ie now remembered he had in­
hen ted the title-and the income 
th~t went with it-of Abbe of 
Samt Seine in Burgundy. (Before 
the ~rench Revolution, abbes -
reamng abbots-were often mere­
: hol?ers of benefices, receiving 

portw~ of the revenues of the 
:~na.sten~s, although they were 

1 Y 111 mmor orders, or were even 
alm<:n. An abbot wore a violet-

co ored robe.) (Consult any large

So Franc;ois left Paris and went 

to Saint Seine to claim his title 
and his benefice. 
To Rome with Cardinal Bouillon 

About this time (1676), Car­
dinal Bouillon was preparing to 
leave for Rome to attend the Con­
clave which would elect a Pope to 
succeed Clement X. As was cus­
tomary, he would take several 
secretaries and attendants in his 
entourage. 

"I would like to accompany the 
Cardinal to Rome," Franc;ois told 
some of his influential friends. So 
after some "string pulling" he was 
appointed as one of the Secretaries 
to Cardinal Bouillon. 

" The Abbe de Choisy," com­
mented the Cardinal, "is a cul­
tured person, knows some Latin 
and is well acquainted with the 
aristocracy. He will be useful to 
us." So the Abbe would go as 
Conclavist. 

At this time, Philippe, the 
younger brother of Louis XIV, 
was at the height of his career. 
He had been made Duke of Or­
leans in 1660 when the title had 
become vacant through the death 
of it previous incumbent who left 
no heirs. It is reasonable to sup­
pose that the Duke was largely 
instrumental in securing the ap­
pointment for de Choisy, his child­
hood friend. So the Abbe de 
Choisy gathered a few books but 
much clothing and accessories, and 
made his baggage ready for a long 
trip by stage-coach to Rome. 

At Rome, de Choisy's work was 
not difiicult. He did the work as­
signed and prided himself on his 
ability to make friends. 
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The celebrated Cardinal De 
Retz, then residing in Rome, who 
was known for his lavish enter­
taining, received de Choisy wi th 
open arms. After the Conclave and 
the election of the new Pope, one 
of numerous feasts and banquets of 
celebration was held at the luxuri­
ous palace of De Retz. It was a 
fancy dress ball, and the Abbe 
among others, attended in lady's 
costume. Not long afterwards 
de Choisy returned to Paris. 

Envoy of France to Siam 

About this time Louis XIV had 
been advised that the King of Siam 
desired to become Catholic and it 
was suggested to him that a Spe­
cial Embassy be sent to Siam.* De 
Choisy asked the K ing to be given 
the honor of being a French envoy. 

He oon was given the position 
of Special Envoy Coadjutor and 
accompanied the Ambassador as sec­
ond in command. On March 3, 1685, 
the Embassy sailed from Brest. 

At a later feast in honor of the 
French vi itors the King would not 
attend. De Choisy went gorgeously 
arrayed in feminine evening gown, 
make-up and jewelry. The Si­
amese thought it was merely a 
European custom, of some sort. 

The French Diplomatic Mission 
was back at Brest on June 10, 
1686. "That Mission," some peo­
ple said, "didn't accomplish much 
if anything." But they forgot that 
the brilliant civilization of France 
had thus established contact, how­
ever brief, with a nation of the Far 
East. . 

Louis le .Grand (King Louis 

XIV) received de Choi v well, on 
his return from Siam. ·But now 
Cardinal Bouillon was no longer at 
Court. "Since my friend and 
patron," thought de Choisy, "is no 
longer at Court, I will devote my 
time to writing my Memoirs." But 
first he wrote a panegyric in praise 
of Louis XIV. ("Vie de Salomon," 
1687). In spite of his mediocre 
writing, he was made a lllfember of 
the French Academy. 

But it i for his M emoirs that he 
is mostly remembered , for in these 
he describes in detail the customs 
of hi time. 

"I have experienced," he writes, 
"the greatest joys that a human 
being can have on this earth." And 
he lived to be eighty. 

His relations with men , when 
he lived as a lady, were only 
frivolous or flirty and never went 
further than that. 

"I have no enemie , to my 
knowledge," he wrote, " but if I 
should learn that anyone has be­
come my enemy, I should at once 
offer to make peace." 

The Abbe de Choisv had so 
many and so different fa~ets to his 
personality that it was remarkable 
they could all belong to one .and 
the same person. H is life was

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WHAT CAUSES SIA]~ESE TWINS? 

WHAT causes Siamese twins to occur? Siamese twins are joined together by a 
bond of flesh at the abdomen, or a t some other part of the bodies. Dr. Walter 

C Alvarez recently expla ined in the N ew York Herald Tribune how this strange 
effect happens. In the eariy stages of t he formation of the unborn chi ld, when 
the ovum (female egg) divides into two parts (there is an outer and an inner 
]ayer of cells that will eventually form the outside and the inside of the body) it 
may happen that the cells become entirely separated: .If this occu.rs, simi lar (_alike) 
twins may form and grow. If, as the cell of the fertil ized egg d1v1des and splits up 
into two cells and again divides into four cells., etc., the fir st four d ivisions should 
by chance separate entirely, the result would be that the woman would have 
quadruplets. If, in the early division of the cells, some of them should remain 
connected together, the final result will be tha t the twins will be joined together 
(Siamese twins). If the bridge joining the twins is free from important organs, 
the twins can readily be separated by surgery soon after birth. If the bridge 
between the babies is more complicated (in some cases the twins share some im­
portant organ) it is very difficult- perhaps impossible--to perform an operation 
to separate the joined bodies.
