three days," etc.

THE BLACK RIOTERS.

Metro Tlolatora of Law Ar
fonnd Wnlltj.

Last night the argument of countel in
the case of the Mary Barton rioters was
cloied for the proiecntion by Mr. Orville
Yerger in a brilliant and learned man-ae- r.

Mr. Yerger' speech was generally
admired as one of the best and most elo
quent legal arguments ever heard within
the walls of the Recordetl court-room- ,

and he received many congratulations
from white citizep at its close.

Recorder Duff at once rendered hii de
cision as follows: John Davis, Joe By- -

num, Hamp Nelson, Romeo Nelson,
Noah Larry, Lewis Brown, Nelson Dow-

ney, James Joue, Charles Mosby and
Sandy Carter were fined (50 each on the
city offense, ani were bound over to the

riminal Court in the sum of (250 each
for the btate offense. Alf Froman, edi-

tor of the Planet (negro Radical ore&o),
d Colin Anderson were fined $10 each,

and pi iced nnder the same bonds Dave
Jone and Tip Bynum were discharged
from custody, it being proved that they

id not participate in the riotous pro- -

ceediags.
Tne leaders of the infamous mob cf

rioters were Lewis Brown and sandy
Carter, the latter a porter on Front
street. This Utter buck bad the cheek
to come to the Ledger office a few days
since and ask that a publication be made
asserting that it wa? another Sandy Car-

ter, and not he, who was engaged in the
riot. Yet, belorj the arrests were made
he bragged aso.it the riot, and declared
himself to have been one of it leaders.

Dave Jones, who was discharged, is a

Main street barber of good repute, and
is well thought of by white citizens. He
only figured in the case to the extent of
offering to put up a $25 forfeit for the
girl, Mary Burton, and get her released
from custody. He felt friendly toward
the girl and condemned the actions of

the ruffianly mob.
During the trial last night nearly all

the fancy n 'pro gamblers, cappers aud

thieves in the city, hauntel the court-

rODin as friends of the prisoners, many
of whom beloug to the same ring. This

trill and conviction will, we hope, have

a happy effect in suppressing that spirit

of turbulence that has been cropping out
among certain portions of the negro
population of late.
