Belgian army officer. She ‘came to
iondon nearly fifty vears ago and as-
sociated herself with 'a number of ad-
vanced singers. She earned her liv-
ing by teaching French.

Thirty yvears ago Marie Le Roy drop-
ped out of sight and “Harry Lloyd”
appeared. Inquiries were made In
educational circles for Le Roy but none
Enew where she was and she was soon
forgotten. “Harry Lloyd” was also
a teacher of French, German and
Flemish. He lived with his wife, Eliza
Lilovd. A child was born to Eliza
Lloyd shortly afteg her appearance in
London. The mdther  died twenty
Years ago. “Father” and daughter
continued to live together. No one
guessed, not even the child Eiizabeth,
that “Harry Lloyd” and Marie Le Roy
were one and the same, but the in-
quest has developed the dual identity.

“Harry Idoyd” was 73 years old
when she died and had been cared for
by her supposed daughter Elizabeth in
the latter years of her life.
