W. Va., in July., 1897, Rece and
his mother decided to come to Texas
ito engage in business at Mexia and
Glenn asked permission to come with
them. GGlenn was amply provided with
money and talked of making large in-
vestments in Texas lands. Rece =sald
that he had no reason to suspect that
Glenn was a woman, but since recent
disclosures he recalls that he always
insisted upon occupying a room hy
himself. He was remarkably skillful
in sewing and crocheting and was
handy about the house.
