Presentations will 
be made in childhood gender development and 
disorders, endocrinological and hormonal aspects 
of transsexualism, surgical management and tech­
niques, psychological studies, cross-cultural studies, 
and outcome studies.

All program sessions will be held at the Stouffer 
Tower City Plaza Hotel, 24 Public Square, Cleve­
land, Ohio.
