worth $478,300. Other articles are shown
in the following: Boots and'shoea, 69,640
boxes, valued at $2,683,000; cornmeol,

.871 sacks, worth ; coal, 3.500,- -

000 bushels, worth $575,000; flour, 195,'
328 barrels, worth $1,270,000. In the
article of dry goods, the estimated value
of goods imported is $9,349,100. Of hay,
52,249 bales came here, worth $119,000;
of oats, 52.574 sacks, worth $144,700.
The value of tobacco imported aud sold
here exceeded $2,000,000; while We su-

gar sold was upward of $13,000,000 Ice
imported amounted to $14,000 tons,
worth $55,000.

Including the staple trade, cotton,
which amounted to $20,755,330, the total
trade of last year reached $02,820,250,
while home manufactured articles are
estimated at $5,472,500. While this is a
good showing, it is by no means encour-
aging, as the trade bat gradually de
creased since 18T3, being dow from at
least ten to fifteen millions less tbaa it
was then.

In
our article of yesterday ui.d the reitera-
tion ot our opinion we do not intend to
prejudice nor in any manner detract
frsm his excellence as a gentleman or
his ability as a physician.
