Cakattazuka, a town near Kobe, is justly called the entertainment Mecca of Japan, and 

the chief figure of it is THE T AKARAZUKA GRAND THEATRE. 

THE TAK_ARAZU.KA GRAND THEATRE, the largest opera-house in Japan, stands in the grounds 

of surpassing natural beauty, amidst other various amusement facilities: a library, a luna-park, a zoological 

garden, a tropical zoo, a botanic garden, a swimming pool, a cinema theatre, an athletic field, a movie studio 

and a hotel. 

THE TAKARAZUKA GIRLS' OPERA, organized in 1912 in this scenic spot, is the oldest and largest 

organization wholly devoted to music and play.
