Kate Bornstein to Perform Tonight 

Sometimes two genders just aren't enough. 

San Francisco based lesbian transsexual Kate Bornstein has a 
new one-person play, "The Opposite Sex... Is Neither" 
playing in tonight at the Woodruff Arts Center. Bornstein 
takes the roles of Maggie, a bumbling goddess-in-training, 

and 6 people that "have transcended their assigned 
identities" who Maggie helps by "opening the gate to their 
higher identities." 

"Ma ggie is amazed that human beings only ocknowledge 
two genders, " says Bornstein . "Everything else in nature is on 

a gradual, shifting scale. Why should gender be rigidly b i­
pola~ In this play I work with seven different characters who 
are going through some crisis of gender identity that involves 
both laughter and pain ." There is a drag queen dying of 
AIDS, a character who wakes up in the middle of sex change 
operation, a female-to-male transsexual happily married to a 
wo man for 1 6 years, a Christian devotee, a murdere d 
transsexual, and another female to male transsexual who, as 
a child, was identified as a circus freak. 

Al Bornstein was named actor of the year by the Boston 
Globe in 1969 and then traveled, getting involved in the 
Scientology "cult, " working as a notional accour.t 
representative for IBM, and going though 3 marriages. 
Nothi ng worked, so in the mid -' 80s, Bornstein, now 44, 
asked "the deep questions" and realized that the only solution 
was to undergo surgery and become a woman. "It was either 
that or go suck on the exhaust pipe of a school bus," she 
recounts. "One of the factors that initially stop.ped me from 
going though gender change was my !ove of women," says 
Bornstein. "How could I be a real woman if I loved women, I 
wondered . 

"Through therapy, though, I learned the difference between 
gender identity and sexual orientation . The former answers 
the question of who I am, while the latter answers who I want 
to be romantically and sexually involved with." Her new views 
inspired Bornstein to write her first play "Hidden A Gender," 
which led to even more questions about socialization, sexual 
identity and gender, issues she handles in The Opposite Sex ... 
Is Neither. 

Bernstein's own gender journey is a demonstration of how 
confusing it can be for someone who doesn't feel that they fit 
neatly into the existing categories . Even at the tender age ot 
four, "I knew I wasn't a little boy," Bornstein says, "so I

Martine Rothblatt to Speak at Luncheon 

THE APARTHEID OF SEX: A MANIFESTO ON THE 
FREEDOM OF GEl'lDER 

Arguments for Abolition of the Two-Sex System 

The gender classifications of "male" and "female" are one of 
our most basic societal st ructures, discrete groupings that, until 
recently, were assumed to be indisputable. In The Aparlheid 
of Sex: A Manifesto on the Freedom of Gender (Crow n 

Publ ishers, 1995), Martine Rothblatt asserts that this 
ass umption is not only scientifically inaccurate, but is 
pe rsonally damaging and legally improper as well. "Gender 

categories are useless a s ironclad pred ictors of pe rsonal ity, 
in tellect, reproductive ab ili ties, or temperament; w ha t is true 
'most of the time' has no scientific valid !ty," says Rothb latt. 
"F urthermore, being labeled at birth as "female' or 'male' is 
a n act of oppression; that label dictates, For the rest of your 
life, the behavior that society expects of you," says Rothblatt. 

The Apartheid of Sex sys tematically refutes the spec ious 
reasons given to support our current system of gender, the 
most obvious being that the classification arises from 
di fferences in reproductive capabilities. "Reproductive 
capabilities - and w hether or not we e x ercise them - vary 
from pe rson to person . If a womor. is infertile , or cho0ses 
neve r to hove a child, is she less of o woma n?" queries 
Rothb latt . "Today, eggs, spe rm, and su rrogate moth ers a re a 
commodity, ava ilable on the open market. What your own 
body can't create con be purchased ." Other arguments - that 
th e categories arise from XX or XY chromosomal pairings; 
be havioral or intellectual differences; the variance in body 
types; or differing hormone levels ore also dismantled. 

The Apartheid of Sex does not say that there a re no 
d ifferences between people, but rather that those differences 

are more for-ranging than two categories can encompass . 
"The range of behaviors and body types among me 0 alone is 
larger than the average difference between me n and 
women," says Rothblatt. "Men and women overlap. What 
does Prince have in common with Schwarzenegger? Vanna 
White with Martina Navritilova? Stallone with Boy George? 
A category so broad has no mean ing, and its members come 
with no inherent, absolute distinctions." 

The Aparlheid of Sex proposes, instead, a gender spectrum . 
"A spectrum allows for a person to define themselves any­
where along a continuum, and recognizes that your place on 
that continuum might change over time," says Rothblatt. "On 
a spectrum, RuPaul would be closer to Dolly Parton than lo 

James Woods, James Woods closer to Camille Paglio than to 
Donovan Le itch . To be allowed to define yourself in this way, 
instead of being told where you fit, would demolish this 
ins id ious Fo rm of apartheid .
