OPENING OF YUMA

LANDS TO SETTLERS

Govern UK-li- t Dam for Irrigation Will
15o Completed Ilefore White

Man Get In.

The opening day of the Yuma In-

dian reservation for settlement that
was announced to take place this
summer has been postponed until
next year, when the big government
dam that Is being built at Luguna,
Is completed.

This dam will shut off enough
water from the Colorado liver to ir-
rigate both the Indian reservation
ami the entire Yuma valley.

The reclamation service saw no
need of placing the reservation land
In the hands of the white man until
sufficient land could be put under Ir-
rigation to cultivate the soil.

As work on the big dam has been
delayed almost a year by the break-I- n

got the Colorado below Yuma, the
irrigation scheme that was intended
to be In operation not later than Sep-
tember of this year will not be com-
pleted until the following summer.

The dam site is located a few miles
above Yuma and the project con-
sists of a huge wier that will be
thrown across the Colorado at that
point.

This will divert a large percent of
the water of the river into Irrigation
canals on both the Arizona and Cali-
fornia sides of the river and It will
then be run down into the Yuma
and California valleys.

Indian Allotments.
Refore the Indian land is thrown

open for colonization the government
will give each buck, squaw, and pa-

poose a section of ground that they
can dispose of as they desire.

This allotment will take place in
October and the laud to be divided
among the Yuma tribe will amount
to 7.000 acres, which will he set
apart for the use of the feathered
farmers.

The remainder of the reservation,
which consists of several hundred
square miles on the California side of
the Colorado, will be granted to set-
tlers.

Rut the government does not In-

tend to encourage speculation and
booming by giving this fertile land
awav to people who have no other
thought than to sell it at a profit.

There is a string to the generous
offer of L'ucle Sam's land agents to
give away quarter sections of the
richest soil in the west.

Each person taking up a claim
must pav a percent of the total cost
of the big $3,000,000 dam that will
supply water to the country. The
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land must be put under water and
cultivated and the settlers must live
on the ground. However, the great
fertility of the soil will attract many
larmers wno desire to settle there.
