Victor Dahlman who was conduct-
ing some revealing studies in the
mechanics of sex, and George
placed himself entirely in the doc-
tor’s hands. The Doctor placed
George under a hormone regimen,
did some corrective surgery and
George emerged as a beautiful
woman who took the name Chris-
tine in memory of a cousin.
