He Says the Convention Marks the De-

cline of the Republican Party,
While the Platform Stands

for Paralysis and Misery.

Springfield, III., June 20. Gov-
ernor Altgeld was asked this afternoon
what he thought of the action of the
national Republican convention, and
replied as follows: ,

"The Republican party passed its
high water mark in point of strength
ten months ago; since that it has been
steadily declining. The convention
was one of the most mediocre in char-
acter ever held by that great party,
and showed that tbe party is now at
the opposite pole from what it was
when it nominated Lincoln. Then its
conventions were made up of states-
men, orators and patriots, and there
was a noticeable absence of those men
and those influences which represent
only pelf and greed, and which seek to
control affairs by base and corrupt
methods. This convention was noted
for the scarcity of statesmen and ora
tors, and was manipulated in such a
way that it will be known in history
as 'Mark Hanna's trust.' Both of iti
chairmen were corporation hired men

'It used to be said of some of the
territories that no man could move in
their fashionable circles unless he bad
either committed a murder or stolen
some horses, and in that St. Louis con
ventian no man who had not manipu
lated Congress or ravished a legiala
ture or Beduced a judge in the Interest
of organized greed was considered
worthy of the notice of Republican
gentlemen.

"The platform can be summed up
in two capital Gs, Gold and Greed, and
stands for paralysis and misery, and,
considering the antecedents of the
candidate and the manner in which he
was put before tbe public now, it is
clear that he is to be only a servant
who will carry out orders.

"Long before November that ticket
will have upon it the curse of
the American people, and if
the Democratic party will be true to
its great mission and will neither
straddle nor compromise, but, stand
for tbe interest, tbe welfare and the
rights of the great suffering masses
then the Ides of November will wit
ness the complete annihilation of that
plutocratic association which, with
out right or authority, calls herself tbe
Republican party."

As one
of tbe comrades fired a last salute over
the empty grave into wbicb tbe coffin
had been lowered, it was found that
the gun was loaded with ball as well
as powder and tbe shot killed a dove
which was flying over.

Populists Will Not Support Them on
Free Silver Alone So Says

Chairman Rozelle.

From the St. Louis
In the opinion of A. Rozelle, chair-

man of the People's party in Missouri,
the party under no circumstances
which may be surmised, will abandon
organization in order to attain the
election of a free silver President. He
is also certain that the Democratic
party cannot secure indorsement of
its candidates, no matter whom, upon
a platform which does not embrace
vastly more Populist doctrine than the
one demand for free silver.

"I am tired of all this questioning
as to whether the Populist party in-

tends to support the Democratic can-

didate in this campaign, and whether,
now that one of our demands has been
taken up by a larger party, we will
disband and merge into that party,"
says t'he rosy-cheeke- d chairman.

"So far as the position of the Na-

tional Committee, of wbicb I am a
member, is concerned, it is now as it
has been from the time of its organiz-
ation. Our position has been so clear-
ly and so positively stated so many
times that it seems a waste of words
to repeat it. I have been Interviewed
to weariness. Chairman Taubeneck
has issued circulars in reply to irre
sponsible newspaper rumors, and now
you come with the same old questions.

"I do not say that the Populists,
Democrats and free silver men might
not by arrangement work together
this year. Populists are uot stubborn
fools, and there are all kinds of pos-

sibilities in a campaign like this. It
all depends, of course. The Demo
crats could concede enough to insure
such concerted action if tbey would.
The whole matter rests with them.

"What I do say is that the Demo
cratic party cannot secure Populist
endorsement on a simple free silver
declaration. They must accept a vast
ly greater portion of the Omaha plat'
form than that. I donbt not that the
party would overlook a few minor
demands In order to accomplish their
greater aims, but of these free silver
is a small part. I can also say with
out fear of contradiction from any
Populist on earth that the initiative
and referendum system of legislation
will be demanded in any platform for
which the 2,000,000 men who now call
themselves Populists will vote, no
matter what the label of that platform

"Will the Democrats do this? You
know as well as I do, perhaps better
If they will take up our fight, accept
the principal points of our platform
and be themselves fair and honest,
then yon will find that Populists are
working for principle and make no idol
of a party name.

"I, myself, believe that there is not
such great differences of opinion be
tween the rank and file of Democrats
of the South and West and Populists
as either Bide believes. Our large ac
cessions, particularly in the South,
evidences that. But with the Demo
cracy of the East, the men who have
for a generation completely dominated
the policy of the party and its admin-
istration when in power, there is for-
ever an irreconcilable difference.

"So long as the Democratic theology
is so tame as to receive the support of
a single goldite, or a single man not
unalterably and forever opposed to
the issue of money from any other
source than from the Government di
rect, Populists will remain as tbey are
and work altogether on their own
lines. Until the Democratic party be
comes so human, so great, so truly
Democratic as to force Cleveland,
Carlisle, goldbugism and corporation
cormorants actively and entirely over
into the Republican camp, where they
belong, Populists would have no con
fidence in any profession it might
make."

Rozelle is also a bit particular about
candidates. He continued :

"Should the Democratic party be
come so much of a Populist organiza
tion as I have outlined and, mind
you, I am making no predictions as to
what it will or will not do the ques
tion of candidates with whom it can
hope for Populist aid is fully as im
portant as the matter of platform, no
matter how radical that might be,
There are men in the Democratic
party whom we Populists would not
believe under oath.

"Indeed, I can at this time recall
the names of but three men whom I
have any idea Populists wonld support
even on the Omaha platform in en
tirety if advanced by another political
organization, Teller, Caldwell or Sib
ley. In all of these men, I believe,
Populists have implicit confidence.
All look upon Teller as sincere, hon
est powerful, a statesman who is a
patriot, every inch of him."

The Populist Chairman, who makes
his headquarters with the National
Committee, disqussed State politics
with enthusiasm.

"Never before has the People's
party been so encouraged," he says.
"I have correspondence piling in on
me that insures an addition of 20,000
votes to our cause from Republican
ranks since the declaration of the
State platform for the gold standard.
The National Convention's declaration
will hurry and Increase the addition to
our numbers. Even the turning down
of Chauncey I. Filley, who, in the
countrv at least, is looked noon as the
great Republican commoner, will be
to our advantage.

SWIFT JUSTICE TO MURDERERS.

Desperadoes Near North Branch,
Minn., Captured. One Being Killed.

North Branch, Minn., June 21.-T- he

hand of justice moved with ex
ceeding swiftness in the case of the
desperadoes who murdered Jacob
Hayes and Edward Paul and attempt
ed to kill Dr. Burnside Foster at Wy
oming, Minn., at 1 o'clock Saturday
morning. Bob Wilson, the leader of
the gang, was Killed shortly after 11
o'clock tbis morning a few miles from
hero, and tbe other two, James Cun
ningham and George Kelley, were
captured after making a desperate re-

sistance. Cunningham was badly
wounded. The men are desperadoes
who have been committing robberies
all along the St. Paul & Duluth for the
last month. After robbing Br. Foster
of 975 and shooting Paul and Hayes
dead the bandits moved northward
along the railroad track 14 miles from
tbis point.

Saturday night they entered the
home of or Frank Smith, tak
ing therefrom a watch, a small sum
of money, some clothing and a lot of
provisions. They then moved on in
the direction of Duluth. Half a mile
from here they were met by a lot of
railroad men who bad heard ot the
Wyoming killing. Tbe railroaders
ordered tbera to bait, but their only
answer was a couple of shots from a
revolver. They then dropped part of
their booty and ran. The railroad men
ran into North Branch, notified the
station agent and tbe rest of the town.
Word was sent out all along tbe line
that the desperadoes had been located
and a posse of seventeen men was
made up here and at once went in hot
pursuit.

At 11 o'clock this morning tbe three
bandits were located in a tamarack
swamp. The posse gradually drew in
on them in a circle. When about 30
yards away tbe desperadoes opened
fire from a hastily improvised breast-
work of logs. The guns of the posse
then opened forth and the bullets
rang thick and fast upon tbe pine logs.
Then there was a lull during which
the posse made no advance. Finally
one of the men behind the logs slowly
poked up his head, when, quick as a
flash, a rifle shot rang out and tbe fel
low fell . back behind the breastwork
shot through tbe head. He died in
stantly. His companions immediately
ran up the white flag and soon after-
ward were taken in tow by the posse,

Cunningbam, a mere boy of 19, was
also found to be badly wounded about
the head, a lot of buckshot having
struck him. Tbe other man stated
that he was George Kelley, but was
silent as to his business. Cunningham
was more communicativeand partially
told the story of their joint career of
crime. Kelly and Cunningham were
taken to the State prison at Stillwater
this evening to prevent a lynching,
Cunningham there admitted that they
did the killing at Wyoming, bnt he
said he was merely the watch outside,
all the shooting having been done by
Bob Wilson, tbe dead desperado.

CITIZENS FEARED A REPETITION
OF THE TORNADO OF

MAT 27th.

Mound City Again Visited by a Hur-

ricane Wind and Rain Do Con-

siderable Damage-Hous- es,

Poles and Trees Qo

Down.

St. Louis, Mo., June 22. For a few
minutes yesterday afternoon St Louis
was in a flurry. A vicious storm came
up out of the west at 2 o'clock and .

tore through the town with great
bluster. It was a threatening little
blow, and it barked and snapped with
all the vigor of a mad dog. It tried to
emulate the tornado, but its attempts
were feeble. A few damaged roofs,
some ruined signs, several overturned
small vehicles, and a number of brok
en windows are all the damage itj
could do.

But so far as working up the people
to a state of hysterical fear is con
cerned the storm was an unqualified
success. It came so suddenly and
vehemently that it caught the city uu- -

prepared. All morning it had been
sultry and humid, and, while the
clouds did not give particular indica
tion of storing any tornado energy,
the thoughts of the men and women
and children who lived through the
awul experience of the 27th of May
went back to that time instinctively.
There was a mad rush to close win
dows and scrambles for safe corners
in the residence districts. The light-
ning was of a sharp,
kind, followed by reports of thunder
that seemed to tell of execution in
every boom. Women and children
prayed and men, against their own in-

herent convictions, hoped that it was
only a summer shower.

On the street cars and down town
there was almost a panic. Signs and
small debris whirled through the
streets and clouds of dust rolled up
and obscured the vision of even the
keenest eyed. The hotel lobbies were
filled in ten seconds with half crazy
crowds, and every sheltered spot held
its quota of shivering citizens. Occa-

sionally a st ray piece of tin roof would
come along the street, noisily rolling
and jumping, conveying to those who
saw it the impression that all the roofs
in the vicinity were being blown
away.

The newf., peanut and banana stands
on various down town corners were
overturned and their contents strewn
along the streets for blocks. But
there were no small boys around to
gather the spoil at least not until
after tne storm had passed.

The storm did not follow the route
of the tornado, although a portion of
the tornado district was swept by the
wind. In this manner a large amount
of damage was done to buildings,
which bad been torn np by the torna-
do, and were undergoing repairs. The
scaffolds were torn down and piles of
lumber blown into neighboring yards.
Roofs which had been half completed
were scattered all over the neighbor-
hood. A large number of trees were
blown down on Washington avenue,
Pine and Olive streets, and at Twenty-fir- st

and Clark avenue a new telegraph
pole, which had been put In to re-
place one broken by the tornado, was
snapped off close to the ground.

St. Patrick's church, at Sixth and
Biddle streets, which was damaged by
the tornado, felt the force of yester
day's wind. The roof of the church
was weak from the effects of the tor
nado, and the breeze tore off a nun
ber of the loose boards and whirled
them around the street corners. A
number of the telephone, telegraph
and electric light wires were blown
down, and the service was poor for
some time after the storm had passed,
A feed wire of the Missouri electric
light system fell on Twenty-secon- d

street, near Olive street, and cut off
the lights in many of the residences of
the West end. At the same place
several of the wires used by the Bell
Telephone company came down, and
over 500 'phones were rendered use
less.

A small sized panic was created la
the Turner hall at Thirteenth and
Arsenal streets, where a large crowd
had assembled to pass the afternoon,
The wind lifted a portion of the roof
off the building, and everyone on the
inside made a rush for the street. No
one was injured, but the pleasure of
the day was marred considerably by
the narrow escape.

A peculiar coincidence occurred at
the Three Mile House on Easton
avenue. This place was struck by the
tornado May 27 and a ten-fo- ot section
of the rear wail was carried away, and
the front windows broken. The wind
yesterday played the same trick,
breaking the same windows and tear'
Ing ont the same section of wall,which
had been repaired since the tornado

The German Lutheran church at
Twentieth and Benton street was
filled with people when the storm
came, and it was a badly scared crowd,
When the storm reached its height
several of the stones in the steeple of
the edifloe became dislodged and fell
through the roof of the church. The
congregation stampeded to the street
and sought places of shelter else-
where.

It would
afford me great pleasure to attend to
this part of the test, free of cost to
anyone, but the first thing to do is to
secure not less than 8100 to be divid
ed into four premiums. The whole
thing hinges on securing the 8100. I

am sure the Fair Association will
make a liberal subscription to the
fund and I know of several who will
start the subscription at $2. With
this as a "starter" suppose that sev
eral parties be named to solicit sub
script ions. I promise to do what I
can to advance the cause and will
guarantee to raise not less than $10.

Every member of the creamery com
pany should subscribe and see to it
that his friends help also. If the $100
is raised, I have no doubt that an in'
teresting exhibit will be made. Pos
sibly there will be 15 or 20 entries,
and, if so, some startling disclosures
will be made when the cows are put
under the Babcock test for butter.

There
are many cows owned by farmers
that would surprise the owners if
tested. So if any one has a good cow
let him not be afraid to enter ber for
the test. She may be the one to pro
duce the most butter fat. At ail
events, let ns have a test something
that we have never had; something
new to the majority of our people,
and something that will interest
everybody. Subscribe to the prem
iuni fund, and bring on your cow, be
she Jersey, Holstein, Shorthorn or
scrub, for sometimes the scrub wins.

TEN THOUSAND LIVES LOST,

Appalling Result of tho Earthquakes
and Tidal wave in Japan.

Yokohama, June 19.- -It is now es

timated that 10,080 people were
drowned by the tidal wave on the Is-

land of Yesso, in the northern part of
Japan.following frightful earthquakes.
In sddition to the town or Kumaisna,
which was wholly destroyed, many
other coast towns bave been washed
away entirely or in part.

Yesso, wblcb'has suffered from tbe
tidal wave, la one of tbe islands form- -,

ing the Kurile Archipelago north of
Japan. It is 350 miles in length and
250 miles In breadtb. It has a popu-

lation of about 120,000. It is char-
acterized by its numerous irregulari-
ties in its rejief. The most regular
chain is developed parallel with the
southernmost of the Kuriies termin
atlng in a long peninsula, which has
an absolute elevation of 5,480 ieet.
Tbe Devil's Mountain, a little to tbs
south, rises 3,000 feet higher. Tais
island of Yeiso is believed to be the
oldest upheaved land on the face ot
the globe. verywbsjreJjLi8eJjly
furrowed by the actki'u of running
waters. Around Volcano Bay a aeries
of lakes rise amphitheater wise.'
These lakes bave been formed by
volcanic action. Tbe most recent
ernptions in Yesso took' place in 1862,
1866, 1867 and 1874.

QUICKJUSTICE FOR A BRUTE.

A Negro ia Taken to the Scene ol Hi

Crime, Hanged and Riddled
With Bullets.

Birmingham, Ala., June 21. Near
Hartselle, Ala., shortly after dark last
night, while Mary, tho 9 year old
daughter of G win Pockett, a well to do
farmer, was passing from the kitchen
to ber mother's room, a distance of 16

feet, across a porch, she was seized by
Leon Orr, a negro farm laborer, who
was hid In the darkness, and carried
away. The child's screams attracted
the family's attention, and when the
father came in search was instituted.

The girl was found nearly a mHs
away in an unconscious condition.
She had been assaulted and horribly
injured. A posse was at once formed
and pursuit of the negro began.

About midnight officers arrestod
him near Danville, JLawrence county,
and carried him to Moulton jail. Fear-
ing mob violence the sheriff bid tbs
negro In the Conrt House. The mob
reached Moulton at 2 o'clock In tbe
morning, found Orr, overpowered tbs
sheriff, and, strapping the negro to a
horse's back, carried him back to tbs
scene of his crime, 15 miles away,
whefe, directly at the place where
tbs girl bad been found, they hanged
him to a tree and riddled his body
with bullets. The negro confessed to
bis crime before be was lynched. He
begged for an opportunity to pray,but
only one minute was granted blm.
The girl, at last accounts, was dying
irom ner injuries.

If assacbusetts and Connecticut Dem-

ocratic Delegates Speak.

Bohton, June 22. The Boston Globe

Saturday interviewed nearly all of lbs
Massachusetts delegates to the Chi
cago convention and found that tbe.

They
said tbat the majority should rule, ana

support tbat ticket, though all of them
say they are firm gold men.

A LARGE GRASSHOPPER CROP.

A Kansas Farmer Harvests Fifteen
Bushels of Insects Off Seven

Acres in Two Honrs.

Topeka, Kas., June 20. A terrible
drought is spread over Western Kan-

sas, and all kinds of crops, even to
tbe irrigated districts, will be almost
a total failure. . Irrigation farmers
along the Upper Arkansas River, in
Colorado, have tapped the stream of
all the surplus water, and the result is
that the irrigation ditches in Kansas
are dry.

In the vicinity of Garden City
myriads of grasshoppers are swarm
ing about every Held and threaten to
destroy all crops not already rained
by drought.

Yesterday Henry Crow, a farmer,
caught 15 bushels of grasshoppers off
of seven acres of alfalfa in two hours.
The hoppers were fed to Crow's hogs.

HAIL STORM IN NEBRASKA.

Railroads Covered to a Depth of Four
Eeet in Some Places.

Omaha, June 22. A terrible hail-

storm raged last night In the western
portion of Nebraska and between
Paxton and Brule. At Megeath sld- -

iue. on the Union Pacific, tbe hail
reached a depth of over two feet
The section men were sent out with
shovels to clear the track' so that
trains could run. The hail for sev
eral miles varied from that depth
down to three Inches and was packed
in upon the track like pebbles. In
some daces tbe hail stacked up to a
deptn of four feet, but this was only
in draws and pockets.

Clark in Illinois.

haps as not tbe greatest man in the
Democratic party, but aside from his
ideas on the financial question be has
always been a Democrat, and tbat
counts for a good deal.
