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 The latest dressing tips

Here are dress-for-success
tips from “New Women’s Dress
for Success,” by John T. Mol-
loy: o

1. Dress to fit in with your
co-workers.

2. Be one of the more tradi-
tional and conservative dressers
in your group.

3. Spend comparatively as
much on your casual business
wardrobe as you do on your
traditional wardrobe.

4. If your boss is a man, be
as traditional as possible. If
your boss is a woman, mirror
her style without copying her
outfits.

5. Stick to colors and color

- combinations found in tradition-

al men’s sportswear.
6. Thé best business casual
clothing is made of natural fi-

bers — cotton, wool, silk. But
to avoid anything that wrinkles
easily choose natural fibers that
have been woven or treated to
resist. wrinkling or blends that
look like natural fibers.

7. Wear serious footwear —
no boots, sneakers, sandals,
spiked- heels or open-toed party
pumps-— and unless you are
tall, don’t wear flats.

8. Keep a navy jacket handy
in .case of an emergency.

9. Wear pants only if you
need them to look like a mem-
ber of the team or to perform
tasks that require them.

10. If you do wear pants,
they .should be tailored to de-
emphasize your feminine figure.
A full-cut pair of slacks with

pleats in a conservative color
would be ideal.. .. ot

Wear a suit
™ The conservative business suit

remains a staple in most business-

women’s wardrobes. “In fact, the

suit made a resurgence in its pop-:
ularity when Hillary Rodham Clin=-"
ton became the first professional

career woman to become first la-
dy,” Molloy says. He now identi-
fies five categories of dress-for-suc-
cess suits.

The traditional “skirted suit,
which imitates the colors and basic
style of a man’s suit — except that
the jacket may come without la-
pels. These are high-authority
suits.

" The “aggressive feminine” suit,

which comes in strong colors (pur- -

ple, red, raspberry) or bold pat-
terns _(checks, plaids, herring-
bones). These suits send a
message that is both feminine and
assertive.

The “stylish professional” suit,
which generally has a jacket de-
signed to be worn without a
blouse. These make a woman ap-
pear softer — but still serious.

The “soft feminine” suit, which
usually comes in a pastel color,
may have feminine detailing such
as a velvet or lace collar, and may
be in a knit fabric. These suits
work best in warm, Southern
states, and for women who already
have established their professional-
ism.

The “conservative feminine”
suit, which Molloy says is the fa-
vorite of most powerful women.
“It has a conservative cut and col-
or, but the color is one that would
be found only in a woman’s suit
— for example, mahogany, dark

plum, deep maroon. These suits

send the message that most wom-
en want to send: They are femi-
nine and powerful.”

Choose your colors with care

Molloy is at odds with the “col-
or me beautiful” school, which ad-
vises women to wear only those
colors that flatter her complexion.

“Think in terms of being effec-
tive as well as attractive,” Molloy
advises. “Remember, the colors
yOu wear announce your success,
background, status, authority, per-
sonality and more.”

In general, bright colors draw
attention to you, dark colors make
you an authority figure, upper-
class colors (rich yet subtle) give
you dignity and power, and earth
tones make you appear approach-
able, Sympathetic and persuasive.

Think twice about

wearing a dress

Seventy-two percent of business

people today think that a woman

in a dress can be effective, Mol- °

loy’s research indicates. However,
93 percent think she would be
more effective if she wore a jacket
with the dress.

“Today, because the jacket out- .

fit is an almost universally recog-
nized uniform for businesswomen,
any woman who does not wear

one ... puts herself at a real disad- .

vantage,” Molloy says.

However, if a woman prefers to
wear a dress to work (and many
Southern women do, Molloy says),

she should choose a style that is

tailored, dark and conseryative..

when she removes her jacket.

He suggests that the best winter !

coat is a camel-colored, wrap-

around — or, if you are heavy, a
chesterfield style. The best rain- i

coat is a belted model in beige,
tan, navy or black. Your coat

should never look tight or skimpy -

and should be long enough to cov-
er whatever you wear under it.

Pay attention to grooming

When Molloy did his original
research in the early '70s, “there
was no doubt that being feminine
and alluring was not an asset” on
the job. As a result, he advised
women to wear little or no make-
up and no nail polish.

But by the end of the ’80s, “a
more feminine approach by wom-
en in business was not only ac-
cepted, but often worked better
than the masculine, serious ap-
proach that had worked several
years before.”

In his updated book, Molloy
says that knowing how to apply
makeup “is an essential business
tool.” He recommends an under-
stated look — natural-colored lip-
sticks and eye shadows, carefully
applied eyeliner and mascara, and
either red or clear nail polish.

Hairstyles that work - best for
businesswomen are shoulder-length
or shorter, and look managed and
controlled but not masculine.

Like it or not, image is an ef-
fective tool in building a successful
career,- Molloy says. Prejudices-still
exist in the workplace — not. so
much .against against women in.
general but more against: women
who are sloppily or inappropriately
dressed, poorly groomed, over-
weight or aging. This is not fair,
he says, but it is fact.

If a woman accepts this prem-
ise, the advice he offers should
help -her overcome those preju-
dices — and open doors to suc-
cess.
