San Francisco will once again
host a Gay Parade, to com=
memorate the struggle for Gay
Freedom by Gaypeople. It will be
held on the fourth anniversary of
the Stonewall riots on Christopher
Street in New York. This year it
will be June 24th  the last Sunday
in June.

The first Gay Parade committee
open meeting was held on Feb, 19
at the Helping Hands Center in
San Francisco. Elected thus far
have been: H.L. Perry, member
of .the Board of Directors of the
Tavern Guild, as Parade Marshall;

Several members of Gay mili=-
tant mens groups denounced the
women’s stand as discriminatory
and just as bad as the straight
community - attitude towards drag
queens.
