Nine young Saudi men have each been 

sentenced to more than lashes and at least 

five years in prison for deviant sexual 

behavior, a police officer said yesterday. 

A court in the western city of Qunfuda 

sentenced five of the men to six years in 

prison and 2,600 lashes. The men are to 

be flogged 52 times in 50 sessions, the 

officer said on the condition of anonymity. 

The four other defendants were sentenced 

to five years and 2,400 lashes. They are to 

be flogged 48 times in 50 sessions. There 

will be a pause of 15 days between each 

of the flogging sessions. 

Police started tailing the nine after 

report� that thty were acting strangely, the 

officer said.
