THE SITUATION.

A review the pit! week's doing
In Sou Hi Carolina, I,oWb

and Florida.

We present in this article a review ol

the most important political events of
the past week, in the three southern
states, and a statement of the political
situation up to our latest advices, as af-

fected by the vote of Oregon.
South Carolina: In Columbia, the

situation last Saturday was but little
changed from what it had been during
the three days previous. Tho democrats
and republicans passed the night before
in the hall of representatives.both speak-

ers, Wallace, democrat, and Mackey, re-

publican, presiding over their separate
houses. A resolution was adopted by the
republican house postponing the count-

ing of the vote lor governor, and other
state ofiicers.until Monday .thus prevent-

ing any decisive action for that day. The
damaging tact came out during the day
that the person claiming to be Silas
Cave, one of the bogus members admit-

ted by the republicans from Barnwell
county; to give them a quorum, was an
imposter, the real Silas Cave being at
home, having positively refused to claim
the seat, to which he acknowledged that
he was not entitled. Two republican
members, Meyers aad Hamilton, both
colored, deserted the republican side of

the house, and were sworn in by tbe
democratic speaker. The republicans
seated republican members from Abbe-

ville county, without listening to any
protests or explanations, though the
democratic members from that county
were in the hall and held certificates
from the returning board, which the re-

publicans themselves claimed was the
proper authority. At noon on Monday
Speaker Wallace informed the constitu-

tional house that he had been officially

notified that more than one hundred
state constables were ready to eject the
Edgefield and Laurens members, and
that the constables would be supported
by United States troops. He advised a
peaceable withdrawal of the whole of

the constitutional house. This was ac-

ceded to at once, and all the democrats,
accompanied by Messrs. Hamilton,
Meyers, Reedish and Westburn, repub
licans, marched out of the hall of the
house or representatives, and repaired to
Carolina Hall, they having sixty mem-

bers with the returning board's certifi-
cates, whilst the republicans, who re-

mained in possession of the hall of rep-

resentatives had but fifty-si- x. A tele-

gram was received during the day lrom
Mr. Hewitt, stating that the president
would not recognize as the lawful house.
any body not having sixty-thre- e mem
bers holding certificates from the state
board of canvassers. On Tuesday
morning the democratic house gained
two more from the republican house,
making sixty-tw- o, without the Edgefield
and Laurens delegations, and lacking
but one ot the president's requirement.
The troops were withdrawn from the
doors and entrances to the state-hous- e,

and the place of sentinels were supplied
by special constables acting under orders
from Gov. Chamberlain. The senate
and bayonet house met in joint session
and after the passage of a concurrent
resolution, cast up the vote for governor
and beutenant-governo- r. The counties
of Edgefield, which gave Hampton over
3.200 majority, and Laurens, which
gave him over 1.100 majority, were pre-

viously thrown out, when the democratic
senators retired from the hall. I he re-

turns were then canvassed. Lieuten- -

Gleaves. (colored) and
Speaker Mackey declared Chamberlain
elected by 3,044 votes. In the supreme
court argument was heard on the ap-

plication for a mandamus compelling
the secretary of state to deliver the re
turns to Speaker Wallace and the pa
pers taken under advisement. In the
evening Wade Hampton made a speech,
counseling peace, bnt saying that he in'

tended to be governor.
On Wednesday the democratic house

gained an additional member from the
Mackey house, giving it 63 members
holdincr certificates from the board of
canvassers, and a constitutional quorum
without the Edgefield and Laurens mem
bers. The supreme court decided the
democratic house to be the legal house
of representatives. The republican
electors met at noon, and cast the vote
of the state for Hayes and Wheeler. On

Thursday, the democratic house ap-

pointed a commmittee to inform the
senate and General Ruzer that it was a
legal house under decision of the su
preme court, and requested the latter to
withdraw tbe troops from the state--

house. Gov. Chamberlain took the oath
of office as governor, in the state house,
before the probate judge. Joint resolu
tions repealing the law that the oath
should be taken before the chief justice,
or associate justice, having been passed
previously by tbe senate and the Mackey
house. The inauguration was over be
fore it was known in the city ; only par
ties admitted by authority witnessed the
ceremony. A company oi troops was
stationed in the lower corridor, and
constabulary guarded the entrances.
The ceremony over. Gov. Chamberlain
delivered his inaugural.

Louisiana: In Xew Orleans, on
Saturday last, the democrats presented
several hundred affidavits in rebuttal of
intimidation affidavits. The board also
received something over a thousand ne-

gro affidavits from the republican sid
in support of their charges of intimida
tion,which were furnished by the custom
house outrage mill. A startling piece
of evidence was offered br the demo
crats in a photographic copy of a letter
received by the secretary of the board
from the supervisor of Ouachita parish,
dated and written two days after he had
filed his returns, and inclosing affidavits
making charges ot various kinds, also
asking the secretary of the board to

bring the affidavits in with his returns.
When the package was opened, some
days ago, these affidavits and protests
were found inside, although apparently
the seals had not been broken. The
northern republican committee was not
in attendance on this day. Messrs.
Stoughton and Sherman held a long
consultation with Governor Kellogg,
during which they were furnished by
Kellogg with documents and data out
of which Sherman expects to make a
case in favor of his party in the United
States senate. The committee ieit lor
Washington in the afternoon. On Mon-

day nothing transpired as to what the
returning board was doing, but intim-

ations from repnblicans were rife that

On Wednesday the republican elec
tors, bearing certificates from Gov.
Kellogg, met in the senate chamber. A
unanimous vote was cast for Hayes and

heeler. Ine Tilden and Hendricks
electors, with certificates signed by John
McEnerv. eovernor, met in the house ot
representatives and voted unanimously
for Tilden and Hendricks. Gen. Fran-
cis T. JSichois isued an address to the
people of Louisiana, conseling them to
pursue a policy of peace lor the vindi- -
e ition of th i.' rights.

Speaking as duly elected governor, he
said : In the midst of events vitally and
injuriously affecting your highest and
most sacred rights, j ou have been calm.
prudent and g. The sole
moving consideration with every citizen
should be the good of the state and the
perpetuation of republican institutions.
All action based upon any other idea
is unworthy of the occasion.

.Need 1 remind you, that there are
moments in the history of every peo-
ple were the highest courage and most
exalted devotion are best exemplified'
by a noble self control. I he final tri-
umph of right and justice rests and de-

pends npon allowing the results to be
worked out by quiet, legal methods.

i lorida : The Dade county returns
were brought in to Tallahassee on last
Saturday. By throwing out some of
the democratic precincts, the couLty was
made to give four republican majority.
This being the last day tor the introduc-
tion of testimony before the board of
canvassers, the day was taken up mostly
in that. A point was raised by the
democrats regarding the eligibility of
one of the republican candidates for
elector, who held an office of profit and
trust under the United States srovern- -
ment at the time of his eleotion.

On Wednesday tbe board of state can
vassers concluded their canvassing for
presidential electors. Giving Hayes
23,846 votes; Tilden 22,920 votes. A
majority ot the board voted to throw
out all of Jackson county but one pre
cinct, one precinct in Monroe countv.
all of Manatee precinct in Hamilton, in
all giving 1,069 democratic majority.
They refused to throw out Wicker pre
cinct Ko. 2, in Alachua county, where
it was clearly proven that the returns
were changed from 180 to 399 votes lor
Hayes ; the Rouse precinct, Leon coun-
ty, where 72 fraudulent ballots were
caat, and in Jefferson county, where it
was shown tbat there were over 400
votes polled more than tlicro were resi-
dent voters in the county. Attorney-Gener- al

Cocke, member of the board,
entered a strong protest against its ac
tion. Its length precludes our publish-
ing it in this issue. The board not only
returned Hayes electors but a matoritv
of some 600 for Stearns, and the two
republican congressmen. Attorney
Ueneral Cocke issued certificates of
election to the Tilden electors, who met
and cast their votes for Tilden and
Hendricks. Warrants were issued and
served on Hayes electors before they
cast their votes, also a bill of injunction
was obtained on benall ot Uovernor
Drew against members of the canvassing
board, and the order granted restrain-
ing them from completing the canvass.
The republican electors met and cast
their votes tor Hayes and Wheeler. The
visiting statesmen left for home in the
afternoon.

The electoral votes were cast in all
the other states as had been expected.
except that in Oregon the governor
commissioned two Hayes electors and
one 4.naen Elector, on account ot tbe in
eligibility of one of the Hayes electors ;
ana delivered the credentials to the
one Tilden elector, who had received the
highest number of votes. The two
Hayes electors commissioned refused to
meet with the Tilden elector, when he
proceeded, according to law, to elect
two others in their places. The vote of
the state was then cast two for Hayes
and one for Tilden. This secures for
Mr. Tilden a majority of one in th3 elec
torai college, on the lace ot the returns
made up according: to law. While no
fair minded man will claim that the vote
of Oregon should be recorded finally for
Mr. Tilden, on the other hand no man
not wholly given up to blind partisan
prejudice will ask that the votes of
Louisiana and Florida, not to mention
South Carolina, shall be finally given tq
Mr. Iiayes, when they have been noto-
riously secured for him in spite of the
popular verdict against him. by .corrupt
returning boards, discredited long since
by republican authority, as we have
amply shown in our last two or three
issues. The country requires not hair
splitting technicalities, but an honest
count of the legal ballots cast at the
polls ; and it will not rest content until
its requirement is complied with. Had
it been known one month before the
election that the republicans would re
sort to such measures as they have done
during the last lew weeks, Iiayes would
not have carried uve states in the union
Democrats all over the land in the
press, in the legislatures, in consress,
in public meetings everywhere, must
be firm, calm, cool and colleoled, and
must demand justice under the laws
and the constitution, and be satisfied
with nothiag less. Tne question of the
hour is, who has been elected president
by the voice ot the people? Its just
solution, clearly demonstrated, will sat
isfy the people anythins short of it
will not. In tho mean time the country
is threatened with seneral bankruptcy
bv the paralysis ol all branches of busi
ness, and the more expeditiously the
matter is settled the better.

The relutions of the United Stales with for-ta- n

uuvvers continue on a friendly looting.

United States have beeu happily free ducing tbe
oat vear from the complication and emharr&'S- -
meuis which bave surrounds! some of tbe for
eign powers. The diplomatic correspondence
submitie'i nerewitn contains iniorniaiion as ro
certain of the matters which bave occupied tbe
government, tne coroiaiuy wiiicn atienus our
relations with the powers oi the earth has been
plainly shown by tne general participation of
loreign nations lu tl e exbibirion whicu has just
ctased, and by tne exeriious ma.ie by distant
powers to show this interest in a irieniily feeling
toward the united stales, in commemoration
of the Ueulennial of ihe nation. The govern
ment and people of the United Slates have not
onlv fultv appreciated this exhibition of kindly
feeling; but it may be Justly and tsirly expect d
mat no smaii ueueuis win rc-u- ii noin to our
selves uud other nations lrom a better acquaint-
ance and u better appreciation ol our mutual
advantages.

Iv upon the passage ef the bill making appro
priation tor diplomatic and consular service for
ibe pre.ieut force, instructions were issued ta
remeseutalives ot the United states in llolivia.
Ecuador and Colombia, anil to tne consular offi
cers for whom no sppropriatton had been made,
to close their respective legations and consu
lates anu cease me neriormanre oi tneir
duties. And in use maunersteiis were iiiime u
ately taken to aubstttuta charge d'1 affaires for
ministers resiuetit in uenmara.ureece.
swiizerianu anu l'araguav.

While thorou-bl- y impressed with the wisdom
ol sound economy la the loreign service, as in
other branches ol the government. 1 cannot es
cape the conclusion that in some Instances the
withholding of appropriations will prove an ex-
pensive economy, aud tbat the small retrench
ment secured bv a chauire of tirade in certain
diplomatic posts is not au adequate considera
tion lor tbe loss of influence and importance
which win attend our xoriign representatives
under this reduction. I am of the opinion tbat
a oi ine suniect win cause a
change in some instances iu lbs conclusions
reached ou these subjects at the last session oi
congress.

ALABAMA CLAIMS COMMISSION.

The court commissioners ot the Alabama
claims, whose functions were continued bv an
act of the last session of congress until the first
day ol .January, itni. nas carrieit ou us tabors
with diligence and general satisfaction. Ity a
report from the clerk ot the court transmitted

bearing date November 14th, 187U.
appears that during Ibe time now allowed bv
law the court will have disposed of all the claims
presented for adjudication. This reuort also
contains a statement of tbe general results of
the labors of the court to dute tnvreof. It is a
cause of satislaction that the method adopted lor
the satislaction ol tne classes oi claims aumit-te-d

to the court, which aie of long standing and
jttsilv entitled to early consideration, should
bave proved sticcessiui anu accepiauie.

Elalntsof in authority. It is hoped, however,
that these will ultimately be adjusted to the sat-
isfaction of both governments. The frontier of
the Unltec States in that quarter has not been
exempt frsm acts of violence by citizens or one
republic tn those of the oilier. The frequency
of ihef-- it supposed to be increased and their
adjustment made mi-r- difficult by the change in
course of the lower n in ol the IlioGrande river,
whicb ri vi r is a Dart of the boundary between
the two countries. These changi a have placed
on either stile of that river portions of land
which, by existing conventions belong to lha
Joiisiliction of the government on the opposite
side ol the river ne suoj-- ci oi ine
of this cause of difficulty ii under consideration
between the two republic.

AWARD PAID.
The government of the United States ot Co-

lombia tin until the award in the case of the
steamer Mouiijo seized by ihe authorities of that
government some years since, and the aruoUut
has been transferred to the claimants.

THE UXITED STATES AND MEXICO.

It is Willi satislaction that I am able to an-

nounce ih-- t the joint commission for the adjust-
ment of the claims between the United States
and Hextdupon Ibe b isis of the convention of
188-- i, the duration of which has been several
times extended, lias brought its labors to a close.
From tbe report of the agent of the United
Slates, which accompanies Ibe papers trans-
mitted herewith, it will be seen tbat within the
time limited by the commission one thousand
and claims on tbe part of citizens of
the United Sta'.ea against Mexico were reierred
to the commission. Ol these claims, S31 were
dismissed or disallowed, and In 1SS cases awards
were made in favor ol the claimants against th
Mexican republic, amounting to S4.62S.C33 20.
Within Ibe same period 998 claims ou the part of
the citizens of the Mexican republic against the
United States were referred to the comraisebin.
Of these claims, 811 were dismissed or disal-
lowed, and in 1(7 cases awards were made in
favor or claimants against the United states,
amounting in ihe aggregate to $150,49 41. By
the terms uf the convention tbe amount ol these
avards is to be dedue'ed lrom ttie amount
asrarded ia favor of out citizens against Mexico,
aid the balance only to be paid by Mexico to the
United Slates, leaving the United States to make
provisions for their proportion of the awards in
.'avor of its own oitizms. I invite your atten-
tion to the legislation which will be necessary
;o provide for the payment. In this connection
1 am prepared to be able to express the acknowl-
edgment that Mr. 'I hornton, the umpire of the
commission has given to the consideration ol
the. large number of claims submitted to htm,
much time, unwearied patience, anu mat

inttlligenc which arc well known to
belong to tbe accomplished representative of
Great Biitnin, and which are likewise recogniz-
ed by the representatives lu this country and of
the republic of Mexico.

VENEZUELA.
Monlhlv navments ol a verv small Dart of the

amount due bv the government of Venezuela to
the citizens of th United states, on account ot
lha claims ol ihe latter azainst tbat covernmant
continue to be made with reasonable punctuali
ty. That government nas proposed to cnang;
th system which it baa hitherto pursued in this
respect by issuing bond for part of the amount
of several claims. Tbe proposition, however,
could net, it is supposed properly he accepted,
at least without the consent of the holders of th
certificates ol indebtedness ol Venezuela. These
are ao much depressed that it would dp iiuncuit,
if not imwossibie, to ascertain their disposition
on Has subject.

KATtTRALIZATION

In another message I bave called tbe attention
of congress to ihe necessity of legislation with
regard to fraudulent naturalization and to the
subject of expatriation and election of national-
ity of persons of foreign birth seeking a home
in tne unueil states, loeeaae anu lucuuy won

hich bonest emigrants, alter a reasonable
lapse, become possessed of till tb nrivileges of
citizenship of the United States, and the fre-

quent occasions which induce such adopted
citizens to return to the country of their birth,
rendered the subject of naturalization and tb
safeguards whicti experience has proved neces-
sary for tbe piotection of tb bonest natnralized
citizens of paramount importance. The very
simplicity in the requirement of the law ou this
question affords opportunity for fraud, and the
want of uniformity in tlunroceedinca and rec-
ords of the various courts and in the forms of
the certificates of naturalization issued afford a
constant source of difficulty. I suggest no ad- -
mrionai requirements to tne acquisition oi citi-
zenship beyond tbose now existing, but I invite
tht earnest attention of congress to the necessity
and wisdom of some provisions regarding uni
formity in the records and certificates, and pro
viding against the irauus winch irequentiy tace

lace and lor lha vacating of a record oi nat-
uralization otaiued on fraud. These provisions
arc needed in aid and for tbe protection of the
honest citi?n of foreign birth, and for the want
ttf which he is made to suffer not infrequently.
1 he United States has insisted upon the right of
expatriation and has obtained, alter a long
struggle, aa admission of the piinciple con-
tended lor by ibe concession thereof on the part
of m nv foreign powei s and by tbc conclusion
of treaties on tbat subject. It is. however, but
Ju.tice to the government to which such natur
alized citizens nave lormeriy owed allegiance,
as well as to the United states, that a certain
fixed and definite rule should be adopted giv-erni-

such cases, and providing how expatria-
tion may be accomplished While emigrants
in 1 become citizens of the United
Stales, it is also true tliat gvrsons, both native
born and naturalized. Qiice oitizens ol tne United
Stales, either bv lormal acts or as the effect ot
a sarieg ol facta and circumstances, abandon
their citiii nship and ceae to be entitled to tile
protection of the United States, but continue on
certain occasions to assert their claim to protec-
tion to advance of these provisions; and in this

Of American citizens contracted abroad, and
p.oncerninz the stuius of American women who
matry foreigners and of children born of
American parents in a foreign country. The
delicat and complicated; questions continually
occurring with reference to republican expa-
triation, and lb status ot such persons aa I have
rsTerred to, induce me to earnestly direct your
attention again to th subject. In lik manner I
repeat the recommendation mat some means u
provided bearing on the determination of the
just and subsisting claims of aliens upon th
government ot tne unites: states witntu a rea
sonable limitation, and of such as may hereafter
arise. While bv th existing provisions of the
law the com t ol claims mav in certain oases be

THE NAVY.

The report of the secretary of the navy shows
that lie believes the service to b lu a condition
as effective as it is possible to keep it with the
means and appropriations given the department.
It is not of course possible to rival tbe cosny and
progressive ealaulisbiueats of tb great Kllro-pea- u

powers with the old material oi our navy,
lo which no increase has bean authorized since
th.. uir nuKut eiirht small cruisers, built lu
supply tbe place ol others which bad gone to
decay. Yet the most has been done mat was
possible with tbe means at command and they
are substantially rebuilding some of our old
ships witu durable material, and completely re-

pairing and refilling our monitor fleet. The
navy Has beeu gradually ao brought up Ihat,
though it doe not maintain it relative posmou
among tbe progressive uavies of the world, it is
now iu a condition more powerful and effective
tuan it ever has been in time of peace. Tbe com-
plete repairs of our five heavy irau-cla- are
Ouly delayed on account of tbe inadequacy ol
tne appropriations made last year lor tbe work-
ing bureaus of Ihe department, which were ac-

tually less in amount than those made belore the
W ir, notwithstanding tbe greatly enbanced price
of labor and materials, and tbe increase iu the
cost of tbe naval service growing uut of the uni-
versal us and great expense of steam machine-
ry. The tuaney necessary lor these repairs
should be provided at onoe, tbat they may be
completed without further unnecessary delay
aud expeuse. When this is done, all the strength
that there is in tbe navy will be developed and
used to its full capacity, and all will be power-
ful lor tbe purpose ol uelence and also lor

action, should necessity for ibal arise
within a reasonable distance lrom our shores.
1 he fact that our navy is not more modern uud
powerful than it is, haa been made a cause of
complaint against th secretary of the navy by
persona, who. at tne same time criticise and
complain of bis endeavors to bring the navy Ihat
we have to its beat aud most efficient condition.
But Ibe good aeuse of the country will under-
stand that it is really to bis practised action that
we have at tbi time any effective navy force at
his command.

roiTAL ArrAiRS.
The repoit of the postmsster-gensr- al shows an

excess of expenditure, excluding expenditures
ou account of previous years, lteceipt for fiscal
year ending Jryis 30, 1S76, estimated lo be

M; estimated expenditures for the fiscal
year ending June 30. l7t, are 36,7i3.4.7i 43; es-

timated revenue lor the same period is $30,045,-ltt- i,

leaving an alimated excess of expenditure
to be appropriated as a deficiency of $u, 078, 267,-4- 3.

Th uostiuaatsr-Kenera- l. like his predeces
sor, ia convinced that a change in the basia of
adjusting salaries of postmasters ot the fourth
clasa is necessary for 111 good of the service as
well aa for the interests of the government, and
urgently recommends that compensation of tbe
clans of postmasters above mentioned be based
on tha business of their respective unices as as
certained trom sworn returns to the auditor of
tamps caucalled.
A lew postmasters in the southern stales hav

xpresaed great apprehension of their personal
alety cn account of their connection with the

postal service, and specially requested tbat their
report f apprehended danger should not be
made public, iest it should result in the loss pi
their lives: but no positive testimony ol interfer-
ence has bean submitted except iu lb case of a
mail maenger at Spartanburgn, In sonth Caro-
lina, who reported tbat b had been violently
driven away on tb charge of his political affili-
ation. Th assistant superintendent ot tbe rail-
way service investigated tbia case, and reported
that a messenger bad disappeared from his post,
leaving bia work to b performed by a substi-
tute. The postmaster-gener- thinks tbis case
is uffiointly suggestive to justify htm .in
rsoomtusuding that a more severe punishment
should be provided for tbc ofianca ot assaulting
any person in charge of mails, or of retarding
or otherwise obstructing them by threats of per-
sonal injury. A vary gratifying result is pre-
sented in Hi fact that tbe deficiencies of this de-
partment during tb last fiscal year were reduced
lo 4,OBl,7lQ IS. aa against U,lti9,93 SB of tbe
prec iias year. The difference can be traced to
the large increase in its ordinary receipts, wbicb
greatly exceeded tbe estimatea tneretor, anu a
slight increase in its expenditure. Tbe ordina-
ry receipts or tbe postoffice department for the
past seven fiscal years have increased at an av-
erage of eight per cent, per annum, while tbe
mcioaae ol expenditures lor tne same periou naa
been ubout 5.50 per cent, per annum, and de
crease of deficiency in the revenues baa been at
tne rate ox nearly iwo per cant, per annum.

AGRICULTURE.
The report of tbe commissioner of agriculture

accompanying toe message win oe louno on oi
great iuterest. marking, as it does, the great
progress ol the last century in tbe increase of
toe prouueta ox tne sou ana or Knowledge auu
skill iu the labor of producing, saving and ma.
nipulating the same to prepare them for the
use of man; in tbe improvements in machinery
toid the ugriculturistin bis labors, and knowl-
edge of those scientific subject necessary to a
thorough system of economy in agricultural
production, namely, oberuietrv. botany and
entomology. Tbia report, by those interested
in agriculture and deriving their support lrom
it, will be found of value in pointing out those
articles which are raised in greater quantity
than the needs of the world ream re. aud must
sell theiel'ore for less than tbe cost of produc
tion, auu ;uose wntcn command a pront over
cost or production, because there la not au over
production. 1 call special attention to tbe need
of tbe department for a new gallery for the re-
ception of tbe exhibit returned from the Cen
tennial exhibition, including Ihe exhibits dc
naied by very many foreign nations and lo tbo
recommendations oi tne commissioner ol agri-
culture generally.

Tbe reports of the district commissioners and
ihe board of health are just received and to
late to be read here, and make recommenda
tions thereon, and. are herewith submitted.

CENTENNIAL EXHIBITION
The international exhibition held in Phila

delphia thia year in commemoration ot tbe one
hundredth anniversary of American Indepen-
dence, has proven a great success and will no
doubt be ot enduring advantage to tbe country.
it nas snown great progress in ine arts, sciences
and mechanical skill mad In a single centurv,
and demonstrated that we are but little behind
the older nations iu any on branch, while iu
some we scarcely have a rival . It has served to
tiring toe people ana products or skill and labor
fiom all parts of tbe world together, and iu
bringing together peopleJrom all sections of our
country, wbicb mast prove of great benefit from
miormation xmpiriau, ana ine priae or thecountry engendered. It haa been suiraested bv
scientists interested in and connected with the
Smithsonian institute, in a communicntion, that
the government exhibit be removed to the Capi-
tol, and a suitable building be erected or pur-
chased for its accom,m.odatioua as a permanent
exhibition. 1 earnestly lecommend Ihts, and
believing congress would second this view. I
directed that all the government exhibits at the
centennial exhibition should remain where thev
are, excepting such aa might be injured by re
maiuiugc iu a uunumg uoi niienueu aq m protec-
tion in inclement weather, or such as may be
wanted oy tne ine tiparimeu.c xurnisiung mem,
until the question of the permanent exhibition
is acted on. Although the mouevs aPDrooriated
by congress (' enable the participation of the
several executive departments in the interna
tional exhibition of 1S7S were not autUcient to
carry out Ihe undertaking to the full extent at
first contemplated, it gtves me pleasure to reler
to me very eincient anu cremiauie tnuuuer in
which the board appointed from these several
departments to provide an exhibition on tbe part
ol the government nave mscnarged tneir duties
with the funds placed at their command, with-
out a precedent lo guide them in the preparation
of such a display. Tbe success ol their labors
was amply aitesteu uy tne sustained attention
which the contents ol the government buildin
atlrauted during the period of the exhibition
trom both foreign and nattvo people. I am
strongly impressed with the value of the collec
tion made uy tne government lor purposes ot ex
uiuiLiou, iMuaiiauua, as ii uocv, lue aeiierui re
sources of tbe country, the statistical uud prac
tical evidences ot our growth aa a nattou, the
uses ol the mercantile axis., and the applications
oi applied science in tbe administration of tbe
affaiisuf Ibe government. Many nations have
voluntarily contributed their exhibits to the
Um(ed States, to increaae tb Interest in any
permanent exhibition congress may provide for.
For th:s act uf generosity, tbey suould receive
the thanks of the people, and 1 respectfully sug-
gest that a resolution ot congress to that effect
be atiopieu.

SAFEGUARD FOE ELECTIONS.
Th attention or congress cannot be too ear-

nestly oalled lo the necessity of throwing some
grester safeguard, around the choosing and de-
claring the election of a president. Under the
nreaeiit svsleiu. there seems lo be no provided
remedy for contesting tb election in any uae
Slate. lie leuieuy in puniaiiy tu uouot.

ol the electors, the compulsory re
poit ol the nee scnooi, ami tue uisirancnise-
n.nt t all wno cannot rsatl anu write the nir

lish lauauaffe after a fixed probatiun. would
meet my hearty upproval. I would not inuk
this annlv. however, to Ibusa who are already
voters, but 1 would to all becoming so alter Ibe
expiration ol a probation hxed upon, foreign
ers coming to una country io uecome citizens
vrho nre educated in their own language, wotili!
acquire tlie requisite knowledge of ours, during
llie necessary leaiiience.to outaiu naturalization
II thev did not take enough interest in our Ian
gnuye'to acquire sullicienl knowledge of it to eu
able llinii lo study tbe institutions and laws o
the country intelligently, I would not confer up
on them the right lo mufce aud euacl laws, not to
suit those wbo do.

I stipend to this message for convenient let

ereuce a synopsis of administrative eveuta aud
ail recoinmeud-Uiou- to congress by tue during
Lie. last seveu years. Time may show souie ol
Ihobe recommendations not to bave been widely
couceived, but 1 believe the larger part will be
no discredit to the administration. Uuc ol ttie.e
rccoiiiiiu-udation- met witu tne united opposi-
tion 61 one political party iu the senate, and Willi
a strong opposition lrom the other namely, the
treaty for the annexation of Saulu Uoiiiingo to
the Lulled States, to which I shall specially re-

ler, maintaining, as 1 do, that if my viewa lad
been concurred in, tbe country would be in a
mure prosperous coudltion both politi-
cally aud llnancially.

TueCub.iu question would have been ictlled lung
ajo in lavor of tree Cuba. Hundreds l Amei-ica- n

vevela would now lie advantageously used
in transporting the valuable woods aud other
products ol the soil ol Ihe island to market uml
in carrying supplies und emigrant to it. Ihe
island is but lv settled, while it hau an
area sullicienl for the production and employ-
ment ol several millions of peopirt. The soil
would have soon fallen into the hands of United
States c pitali-fs- . The products aie so valuable
in commerce ihat emigration there would have
been encourage-l- The emancipated race ol the
south would have found there a cougenial home,
where thcii labor would be mucli sought alter.
Ttie poorest among thein could have found
means to go Ibere. lu casus ol" great oppression
and cruelties, such as have lien practiced upon
them iu many places within the lust eleven years,
whole communities would hive sought refuge
in San Domingo I do not suppose the whole
race would have gone, nor is it desirable that
tbey should go. Their labor is desirable; indis-
pensable, almost, wher-the- arc; but the pos-
session of tins territory would have left the ne-

gro master of the situation by enabling him to
amend his rights at home on pain ol sending
Ibem elsewhere. 1 do imt present these views
now us a recommendation lor the lenewal ol Ibe
subject of annexation, but I do refer to it to vin-
dicate my previous action In regard to it.

CONCLUSION.
With tbe present congress my otlicial life ter-

minates. It is not probable public afluirs will
ever again receive attention trom me, further
than as a citizen of the republic, atwavs taking
a deep interest in the honor, aud integrity, uud
prosperity of the whole land.
