Perhaps the most remarkable
feature of the show is the juggling
work of Jaohn. It is rare that so ac-
complished a performer possessing a
black skin is seen. His work would do
credit to a fine Japanese artist.
One of the best female impersonators
seen here in many a day was Gauze.
In voice, actions and personal appear-
ance, he is an ideal impersonator.
~ The singing was above the average.
Watts possesses a peculiarly sweet
voice for solo work. The quartette
singing was exceedingly sweet and har-
monious. Walker’s basso profundo is
very rare, when his quartette singing is
considered. Taken all in all the show
