He was too late,
however, for Mary, herzelf, had fallen
victim to the charms and persuasive
tenets exponnded by the great Philoso-
pher. She had bevome cleansed by the
Lamb of God and was at times almost
hystericalin proclamationsof allegiatce
to Bis faith and doctrines.
