CONDITIONS OF PARTICIPATION

In the conditions the term “Institute” refers to Fantasia
Fair Ltd. and the term “participants” refers to the person
signing the registration form.

(1) Registrations will be accepted from all persons who
have reached their 18th birthday prior to 16 October
1981.
