COMMENTS FROM A NEWCOMER

(continued from last issue)

The activities at the Chez seem to be
designed more as social mixers than as
profound experiences and are mostly at
the level of sumer camp hi-jinks rather
than sophisticated, well-oiled routines.
ETVC is run by volunteers and as such is
not a "tight ship”. What gets done by its
members is sandwiched between their
jobs, families and the flotsam and jetsam
of life's necessities, although for many
ETVC appears to be an emotional
necessity.

I set for myself the goal of going to at
least one of each activity or committee
meeting with the intent of learning what
each group was all about, who was its
leadership (like most such organizations,
it is a handful of the hardest working and
most dedicated) and going "dressed" to
each as a way of testing out how much I
wanted or really needed to get dolled up. I
don't recommend that everybody do it this
way, but that doing it so was a way of
finding out in part who I am. I do not
know how many other members have
needed to use ETVC to explore
themselves in this way. Possibly quite a
number.
