Mail dates from H-;;;; and Queenstown to
June 17th, furnish the following:

The Paris correspondent of the Pall Mall
Gazette saysthat M. Emile de Qirardin is
disposing of the Liber#é, and that M. Les-
seps and the Dulke d’ Albufera are to be the
purchasers, and that ono of the conditions of
the sale is that the present editor is to be a
Senator.

A trial, which it i3said will be one of the
most gigantic on record, was about to take
piace in Hungary. The accused are brig-
ands, 300 in numbear, and it i3 expacted that
200 of them will be condemned to death.

A queer story is told by one of the Greek
papers, Qae of the military commanders
having offered a reward for each brigand’s
head brought in, the supply soon became so
oxtensive that suspicions wero aroused. In-
quiry was set on foot, and disclosed the fact,
vhat with an eye to the main chance, the so-
called brigand-hunters made raids in the
neighboring villages, plundered them, and
then turned the heads of their victims to ac-
count,
