Oakland beach-park. Sunday after­
noons, the park is heavily popu­
lated with families and, according 
to Silverstein, a heck of a lot of 
"closet gay people." 

"Our purpose is to have a good 
time, ourselves, and also to reach 
the many gay people we know go 
to that place," he said. 

People from the activist gay 
liberation community have joined 
the collective on their Sunday af­
ternoon picnics, but Silverstein 
admitted that not too many people 
from the existing populace at the 
park have come ove•· to join the 
party. 

"Originally we went with the 
intent of making a scene -- to 
show the closet gays that gay lib­
erationists have more 
fun,'' Silverstein explained. "But 
now we are not trying to be so 
conspicuous. We just go because 
we are out to enjoy ourselves 
and we want to make it so that 
people would feel comfortable 
coming by to visit with us." 

The punching incident on the 
swimming platform has been the 
only incident, so far, although par 
officials have wandered by to re­
