"PAINTING THE TOWN 'PINK' - A WORD OF CAUTION 

California law allows alcoholic beverages to be purchased be­
tween the hours of 6 am and 2 am the following morning. 
California drunk driving laws are among the strictest in the nation 
so please be responsible and use extreme caution by not drinking 
and driving. If you want to imbibe in alcoholic beverages select a 
designated driver, or better yet take a taxi , to and from any 
establishment you wish to visit.
