Gender Dysphoria-The 
cause of Transexualism 
"ff y'sec my life as I do, y'realize 

it's been one big metaphor for that 
journey to the human state of 
being known as respect. If y'think 
being gay is tough, try bt?ing a 
transie!" - Lady Chablis (Hiding 
My Candy) 

If you ask any Transexual why 
they are the way that they are, 
most will say because they were 
born this way. Some will say, 
because tliey are a woman trapped 
in a man's body. Although that has 
been repeated for decades, you 
may be surprised to learn there is 
some truth to it. Before I begin to 
explain how most Transe.xuals are 
born Transgendered, it's imponant 
for you to know that gender is 
between your ears, and sex is 
between your legs. When 
Transe.xuals say that they identify 

as women and that their gender is 
female, they truly believe that chey 
are female because their brain tells 
them so. 

Imagine being 12 and you know 
you are lesbian or gay. You know 
you are attracted to the same sex. 
No matter what your momma, 
daddy or minister told you, you 
are· gay. Now imagine a 12-year­
old knowing they arl! the opposite 
gender. It's even more difficult for 
them because they are not address­
ing their sexuality; they are 
addressing the way they identify. A 
big difference! 

Gender Dysphoria is one of the 
most devastating birth disorders 
that someone can have. It is a hid­
den birth disorder that is not 
known for many years. The latest 
studies by the American Psychia­
tric Association indicate a peison is 
born with gender dysphoria. How? 
All fetuses start out as female. 

Those feruses that are to be 
male receive a testosterone flush 
across their brain. This produces 
what is called the brain's hard­
wiring, or subconscious mind. 
When this does not happen the 
brain develops with a female sub­
conscious mind, but the body 
develops male. Gender dysphoria 
docs not go away. 

I hear a lot of women that do 
not understand male-to-female 
Transexuals say, "How can they 
know what it's like to be a girl if 
they weren't raised a girl?" I ask 
you chis, h,ow can you know what 
it's like to be a lesbian when you 
weren't raised one? When male­
to-female Transexuals finally 
understand whu is happening to 
them, they have already been 
reprogrammed. For years their 
brain has been telling them they 
are female, yet everyone tells them 
differently. It becomes confusing as 
hell. Who do you believe-your 
parents who are there to protect 
and help you become an adult? Or 
do you believe that voice in your 
head that tells you the hell with 
everybody-you are a girl! 

Living with gender dysphoria is 
like having multiple personalities. 
In fact if the child isn't careful they 
could develop multiple personali­
ties. The one side of you becomes 
codependent, trying to please your 
parents. You stan to behave in a 
way that they tell you to behave. 
But when no one is around, when 

• momma is away from her make­
up, you become the girl you are. 
You feel free and happy, because 
this little girl is your true self. She 
is the girl you would be if only 
people can see the real you, and let 
you be the little girl that you are. 

I'm sure if you ask any Tran­
sexual, they would say if they had a 
choice they would not want to be 
born wich Gender Dysphoria. 
Gender Dysphoria also lillls. 
There are a lot of youths that can't 
handle it. They become suicidal. 

How horrible a death to die 
be~use you are confused about 
your gender. Those of us who do 
not commit suicide often tum to a 

life of drugs and alcohol, trying to 
escape. Trying to forget. Drugs 
and alcohol now become your best 
friend. They help you numb out 
and repress those feelings. They 
tell you they love you when no one 
else does. Love! That's the answer, 
the cure. That's all it takes, is love. 
If momma, daddy or the minister 
could only love that gender dys­
phoric child. If only someone 
could love that person when they 
couldn't love themselves. 
Transexuals are not freaks, and 
unlike dinosaurs they are not 
going to disappear. The journey, 
the life of a Transe.xual is the most 
difficult I can imagine. From birth 
they are told you are not what you 
thinlc: you are. For those of us that 
survived and live to tell our story, 
we try our best to make this a 
better world for the youth. 
• Gender dysphoria kills, and so 
docs ignorance! The end result to 
this journey is either acceptance or 
death. Yes, there are more and 
more people learning to accept the 
Tnnsgendered community, but 
not enough. For years Transe.xuals 
have been on che front line of the 
LesBiCayTrans move111ent. Those 
Transexuals that 2re not able to 
"pass" as female take more crap 
from society than any of us. 
I wrote this article intentionally to 
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educate people about Transcnials. 
I think in order for there to be 
acceptance of the Trans commu­
nity, there must first he under­
stand_ing.

Daily 
we mask our hurts and pains even 
before we wall: out the door in 
themoming. 

Check us out. We can make up 
and cover up so that we can't be 
discovered, can't be found out. 
We make up and cover up so 
others can't see our weakness, 
hurts and pain. We wear the mask 
with an attitude, negative think­
ing and a bitter spirit, which pre­
vents us from seeing the good in 
our life or that of others. 

Be careful of the masked spirit 
and do not allow anyone or any­
thing to steal the joy that is given 
to us by God. Through medita­
tion and prayer daily we can wel­
come 2nd nurture the spirit we 
possess inside of us. We must 
strive to bring joy through us as a 

vessd back into the world. We 
are the place where peace and 
love abide. Our joy comes from 
the spirit within and through the 
continual renewing of our mind 
we are healed. God is a joy and a 
revelation to benold and He 
makes a difference in our lives. 

We must always take the time 
to thank God for the challenges 
and stonns in our life because 
they are truly the test of our faith. 
Great is thy faithfulness! As we 
remove the mask and tear away 
the layers of neg-at:ivity and pm, 
which keeps us from seeing the 
good we possess, we consciously 
allow others to see the real spirit 
we are from within. 

No longer questioning our 
wonhiness, we no longer allow 
ourselves to be treated "any kind 
of way" because we are empow­
ered by the spirit-the spirit that 
lives in all of us. Three years ago, 
I was diagnosed with AIDS. I 
have learned more about myself 
in the illst three years than in my 
entire life. AIDS has made me 
confront my own mask and 
through God I have developed 
the counge to remove it and 
begin to break down the walls 
from within. The walls of dark­
ness 2re crumbling allowing me 
to see the marvelous light of my 
spirit and the world around me. 

I am most grateful for the reve­
lation that in life you are going to 
have some challenges, storms and 
tests but God h2s a ram in the 
bush. Sometimes the stonn will 
show the anointing in your lire, if 
we are faithful and believe. God 
is everything and we are simply 
the tools and materials for His 
kingdom building. Are we ready 
to be used? 

AIDS has given the freedom to 
see others from the place where 
God looks-at the heart. Don't 
look and judge from others from 
what you see on the surface. 
There is more to each of us than 
what you see physically. In our 
future, we do look a little better 
than we do right now. 

Take a chance. See the good in 
others. Spread the love that is in 
your heart. This act will become 
contagious and watch how God 
blesses you. Accept others just 
where they are and how they are. 
Remembc:r that God lpves us just 
the way we are. Don't make me 

over. Life's challenges are going 
to 2rise in all.of our lives. 2 % is 
what happens and 98% is how 
you respond to it.

"SA.VE YOURSELF" decries 
Iyanla Vanzant and Oprah. And 
what's that guy~ name who wrote 
that book called D'111t' Swtat the 
Sm11JI Stuffe Susan Taylor wants 
womyn to get in-rune with their 
inner-spirit and Les Brown wants 
to motivate individuals to chal­
lenge life. The motivational cir­
cuit is picking up speed as people 
realize that they don't have to 
accept the leftovers of life. The 
focus and leaders of these move­
ments are vast, but their messages 
have a common element: "people 
have the power to control their 
own destiny." This popular cul­
ture "self-help" movement origi­
nated with the baby-boomers 
rejection of their parents confin­
ing social traditions. 
• Womyn and men were 

groomed from binh to become 
social clones. Womyn were 
expected to be homemakers, 
baby-manufactures, and shit-tak­
ers. Where, a man's only social 
responsibility was to provide for 
Iris family; at that point it was 
"chill rime." What has occurred 
over the last SO-plus years is that 
womyn have evolved from 
insignificant dependent home­
makers to independent career­
oriented powerhouses. Men have 
begun to question their own 
emotions and their responsibili­
t:ies to their wives and children. 
The initial result of the baby­
boomer's rebellion was a bunch of 
confused people. This ignited a 
market for strong-leadership to 
move in and provide the guidance 
and direction needed in creating 
self-sufficient womyn and men. 

There's a self-help group, book, 
seminar, or organi:i2t:ion designed 
to help you get whatever you 
want out of life, even in the les­
bian and gay communities. We 
have groups and organizations 
that focus on relationships, strug­
gling youth, womyn and men's 
health, and professionals. But 
there seems to be a few holes in 
the overall coverage of lesbian 
needs. As womyn our basic needs 
mirror those of straight womyn: 
health, self-esteem and empower­
ment, spirituality, successful rela­
tionship, etc. However, there 
comes a place where this joint 
support for straight womyn and 
lesbians ends. What I mean is 
that special interest groups don't 
seem to be too interested in issues 

• related to lesbians raising chil­
dren, especially when it involves 
stepfamilies. It's difficult enough 
to raise a child in a heterosexual 
environment, so one can imagine 
the challenges that a lesbian 
mother must face in finding 1>21-
ance as a Black womyn and single 
mother. Social "stereotypeism" 
represents only one of many areas 
in which she must constantly 
defend herself and her children. 
The remaining battles come from 
within her very own household. 

Many children oflesbians 
accept their mother's homosexu­
ality; however, there are some 
that just can't handle the fact that 
their mom is nor quite like 
Shaquida or Shante's mom. So, 
the battles begin. Often its the 
biological f~ther or a grandparent 
who motivates the children to 
reject their own mother as a 
freak, a sinner. I wonder what 
Iyanla would say to this situ2tion? 

How can one person, a Black 
womyn, a lesbian provide ade­
quate financial support and 
healthcare for her children while 
at the same time handle the terri­
ble two's and puberty without 
some form 0£ emotional support 
and guidance? Wha da ya say 
Oprah? Yes, she can become a 
member of a straight organization 
for single mothers, but does this 
choice help to address her hidden 
problems? I think not. Example: 
you are'constantly being sum­
moned to your child's school 
because of his bad behavior. They 
ask you if there is a problem in
