The story of her experience with the
rfficer3 has already been related. To
them she told very little of her past, but
to The Call correspondent last night Miss
Bean chatted on paper for hour?. She has
not the power ot sreech, bin her bearing
is keen. The police were of the opinion
that she was shamming dumbness, but
they are now convinced that the erratic

young woman cannot talk. When tiie in-
terviewer intimated that he believed she
could talc if she wanted to Miss Bean
burst into tears and declared on paner

that her loss ofspeech was an affliction so
keenly felt by her that it wrenched her
heart whenever touched upon.

"Babe" Bean, as she calls herself, said
that she was nearly 20 years old and
that when but 15 she married a man who
did not treat her as he -should, and after
a lew months of married life she was sep-
arated from him, to drift about the world
in the garb of a man. Last night she
wrote the following for The Call, and
while writing the tears welled up in the
eyes of the pretty girl and the deep red
lips trembled when the writing of some
portions of her history recalled incidents
of her early life. This is her remarkable
story ,

Has love had anything to do with my pres-
entmode ol living? Such a question to ask I
Listen, and judge tor yourseli:

My first recollections of loving any one is oj
a dark, handsome and noble face, withhonor
stamped updi every feature— a sold er; torn;

a hero. Who shall chide me ior lovingsuch a
one? 'Twas my lather. Mingle with this the
suuny smiles of oue of the lairest, sweetest
and purest of God's women (my motuer) and
you have what is to me the dearest picture
ihat ever graced apiece of canvas or "hung
on memory's walls." This, sir, has been the
only love 1knew which has been the doingor
undoing of a lifetime.
Iwas always happy as a child, but seldom

so now. My mother Ican only renumber
as a lady of elegante ana refinement— gentle
always, but proud and firm. Iloved her with
allmyheart; but to me she was like an idol,
and 1 feared even to talk to her at limes lest
my rough manner might otlcnd her. Strange
way for a child to think, you willsay. but
none tne less it was so. consequently tnis
forced me to lean more toward my lather.Though he never was partial he seemed to
understand me belter, and with his death my
spirit died too. Frnm a tomboy lull of am-
bitions Iwas made into a sad and thoughtful
woman. From that lime Igrew heartless. I
wanted to te out in the air always. A desire
for liberty and freedom took such ahold upon
me that at nlghi, when all were asleep,I
would get up and wander about Inour imme-
diate grounds as If inseaicaof something I
Could not tell what.

Shortly after this Icommenced to grow re-
bellious—took interest iv nothiug save ln lis-
tening to some caller tellingoi the wonders of
tne world. Oh. ItIwere but a boyIJn*t io
be able to see all these beautiful things! What
wou.dInot have given ? Mother and father
had traveled extensively, and in narrating
their experiences litt.e did they dream that
they were laying the first stones upon which
my strange life was to be built.

My mother feared for my future. Imust
here say we had become and had been for
some time reduced in circumstance**, and
only inlate years have Irealized the sacrifices
that must have been made in order to keep
me at school. Nothing Dut a con yen: couldsave me, thought my mother, and there Ire-
mained. How Iyearned for the ireedom I

had dreamed of and how often Iwished I
could enjoy the liberty that the wor d sees fit
io allow a boy!Iwas left in the entire charge
of the good sisters, who didmuch to make me
happy tinder the circumstances, and sad, too,
Ican tell yo i.

My brother visited me every vacation, and
iIair. glad to ay he loved me so that he often

made vacations In order to see me. What
would Inot -give for one of our o'd-time

;romps! Idressed in his clothes (for punish-
j ment, mind you) and he in mine. With wry
I faces we were inwardly tickled to death.* Nothing ever pleased me better than to get

this sort of punishment. Poor boy! With a
j tender, generous and loving disposition be. .was easily led. and with growing manhood ho
Icommenced to evince extravagant tastes, to-

gether with a desire, like myself, to roam. I
mention him ns it has much to do with my

ilife.
His visits to the convent grew less frequent,

!which can-ed me mucn pain, until he came
only occasionally, and then always accom-
panied by one of his schooimotes, a rather
quiet, unassuming sort of a chap. The day
came when the latter would call alone, not-
withstanding the objections raised by the

| sister*". It was about lhe Christmas vacation
and Iwas given permission to spend the holi-
days with friends. What joy, to again be
away from all study and work and no play.
What plans Ihad mapped out for seeing my

;brother and his friend. The day came when I
saw trie false friend without the brother.'
He— the friend— was about to go abroad. The
dream of my life again awakened with a vim
worthy of a better cause. Was Idoomed to
always hoar of people who could travel and go
about the world? Was Inever to have my' great wish gratified ? "No," came the answer'
always, "how can you? Remember circum-
stances will not permit it." Well, then, how
could our iriend as so, he hud no more than
we? Oh, yes; he was to work part of the lime.
Well,Icould notsee what should prevent me
from doing the same.

Well, sir, from that moment it was my sole
thought. Itold no one of the good people

i with whom Iwas stopping, but went and con-
itided to my brothet's chum. He thought it
, would be capital fun to get me to do such a

foolish tiling;and (Iblush to say it) he sue-
!ceeded very well. In two weeks we were
,married.

Suffice it to say that it was th» cause of sep-
arating me from my family and friends. We
traveled some six or eight months, and then,separated. What Ihave sniftered for that act

ino one can ever know. .Shortly afterward mv
ibrother was taken illand he, too. died. 1had
! seen him but once. Willi this last blow
;mother retired} to lead as quiet a life as could
:be offered, in a place away from former scenes
!of both bright and dark days. She made some
j provision for me, and Iwai&lhen quite alone.
From that momentIhave been likedriftwood,

: tossed upon the sea of life. Buiinno other
wav could Ihave been contented.

My greatest misfortune then befell me, and
; when able to go about p.gain Ialways did so,

when Icould in the guise of a boy. ihad
always loved hor.-cs and rode frequently, al-
ways astride, as 1 found it the most convenient. and < omforiab eby far. Iobserved that Iwas

'\u25a0 always taken for a bay while in my "raiher
boyish ridinghabit," though to make up as

;one had never struck me any more than to go-
about on my horse at whatever hour Iwished
without attracting much attention. Icom-
menced then lo go about in search of adven-
ture, always assuming my natural dress when
in cities or when Imade any long stays at
places.

My first was of so strange a nature that I
j think itworth the while to relate. 1 had gone
i from San Jose to Alma

—
a place consisting of

i a handful of houses and thence footed It,
!camping nil the way, twenty miles into the'< Santa Cruz Mountains. Tne scenery Ican

hardly describe, but it seemed to me like some
Igrand painting. The night before Ireached
j my destination, Bight*Way, 1 remained iv a
ideserted woodenopper's cabin over night.
1 With my inseparable companion, a revolver,I
laid down to rest, with the only thought of
being able to reach some brook or streamlet
in some sheltered spot that Imight indulge ln
the luxuryot abath. To these thoughts Iat-
tribute a dream that seemed like ft prophecy.
1 thought 1 was standing on the brink ofsome dark abyss, when Ibeaeld on tho other

side the most inviting and pretty miniature
waterfalls with a stream some seven or ten
feet, below, tut how was Ito reach this? I
certainly cOuld not cross this awful black
space. While musing thus 1seemed bysome
unknown power to be taken to the spot oppo-
site. For a moment Iwas almost blinded by
the sudden change from darkness into light,
but soon recovered sufficiently to notice that
Ihad yet another stream to cross. On. looking
closer Ijaw Itwas the same One Ihad noticed
a few feet below the falls. Now my dilemmawa«, how could Ireach the falls? |

What was thatInoticed! It looked like a
gold bracelet— such as we see encircling the
wrists of women inpictures belonging to the
middle ages. Well, this must have been the
favorite spot of some fair bather. Iwill try
to reach it,and perchance 1might meet wiih
the on wuolost the band ;and how glad she
must be, Ithought to myself, upon having it
restored to her. Icould not get it though, as
Icould not cross to where the water seemedshallow, and Icould have waded in. With

one more effort Imanaged to just move it, and

then Iawoke. ,
The morning was b?autiful and all should

have made one happy in the thought of being
ininch gorgeous surroundings, butIfelt de-
pressed as though something was going to
happen. , ,*
icould not shake this feeling off,and after

making a break last on fruit and milk, that I
had packed with me,Iwended my wjy fur-
ther up the mountain. On reaching t.-ie sum-
mit Istood as one transfixed, for behold!
there was the very stream Ihad been unable
to cress in my dream! Istood looking down
with awe into its depths n-iIbeheld the very
bracelet Ihad dreamt d of. Wno can say mat

the hard of fate was not inthis?
Ithrew my baggage across to lho other side,

Intending to jump over. Bnt Iwhs spell-
bound, as Iseemed toknow for tbe first time
in my lile what fear was. Surely Icould not
yet be awake, but a 1showed me plainly that
1 was very much ihat way. A hurried glance
through m.v dr«sslng-case brought out a look-
ins-glass. Well, willIever forget the expres-
sion upon my face. 1 was trembling like a
leaf, scare, y d, ring to mov<;.

With a superuuman effirt Idetermined to
gain the bracelet at all hazards. Iused my
fishing-pole, which Ihad kept with me, as a
staff and touched the golden circlet. It
seemed even more boaulliul in reality than it
did in my dreams. Icaught itin such a way
that itseemed safe to draw up the pole. Idid
so and to my utter amazement and horror I
found it lobe a snake in the mouth cf a water
dog. Try to imagine, it you can stretch your
imagination so far, what 1 must hnve expe-
rienced upon seeing this. Wasn't this too
awful? Tnis spot is well known to all lovers
of sport inor about the vicinity of San Jose.

Tuis was the most terrible of allmy experi-
ences., As many .equally pleasant ones Ihave
had and some doubly interesting.. One of
about the same time occurred between Colfax
and Auburn. Ihad camped out lor seven
weeks— one of my most pleasant trip—and
was close to a Dlace Ithought occupied by
good law-abiding woodchoppers. We would
always pass eaci other with a salute, for oue
of the two men who lived here was accustomed
to drivinglivestock back and forth, and Ihad
many an occasion to pass him on the roid. 1
sion discovered a striking resemblance and
came to the conclusion that they were broth-
ers. The smaller of the two w»s always kind.
He showed his kindness by offeiing me his
horse to ride. Iused io take the libertyof
ridingiiwhile he was away, but not when he
would make tha offer.

There came a day when Ithought it wi«e to
leave, and a few days after isaw an account in
one of tr.e Auburn paperi of an attempt io
wreck or derail a train at Collax. \\ho but'
my late neighbors were the culpris! The
crowbar they used Ihad otten ?e mi. 1 have
wondered it. should 1 have remained, Itoo
might not have been arrested as an accom-
plice.

There Is no place of interest scarcely from
Blue Lakes to Los Angeles thai Ihave not seen
in a shorter time than it takes to tell it-
While iv ihe city of San Francisco Ivisited
every place of any note, even to Chinatown.
1saw and played lottery on several occasions,
as 1 went the second time because Iwon in
lho first—something like the story of me moth.
Ifound the people like semi-barbarians, but of
a most interesting type.

As a natural outcome of my roamingIhavo
been thrown much in lhe company of men in
all walks of life. Ionce attended some
"jinks" where men who were accustomed to
flaf.er and pay pretty tributes to their lady-
acquaintances look advantage of their exclu-
sion to make fun of the ladies and in the
most ungentlemanly manner criticize some
one of their failings. These society belles
were undergoing the most humiliatingcriti-
cisms and still were not aware of it. Iwent
with one Mr. Myer formerly of Myers <fc Co.,
tobacco importers of St. Louis, Mo. Iventure
to give his name, though as he has since
passed away, thinkingsome one of those pres-
ent may recall the affair, which took place on
Christmas eve in 18!t_.
Imust here conies* that, no matter where I

have been, Ihave ..ict with good and noble
men— the kind you read about. The world is
full of mem, as it is with pure and noble
women; but while the world goes on we shall
hear more of evil than of good. So it will be
in tne case of good men and women; they will
not be mentioned while a morsel oi tempting
scandal is left to serve the ever eager throng
ol people wo call mankind. Were the goou
deeds of our true men and women moro freely
discussed, both around the family circle and
by the press, the appetite and craving lor what
is vulgar, coarse and sensational would soon
die out, or at least become diminished.

In a lew days Miss Bean will be speed-
ing across the continent Insearch of other
scenes, for she much dislikes the notoriety
her discovery has brought about.

A CHANGE OF PLANS
The Citizens' Colonization Com-

mittee About to Purchase
ItsLand. ?;{

The Work Is Steadily Going Forward
and Quantities of Supplies Have

Been Secured.

The worK of the citizens' colonization
committee has been somewhat at a stand-
still during the past week, eausel by the
change of the proposed lands upon which
to locate the colony. The land known as
the Sobranos estate was offered by
Claus Spreckels with the understand-
ing that it was to be plowed during the
month of August, hut it was found im-
possible to do so, as there has been so much
detail work in the organizing of the va-
rious committees to raise funds and sup-
plies. Hence the committee informed
Mr. Spreckels that it would be impossible
for them to take that particular piece of
land at the lime stated.

The committee waited upon Mr.
Spreckels and had soveral conferences
with him, seeking his advice as to what
would be the right course to take under
the circumstancjs, and Mr. Spreckels,
who is greatly interested in the enterprise,
offered to buy another piece of land in the
vicinity if satisfactory terms could be
made. This pices of land, which com-
prises 2000 acres, cannot be secured for the
present, as the owner, who lived in Spain,
died a few weeks ago and it is now inthe
hands of the administrators. Hence the
committee has taken under consideration
C. T. Komie's land, near Soiedad, which
is 'adjacent to lhe Sobranos estate, sep-
arated only by a mission ranch. It is
exactly the same kind of soil as the So-
branos ranch, and Mr. Romie, who is one
of the committee, has offered to sell
it for $50 an acre and will give the Salva-
tion Army and the colonists ten years in
which to pay for it, charging but 3 per
cent interest.< There is in tbe neighborhood of 500
acres ita Mr.Romie's land, and the advan-
ta.es of irrigation are much greater, as
there is one of the .largest irrigation
pumps in the Stale within stone's throw
of li13 land, known as the irrigation
plant- There are twenty-six acres of fruit
trees, which are literally loaded at the
present lime.

Mr. Romie has siened an agreement to
the .above, giving the committee sixty
days' option on this agreement, which
will give ample time to raise the neces-
sary funds. Mr. Romie willarrive in tlie
City to-day and have a conference wiih
the committee Saturday morning.

The report. of tiie supply and finance
committee is very favorable. Nearly all
the lumber and all the windmills have
been promised, to be paid for on time,
while the finance committee reports
promises of several thousand dollars,
among which Mr. Eprecsels has led off
with a handsome subscription. Next
week the committee proposes to begin to
work and publish the amounts as they
are received, so that when Commander
Booth-Tucker arrives, about the middle
of September, tho colony can be properly
inaugurated and all the legal arrange
ments completed.
