CONDITIONS FOR PARTICIPATION 

In the conditions the term " Institute" refers to Fa ntasia Fair 
Ltd. a nd the term "participa nts" refers to the perso n signing 
the registration form . 

(1) Registrations will be accepted fro m a ll persons who have 
reached thei r 18 th birthday prior to 16 October 1988 . 

(2) Fantasia Fair participants are expected to maintain certai n 
minimum standards of attire a nd deportment that are 
appropriate to individ ua ls of any respectable group. If a 
participant's behavior conti nues to be innappropriate, the 
Inst itute reserves the right to te rminate that participant's stay, 
refunding to the participa nt 50% of the charges for the time 
remain ing at the point of termination. 

(3) The deposit of $200/person or $350/ couple sha ll be 
treated as partia l payme nt of the to tal due, as stated in th is 
brochure and by agreement between the Institute and 
participant. 
(4) All partic ipants who have their accounts paid in fu ll prior to 
J uly 1, 1988, will rece ive a discount of 5% of the total cost of 
the selected pla n (exclusive of seminars and workshops) . 

(5) Except in cases of la te registration, a ll payments are due no 
later than 45 days prior to the start of each Fair. If payments 
are delinquent after that time, unless special arrangeme nts are 
made, the Institute reserves the righ t to cancel the reservatio n 
as per No. 6b below. 

(6) If a registration is cancelled, the Institute will refun d to the 
pa rticipa nt all monies paid LESS the fo llowi ng amo unts: 

(a) Cancella tion 2 mo nths prior to the start of each 
Fair: $ 60.00. 
(b) Cancellatio n 1 mo nth prior to the start of each 
Fair 65% of total.

The blend of 
practical and educational experience concentrated in the Fa ntasia 
Fair setting is truly unique. Helping professionals fa miliar with our 
program are staunch advocates. 

Each participant se lects those programs that emphasize a 
particular interest. They may then expand their knowledge at 
their own pace.

FASHION AND BEAUTY COURSE 

Every face t is documented in this group of classes and workshops. 

The proper application of 
makeup tha t will co ntour and highlight bone structu re, re-shaping 
the face in to a feminin e image. Techniques are taught to hid e 
those dark shadows. Attend a class in feminine body movement 
tha t utili zes vid eotape for immediate feedback. Fashion expert s 
will provide advice concerning wardrobe selection. They will 
illustrate th e use of style and color coordination that will fl a tter 
your figu re and soften those hard features. A consultant is 
available to provide the proper use of corse try and prostheses to 
add or subtract where nature failed to provide. Bring leotards and 
tights. Learn basic aerobic exercise. Improve your body language 
by practicing graceful body movement in dance. Proper nutrition 
and diet complete this exhaustive plan to enhance your new 
femm e self. 

SPEECH IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM 

Th is is an exte nsive program taught by an experienced speech 
the rapist. Small class instruction tha t includ e the foll owing: th e 
basics o f gender speech patterns, voice mod ulat ion, e locution, 
and th e relationship between speech a nd gestures. A worthwhile 
course for nearly eveyone. An advanced class is also avai lable. 

PERSONAL GROWTH DEVELOPMENT WORKSHOP

PARTNERS/ COUPLES WORKSHOP 

This workshop, held in a non-threatening environment, 
encourages couples to express ambivalent fee lings about 
crossdressing. In add ition to raising consciousness, a professional 
counselor wi ll suggest strategies for coping and methods of 
improving communication. Th e goal is to promote a hea lthy 
relationship between couples. 

LEGAL SEMINAR 

Res~arch has been accomplished by a team of lawyers into subjects 
that are a source of concern and misunderstanding in our 
community. Appearing in public, civil rights, use of femme name, 
and the legal impact on re latives are some of the issues discussed 
in this important sem inar. 

MEDICAL/ HEAL TH ISSUES SEMINAR 

Each year a profess iona l from the medical or mental health fie ld 
presents valuable info rmat ion of inte rest to all segments of the 
paracu lture. Past semina rs explained hormonal reassignment, 
cosmetic surgery, and sex reassignment surgery. These issues, 
and additiona l additional topics such as "The Standards of Care," 
living and working full time in the fema le roll, and relationships 
during transi tio n are p lanned. The health care professional will 
discuss dea ling with crisis, controlling guilt, and methods to 
survive compulsion. 

LIFESTYLE SEMINAR 

Developing th e social skills necessary to appear in publ ic is very 
difficult-usually learned by trial and e rror, sometimes with 
disastrous results. The advanced crossdressers who conduct th is 
seminar share their expe ri ence, tips a nd techniques to he lp the 
novice handle most socia l situations and dea l with any problems 
that may arise. 

OUTREACH INSTITUTE BANQUET 

Th e director of the O utreach Institute will describe the various 
activities tha t the Institute participates in. In addition to being th e 
"arch itect" o f Fantasia Fair, it is the on ly organization recognized 
by the med ical/ psychological community. This provides an 
important lin k for the crossdressing community. Outreach gives 
seminars and workshops for he lping professionals, and offers a 
referral service to the crossdressers as well as the professionals. 
These are a few of the many educational functions of the parent 
organization. 
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
