THE SOCIETY -

A SORORITY WITHOUT
WOMEN

Say the word “Sorority” and the
last thing that most people think of is
an all-male club! The Society For The
Second Self exists to help the hetero-
sexual male transvestite (TV) -
Straight men who have a recurring de-
sire to dress in woman's clothing.

Tv’s are probably the most mis-
understood minority group in the
world. As with other minorities, igno-
rance fosters prejudice and prejudice
fosters intolerance and hostility to-
ward Tv'’s by society-at-large.

In such a climate, many of us
live in fear of discovery by a scorn-
ful public. We've kept our Tvism a
secret from our closest loved ones.
While in the closet many of us think
that we are the only ones in the world
with these rather off-beat desires.
In our isolation, we may even come to
believe the popular sterotypes: ‘“May-
be I'm really gay. Maybe I'm headed
towards a sex change operation. |
must be sick to want to wear these
clothes and to go out in the street
wearing them, no less! And even if
I’'m not sick, | must be wrong to want
things to be this way. "’

It's not surprising that many
of us feel or think these things. But we
of the Society believe -- and know from
experience — that this mind-set is nei-
ther inevitable or irreversible. We be-
lieve that the fundamental problem
for Tv’s is not personal but actually
social. We believe that our guilt, shame,
confusion and fear are the products
of a non-accepting and ignorant society.

We of the Society firmly believe
that Tv's can - and indeed many do -
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live happy, well-adjusted lives, and we
dedicate ourselves to this end. We be-
lieve that the best treatment for Tv’s
is self-acceptance and the creation
of a more knowledgable and under-
standing society. We firmly REJECT
the notion that Tv’s should - or even
can - be ‘cured” of their desire to
“crossdress”’.

We invite you to read on and -
consider joining with us. Or, if you're
not a Tv, we hope that you can make
use of this information. Pass it on to
a needy friend. Perhaps you might
even re-examine your own attitudes
towards Tvism and think of how you
can be more supportive. Or, if you're
some other kind of crossdresser --
and there are many other Rinds — why
not join one of those groups that have
a more open membership policy.

UNDERSTANDING THE
SECOND SELF

The Second Self! The woman within!
Most every Tv knows what we mean
by this. But even Tv’s tend to un-
der estimate how common - even
universal - this Second Self is.

As newborn humans we are no
more than tiny male creatures; We
have within us all the behavioral po-
tentials as our female counterparts.
But within moments after birth, our
parents effectively punch the blue
bitton on the social computer within
their heads. Out comes an imaginary
tape with all the behavioral recipes
for making what society consider
a ‘proper boy”. Not only are we
placed in the blue bassinet and wrapped
in blue blankets, but we are also en-
veloped in the standard concepts




of masculinity. And, on the flip side,
we are protected from, and punished
for any manifestation of femininity.
So, like all little boys, we have had to
deny and submerge 50% of our total
personality in the interest of getting
along with our parents, friends and
society-at-large.

There is buried within every man
a complete ‘“‘woman”., It is the sum of
all those feminine potentials, those
behaviors, those yearnings, that are
part of OUR birthright but which
society says we should disown. The
only real difference between Tv's and
other men is that we have somehow
made contact with the “woman within’’
and found it to be stimulating and
satisfying.

For many of us, this contact
came between the ages of 5 and 10.
Some precipating event like dressing
up as a girl for a Halloween party,
or being given a female part in a schoo/
play. Or simply curiosity -- finding
our mother’s slip in the clothes hamper,
wondering what it would feel like,
and putting it on. For some of us,
these events occur later in life -- adult
“chorus lines’’ or money raising “mock
weddings,” for instance.

Regardless of when or how,
the impact is usually the same. [t
FEELS nice, both emotionally, sen-
sually, and perhaps even spiritually.
And often, especially among newly
emerging Tv'’s, it is a sexually stimulat-
ing feeling. Whatever the feeling, it’s a
potent magnet, drawing the Tv back
time and time again!

Conservative  estimates  suggest
roughly several million of today’s
American males have had this sort of
satisfying contact with their ‘“‘woman-
within.”” But, as we have said many
times, why us, and not the others?
Well, for some it's a matter of circum-

stances, simply that some males have
not had that ‘precipitating” event
happen to them. Many others, though,
do have the experience but don't find
it especially satisfying or noteworthy.
Perhaps the Tv is just more in tune
with this response — more perceptive
and sensitive. Or maybe it’s genetic,
hormonal or even biological. Nobody
really knows.

The mystery of it all makes the
idea of a “cure” little more than a fan-
tasy. Tv’s have thrown their clothes
away, gotten ‘saved”, grown beards,
dressed their wives as satin-dolls and
done all of these things in combination.
Psychiatrists have doggedly tried to
“free” their patients of the desire to
crossdress. But nothing ever seems to
work! The desire keeps coming back.

The members of the Society see
crossdressing as yet another mode of
self-expression. One which is person-
ally and socially healthy and rewarding.

TRANSVESTISM: WHAT
IT IS AND IS NOT

Crossdressing is common to a
number of behavior patterns - a fact
that confuses Tv’s and non-Tv’s alike.
Tv’s, drag queens, pre-operative trans-
sexuals, fetishists, female impersonators,
and sado-masochists approach cross-
dressing with different motivations
and derive different satisfactions from
jit. Tv’s can achieve greater self-under-
standing - and hence self-acceptance --
by considering how our own motiva-
tions and satisfactions compare with
these different personality types.

Drag queens and female imper-
sonators are the most Vvisible types
of crossdressers. Drag Queens are
gay - or at least bi-sexual -- males who
typically don women’s clothes and man-
ners to mock society’s sterotype of gay
men. Or they do it to attract a sex
partner, helping to ease the guilt that
some gay men feel over their “abnor-
mal’’ sexual preference.

An off-shot of gay crossdressing
is the drag prostitute, who aims to
make a living by selling oral sex. Like
their female counterparts, they typi-
cally prefer to deal with heterosexual
males.

Female impersonators are men
who develop their crossdressing and
femme manner into a performing
art, usually for the purpose of making
a living. They often perform impres-
sions of classic feminine types such
as Judy Garland and Mae West. Craig
Russell and Jim Bailey are probably
today’s most popular impersonarors.
Such impersonators are usually drag
queens.

Most of society forms its im-
pression of Tv’s through contact with

female impersonators (in night clubs,
movie theaters and on television) or
with drag queens or drag prostitutes
(in bars or in the streets). Society also
notes the professional comedians who
crossdress for laughs. Hence, Tv’s are
expected to be outrageous, gay or
hustling for sex.

Transsexuals are people who be-
lieve that they are trapped in the body
of the. wrong sex. Male-to-female
transsexuals, for example, deeply be-
lieve that they are females and seeR
sex-change surgery to correct nature’s
anatomical mistake. Transexuals typical-
ly go through a pre-operative test
period in which they live full-time as
women. Though the transsexual her-
self doesn’t consider it so, most people
see this pre-operative behavior as
cross-dressing.

Fetishists are typically partial
crossdressers who have an erotic attach-
ment to some article of women’s cloth-
ing. These can vary from high-heeled
shoes to girdles. Holding, feeling,
smelling or wearing such items is a
powerful erotic stimulant. In the most
classic cases, the male is actually im-
potent without his fetish.

The line between fetishism and
Tvism is often unclear. Many Tv'’s
start with only several pieces of
women’s clothing and find their in-
terest growing. On the other hand,
the fetish seems to be ‘“arrested” in
his development and appears never
to get beyond the erotic attachment
to certain feminine garments.

Bondage, domination and humilia-
tion are forms of sexually satisfying
sado-masochistic behavior that some-
times use crossdressing as an incidental
element. Most men in our society
consider wearing women’s clothing
to be a humiliating step downward.
But some men derive sexual pleasure



from this form of humiliation, espe-
cially when administed by a dominating
woman.

So, how does the ‘pure” Tv
differ from all of these other types?

As compared to the sado-maso-
chist, the Tv is a lover of things femi-
nine. To him, feeling, looking and act-
ing feminine is delightful, rather than
humiliating.

Compared to the fetishist, Tv’s
typically cultivate a complete feminine
image, with undergarments, make-up
wig, and padding for breasts and hips.

Unlike transsexuals, Tv's know
that they are men, derive at least some
pleasure from their maleness and mas-
culinity and -- though they may have
occasionally fantasized it - have no
real desire to change sex.

Though gay and bi-sexual Tv'’s
exist, most authorities now feel that
the majority - and perhaps the
overwhelming majority - of Tv's are
heterosexual.

Finally, most most Tv's, cross-
dressing is an end to itself. Being free to
act and move in a more feminine
way, being treated as a woman, being
free to decorate one’s self and feel the
caressing touch of the many soft fab-
rics available to women - these feelings
are satisfying in and of themselves.

Many people are indeed surprised
to find that Tv’s aren’t looking for sex
like the drag queens, or for a living,
like the drag prostitutes and female
impersonators. Many gay people are
surprised that heterosexual Tv’s exist
at all! In fact, to the vicarious thrill
seeker, real Tvism probably appears
shockingly boring.

THE TV SUBCULTURE

The oppression of social
minorities does have its positive side,
and this is as true for Tv’s as it is for
black people or gays. Huddled to-
gether in society’s shadows, we not
only learn to survive but to flourish.
We create our own culture.

Social/advocacy organizations like
the Society are only part of the larger
Tv sub-culture. We have a wide variety
of magazines and newspapers, some
bordering on sleaze and others quite
dignified and wholesome, like TRANS-
VESTIA, published by our sister firm
Chevalier Publications.

Helping-professionals, researchers
and educational groups compromise yet
another part of our culture. It includes
counseling groups and a variety of gen-
der identity clinics in many of our
large cities. It also includes academics
at some of our major universities

who, in looking for explanations, are
charting and analysing patterns com-
mon to the lives of Tv’s.

COMING OUT OF
THE CLOSET

There is a vicious circle that
keeps public attitudes hostile and keeps
Tv’s in the closet. In some ways, TV's
are their own worst enemies. By keeping
our “Second Self’s” closeted, we deny-
ing the experience of knowing a Tv to
those people most likely to accept
and understand us. Consequently, most
people get their impression of Tvism
from the more visible types of cross-
dressers -- and the most extreme types
often taken as the norm.

So, coming out of the closet is
essential for our own peace of mind
but also a pre-condition for the creation
of a more understanding and accept-
ing society .

“Coming out” is where the
Society comes in. To us, ‘coming
out” begins with self recognition.
Admitting that, “Yes, | do like to
crossdress and have liked to do it
for a long time,” and that, ‘‘Yes, these
are my desires, a part of my soul, not
some foreign spell cast over me by the
devil or by anyone else’’ -- owning up
to these feelings and desires is the heart
of self recognition. For many of us,
the decision to join the Society was our
first firm statement of Tv self-recogni-
tion.

But recognition is only the first
step to acceptance - feeling that it’s
OK to want to crossdress and OK to
do it. Overcoming the guilt and shame
is part of the process. This is a road
few of us are able to travel alone, and
that many of us may never have tra-
velled without the Society!

For the emerging Tv there are
if any, more powerful experiences
than meeting or even corresponding
with Tv’s who are at peace with them-
selves. To find that Tv's can live happy,
well adjusted lives with friends and
families who accept and understand
them, to actually meet an accepting
Tv’s wife, to see and feel first hand
that Tv’s are really as likeable and re-
spectable as anyone else, to feel the
companionship, encouragement and
compassion of people like themself
-- all such experiences are emotionally
uplifting and heart-warming to the
emerging Tv.

For most of us, our joining the
Society unlocked the door to these
Rinds of experiences: our first corres-
pondence froma Society sister; our
first attendance at a local chapter
party ~ many of us mark these as
turning points in our ‘coming out.”

For some -- indeed a growing
ber of us -- the culmination of our
“coming out” occurs in public -- ‘pas-
sing’ as women on the street or in a
restaurant, acting as contact persons
for a Tv organization and perhaps doing
an interview in the local media to let
others know that they are not alone.
With the support and experience gained
through Society activities, some of our
members have found a confidence in
public that seemed totally inconceivable
and downrignt dangerous a few short
years ago.

Going public, though, is not for
everyone. Indeed, many of our members
rightfully fear the loss of family,
as well as their job and reputation that
public exposure could bring.

“Coming out” then, is a most
personal thing. There is no right or
wrong path - only alternatives, Each
Tv’s choice of alternatives needs to be



tailored to their individual circum-
stances and needs. We of the Society
try to provide the safe and supportive
climate that each Tv needs in charting
the course that is right for him.

THE SOCIETY :

HISTORY, STRUCTURE
AND IDENTITY

The Society was born in 1976
with the merger of two established
organizations. The merger combined
the successful ‘Security” membership
system of one organization, with the
successful experience in chapter organ-
ization of the other. Carol Beecroft
is now the Society’s national leader.

Today the society has a nation-
wide membership of about 400 mem-
bers. The organization is administered
by a dedicated and total volunteer
team of national, regional, and local
leaders as well as a national Advisory
Board.

Who are we? The typical Society
member is either married or formally
married - only about 20% of our mem-
bers have never been married. We are
slightly older than the male population
as a whole and much more highly
educated. More than half of our mem-
bers are college graduates and more
than 3/4 have had some college educa-
tion. And virtually every kind of occu-
pation can be found among our
ship.

The vast majority of our members
are private crossdressers. That is, they
limit their dressing to the privacy of
their homes or the cover of night
and socialize ‘en femme’ only at chapter
meetings or with their closest con-
fidants. About a third of our married
members describe their wives as ‘co-

operative” or ‘understanding”. A
nearly equal number of wives are re-
ported to be either “antagnostic”’ or
“violent”  toward their husband’s
crossdressing -- or ignorant of it al-
together.

THE SOCIETY:
POLICIES AND

PROGRAMS

The Society remains true to the
central policies of the parent organiza-
tions; It accepts only heterosexual Tv's
for membership, referring gays, trans-
sexuals, fetishists and other types of
crossdressers to other organizations
with “open’’ membership policies. The
Society places a premium on preserving
the privacy and securing the identity
of our members! Each new member
signs a pledge to respect these polcies
and is subject to automatic and swift
expulsion if caught breaking the pledge.
These broad policies give the Society
its basic character and tone. With
these as both back-drop and defining-
limits, the Society’s multiple programs
offer something for every member.

Communlications

and Security

As a Society member you will
have instant access to the companion-
ship and support of our sisters,
but it is, however, access with security!

First contacts between members
are channeled through our coded
Directory and mail forwarding service.
The Directory, which only our members
can possess, lists our members by their
femme name and code number, and
includes enough biographical informa-
tion as well as a femme picture that
allows each of us to make an informed
choice of correspondents. First-time let-
ters are sent to our national office and
addressed only to the recipent member's
code number. The office staff then for-
wards the letters to the correct address.

As a first-time correspondent,

Yyou may or may not wish to reveal

your mailing address. If you choose not
to, letters of response will reach you
through  the  forwarding  service.
However, once you and your new
Society  friends feel comfortable
with each other, you can exchange let-
ters directly.

The Femme Mirror

All members receive the Femme
Mirror, our bi-monthly newspaper. The
Femme Mirror is a place where members
can share their experiences and insights
with one another. It’s a place where our
leaders can inform us about events of
the Society. Perhaps its is the airing of
some important Society policy issue.
Or it could be a message alerting us to
an inflammatory newspaper column
or television show that demands a
response from the membership.

The Femme Mirror is also a place
where we can have some fun; where
we can share cartoons, photos, poems,
information about revelant books and
movies and such. And it’s a place where
our wives and woman-friends can talk
to one another about THEIR special
concerns.

The Convention

Inaugurated in 1979, the Society
holds an annual Fall convention for
members, wives and friends in the hos-
pitable city of New Orleans. A well-
rounded and full femme-experience,
the Convention combines social events,
educational discussions and demonstra-
tions, and the freedom to float through
the town ‘en femme’ with your sup-
portive Society sisters. For many of
us, the Convention is truly an inspiring
event, and we return home determined
to help re-create that freedom and
acceptance.

Educational and

Promotional Materials

The Society has recently begun
producing and distributing educational
material about crossdressing. The bro-
chure that you hold in your hands
is sent free to all who inquire about
us. We also plan to distribute it nation-
wide to counselors and counseling
services who work with Tv’s. We have
also developed a full-length story about
the Society and Tvism and are now at-
tempting to place it in various nation-
wide and local printed media.

Our sister firm, Chevalier Pub-
lications, distributes some of the most
definitive literature available on cross-
dressing. Included are such books as
“Understanding  Crossdressing”  and
“The Transvestite And His Wife.”
Our members also help to distribute




these materials by purchasing g/t
copies and donating them to their
local libraries.

As for promotion, the Society
expects to spend between 15 and 20%
of its national budget on advertising
the Society. Indeed, some of you may
have learned about us through our ads
Psychology Today, Human Behavior
and Penthouse. We've also developed
more subtle outreach methods, such as
the index cards that our members
place in their local library’s index
catalog.

Local Chapters

All Society members are eligible --
and indeed, are encouraged - to join
one of our local chapters. These chap-
ters and their continued development
are at the heart of the Society’s pro-
gram.

Our chapters hold reqular social
gatherings that give our members an
outlet -- a chance to crossdress among
others like themselves. Some of our
members travel hundreds of miles
to take advantage of these gatherings.
These chapters are breeding grounds
for Tv friendships that last a lifetime.
Such friendships give the kind of com-
panionship and support that each of us
needs to gain true self-acceptance.
We find that chapter members often
carry on their friendships inbetween
chapter meetings.

Many a Tv wife has had her
fears put to rest at a Society chapter
meeting. Often one such gathering
can be worth a thousand books and
articles and counseling sessions. Our
wives and woman-friends finds us to be
dignified and decent people, secure in
our heterosexuality and in our male-

ness. In the presence of other under-
standing females, they find behavior
models and fountains of wisdom.

Our chapters also provide pro-
grams and guest speakers tailored to
the interests of the members. Many
chapters cultivate relationships with
sympathetic professionals - hair sty-
lists, cosmeticians, lawyers, counselors,
electrologists and photographers. Their
expertise, whether offered in discus-
sions or demonstrations or on a one-to-
one basis, has highlighted many a
chapter meeting.

All chapters operate within the
Society’s overall policy framework.
Yet they also exercise considerable
autonomy. Each chapter develops its
own  program  of activities and
its own strategy for recruiting. Each
chapter has its own officers, newsletter
and dues structure.

Where chapters exist, or where
membership concentrations are large
enough for them to exist, the Society’s
national and regional staffs provide
back-up assistance for local [eaders.
For example, the national staff runs our
nationwide publicity campaign. This
campaign yields a steady flow of inqui-
jes from around the country, and such
inquiries are referred to local leaders

Our national staff distributes a
special newsletter called Inside Stuff
- for all leaders. It includes insights
on how to locate new members at the
local level, how to draw them into a
group and how to start and sustain
such a group. With this kind of backup
and the dedicated work of all leaders,
we hope to see the country blanketed
with local Society chapters.

Needless to say, there are many
members who give much of their time in
order to keep the chapters growing!

DIRECTORY:
Stores and Shops

A problem almost all Tvs have
is the difficulty in purchasina women’s
clothing in the correct size and style, as
well as being fitted for woman-type,
feminine glasses. Purchasing a wig of
the correct style and shade is also
a problem,

Most Tv’s have to rely on catalogs
or have the emotionally draining ex-
perience of trying to purchase some-
thing for the ‘“wife” or “mother” or
“girlfriend.” The resulting embarrass-
ment has prevented many Tv's from
going back the second time. Certainly
it would be far better if the Tv could
go into a store and be waited on by
an ‘“understanding”’ sales-lady. Even
better would be the acceptance of the
store in allowing our sisters to come in-
‘to the shop ‘“dressed” and be treated
as just another woman, without the

embarrassment normally involved. Our
Society is slowly gathering information
for a Directory of stores and shops
that would be sympathetic to our
members. IN time we will locate many
shops where the members can receive
sympathetic and understanding service.

OUR WIVES

Few transvestites are fortunate
enough to have a wife who ‘“under-
stands’’ and cooperates with her Tv
husband. These wives are called “A”
wives and often help their husbands
choose proper clothing. They also
often accompany their Tv husbands
on trips involving shopping and dinner.
Unfortunately for the vast majority
of Tv’s, most wives fall in the category
of  “Clipaibitinand s Eoiwives s s
often means that the husband has to
hide or repress his dressing activities.

Many wives are, understandably,
experiencing great difficulty in under-
standing their husband’s transvestism.
As a result, the family is often split
with arguments and incriminations -
with the net result often beina a divided
family or even divorce. Our Society is
very interested in healing these breaches
in the family and is busy experimenting
with various programs and activities
in an attempt to come up with several
successful programs to help those
wives who need and desire assistance
in their quest for ‘understanding.”
In the Los Angelas area, we have ex-
perimented with socials in which
husbands and wives are brought to-
gether at the home of a member.
By getting to know the various members
in such pleasant surroundings, many
wives have been able to feel more
relaxed and have made important
strides towards their goal of acceptance
of their husband’s transvestism.

ESCORT SERVICE

Many unattached Tv’s are in-
terested in locating females who will
go out with them on dates, shopping
trips and to dinner. In addition, such
females are needed to help the Tv
with his clothing, makeup and other
problems that Tv’s have. A number of
“understanding”’ females have been lo-
cated who are more than willing to go
out with our sisters. This is a new
program and much remains to be done
but the future looks promising for our
“escort service.”

AND FINALLY

The Society For The Second Self
through its many programs designed
to help the heterosexual male and his
wife, is the best equipped organization
that has yet been developed to assist
our type of Tv. The Society is growing
and is activily seeking out the many
Tv’s who, in turn, are looking for our

type of organization. As organized,
each chapter is not alone but can de-
pend on assistance from other chapters
and Regional Coordinators. It is planned
that in the future there will be many
regional, state and even larger area
gatherings which will allow our mem-
bers to develop new friendships and
assist in the development of new ideas
to make the Society strong.

The leaders of the Society feel
that most people will agree that the
national dues amounting to $2.50 a
month ($30.00 a year) are hardly too
much when one looks at the benefits
to be gained. And not previously men-
tioned are the thousands of volunteered
hours donated by leaders at all levels -
all done in the interest of developing
and planning for now and the future.

The Society hopes that the
reader of this brochure can compre-
hend and appreciate all that has been
done and will be done in the future
for its members. The future will bring
new problems to be solved and new pro-
grams to be developed, but through the
dedication of experienced leaders the
individual member can be assured
that the Society will grow and develop
throughout the world.

JOINING THE SOCIETY

Our Admission Procedure is really
quite simply -- it works on the “honor
system.”’

Having gotten this far into our
brochure, ask yourself if you qualify
for membership in our Society. Are
you a heterosexual Tv? Are you look-
ing for a Tv ‘home’ that emphasizes
friendship and mutual support? Are
you concerned about your own pri-
vacy and willing to respect the pri-
vacy of our members?

If you can sincerely say “Yes” to
these questions, then we invite you to
join with us. What is the next step?
If you are satisfied with what you have
read and feel that you qualify for mem-
bership, you should fill out the Pledge
that follows.

M8 MASTECTOMY INSERTS: For those desiring a larger bust, it is possible
to obtain the type of inserts intended for breast replacement after a mastec-
tomy operation. These are larger than the regular type and have an extended
part that fits under the arm where the lymph glands have been removed by
surgery. This provides fullness in this area that no ordinary falsies of any
type can give, thus being more natural on a larger figure.

INSERTS, PER PAIR $9.00

NOTE: M9, M10 and M11 are cut out of urethane foam plastic. They are
supplied to you as “‘blanks’’. That is, they are cut to size and shape but are
left in a rough finished state to be trimmed to final smoothness and shape by
the user. This may be done with any sharp scissors. To supply the items in
finished smooth condition would require much more time and consequently
a much higher price and they might still not exactly fit the needs of the pur-
chasers.

M9 HIP PADS: Two rather oval shaped pads of foam plastic cut into approx-

imately the right shape and with edges beveled. Since the exact shape and
size desired will vary, they are intentionally left in a rough finished condi-
tion to be further shaped, trimmed and smoothed to the desired contour
by the wearer. Easily cut with scissors. When worn under a girdle, they add

about an inch of “hip’’ on each side. These are “‘wrap-around’’ pads, not

just a narrow piece of foam worn over the hip. Under a girdle with the front
pad (which they are designed to match with) they give an entirely feminine
and smooth pelvic outlire .........cceeeeuneen.

M10 FRONT PAD WITH GROOVE: A “T"‘shaped foam pad preshaped and
beveled and with a groove and pocket in front to hold the male organs up
against the stomach. Rough finished to allow for further trimming to indi-
vidually desired shape and smoothness.
