CATHOLIC PRIEST HAS SEX CHANGE 
by Bruce Buursma Chicaqo Tribune 
Vatican City - The cas; of an italian 
priest who took early retirement and now 
works as a baby sitter has created a 
spectacular stir among Roman Catholic 
Church author ities, who are accustomed 
to dealing with delicate matters and 
peculiar stories within the fold. 
But this episode has particularly vexed 
~eligious officials, because the priest 
in question-identified only as Father 
Paolo-left his parish in southern Italy 
after more than a quarter century of 
ordination to have a se x change 
op er at ion. 
The pries t is now a womanJ on leave from 
the priesthood, and the case is under 
study here at church headquarters. 
The issue is especially nettlesome to 
Catholic theologians and canon law 
experts because church teaching holds 
that once a priest is ordained he 
remains a priest forever. In addition, 
of course, the church bars women from 
holding priestly office. 
In an interview published in the Rome 
daily newspaper La Republica 1 one of the 
vatican's foremost experts on canon law, 
Venezuelan Cardinal Jose Castillo Lara, 
ac~nowledged the delicacy of the matter, 
which has never before come up as a 
legal issue in the church.

As Paolo insisted he never vio l ated his 
vow of chastity during 25 years of the 
priesthood, but acknowledged he often 
wore woman's clothing under h i s cleri ca : 
vestments and agonized over his 
identity.
