My husband and I have a wonderful 
son, a high schoot senior, whose only 
major flaw seems to be an abnormal 
liking for girl's underwear. This first 
came to our attention about a month 
ago when I discovered several pairs 
of his sister's nylon panties hidden 
under his sweaters in one of his 
dresser drawers. Worse yet, it was 
apparent that he had been· wearing 
them. 

After confronting him with our 
knowledge, he promised us sol­
emnly that he would discontinue this 
unhealthy and unmanly practice im­
mediately. However , .although he has 
stopped pilfering his sister's under­
wear, it has now become eYKient that 
he is obtaining panties from some 
other source.

Until recently our culture was very 
cJear about what makes a man a 
man. We were, and still are, a macho 
culture with wry strong and clear 
distinctions between what we con­
sidered masculine or femirrfne be­
havior. Unfortunately, U>is puts a lot 
of unnecessary pressure on all ol us 
to conform to these stereotypes. 

Psychologists tell us those macho 
images are exaggerated, distorted 
and unhealthy. Every one of us, they 
s-ay, has ~ f!sxible blend of mascu-

. line and feminine traits and behavior 
patterns. Denying the other side of 
our personality really creates a mon­
ster. The. macho man has to shut off 
some important parts of his person , · 
ality. He can't express those sensi ­
tive, emotional, artistic, intuitive, nur­
turing traits we label feminine.-

In cultures with strong macho 
stereotypes, some men secretly 
wear female garb so they can feel 
free to express "feminine" traits ttiey 
otherwise could not let out. 

But our culture is shifting away 
from many of our macho mascuiine 
stereotypes. Men today wear co­
logne, go to the hair stylist, dress 
colorfully with flair and enjoy wear­
ing sexy, colorful, satin underwear 
designed by Calvin Klein. Maybe 
your son is just trying to exp~ss a 
side of his personality his peers and

family are not comfortable with. 
Maybe all he is saying to himself- · 
and others-is that he is rebelling 
against the pressures that keep him 
from expressing the sensitive "fem­
inine" side of his personality. 
. On the other hand, he may be sex­
ually turned on by wearing feminine 
underwear. This is a mild fetish 
shared by many men who are per­
fectly normal both psychologically 
and sexually. Most men who get 
sexually turned on wearing feminine 
underwear are heterosexual and in 
no way interested in a gay lifestyle . 
They have perfectly normal sexual 
relations with their wives and girl­
friends. By the way, it's not unusual 
for a high school senior not to have 
a serious girlfriend. 

You might discuss these two inter ­
pretations with your son, but even 
that may be invading his privacy too 
much and putting unnecessary 
pressure on him to conform to your 
stereotypes of what is proper be­
havior for a male, or force on him 
your belief that what he 's doing is a 
sexual perversion. Your older sis­
ter's advice may not be far off target. 
Several male fashion designers have 
come out recently with stylish , col­
orful, sensual shorts for young men. 
You might get your son a pair or two 
for his next birthday, or just as a sur­
prise. Even if he prefers wearing 
panties as a sexual turn-on, there is 
no harm in that. Many happily mar- . 
ried men share this turn-on and their 
wives often help their husbands with 
their selection.

I'm sorry that I couldrr't resist alliteration in 
the title, but I also couldn"t resist writing 
about my recent experiences during the Tiffany 
Club's last June outing in P-Town, Cape Cod. I'd 
like to share these experiences (and some 
advice), particularly with those desirous of 
going out dressed in public. 

I wasn"t very well prepared for this trip, I had 
plenty of time to get some appropriate clothes, ·

Chicago House is a nice little hotel but the 
parking is at the top of a steep hill. <Tbe 
parking in P-Town is even worse than in Boston,) 
This caused a problem, Cedric wears a brace and 
walks with a cane, so it was hard for him, In 
addition, I had to climb the hill dressed, 

We got to a dimer sponsored by Lee Brewster that 
night and met a lot of old friends, · A varied 
crowd was there, Yound and old, glamour girls in 
low cut dresses and high, high heels mingled with 
drag queens in mini skirts and Dolly Parton wigs, 
while more conservatively but sleekly-dressed 
ladies like Merissa slid in and out, enjoying the 
party along with everyone, I wore a black 
spaghetti strap dress with black high heel pumps.

As they passed us I received 
some choice insults, Now, there are two basic 
methods in dealing with this, METHOD A: return 
the compliment, It would help to have a 6'6" ex­
marine crossdresser with you when you use this 
method of course, In this case, it was Cedric 
and I against several large youths, They also 
had a large doberman pincher. I chose HETH(?D S: 
no eye contact, you ignore the offenders as 1f 
th~y didn't exist, I won't describe the insult,

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what may have been highly insulting to me might 
be tri val to others. Some crossdressers I knot...., 
dress outrageously in public and greet derision 
with contempt: it doesn't bother them. But it 
has to happen to you before you can develop an 
attitude, This was my first time, 

After they had gone I went back to our room and 
clint)ed back into the safety of male clothes, 
Sudden!)' I had found the whole crossdressing 
scene to be very tiresome: my feet aching from 
the heels, the handbag, the cart the insult was 
the final straw, 

Later at the Gifford House I talked to ar,other 
crossdresser and learned a lot from him, A very 
pleasant older man, he told me that he had dealt 
with the problems of passing for years, He had 
been through nearly all of it: insults on the 
street, getting stuck while dressed on a lonely 
turnpike in winter, .and other such events, He 
was a gentle looking, delicate man, but said that 
he had never backed down from insulting remarks, 
even from policemen, After talking · to him, ar,d 
after seeing some of the glamour- girls come down 
dressed for their last evening of fun, I 
regretted my nasty decision to go male, Yes, it 
was true, I suppose I had asked for it, Wearing 
that risque Frederick's dress and the fishnets, 
But it wasn"t as nearly provocative as some of 
the costumes the other ladies had been wearing, 
And, of course, I had never intended to go out on 
the streets in that outfit. I had not planned on 
the ridiculous parking situation, 

So, I recovered fully from my experience, and 
would .like to pass along some advice to those of 
you who are just beginning to venture out into 
public, dressed, 

1 • When planning a trip, know how far you must 
walk and where you must go to reach A phone, a 
bAthroom, your car, etc. 

2, Dress appropriately, ~is does not only mean 
to dress casually and "realistically", You can 
wear a dress and heels in an area where most 
women are in jeans, just decide beforehand how 
much you want · to blend in or •out• of the crowd. 
But did you think of where you might have to walk 
in those high heels? Sand? Cobblestones? Mud? 
Carry a pair of flats just in case, 

3, Try to have someone accompany you, A male or 
female friend is good, as long as they feel 
~omfortable with you being dressed and aren't as 
nervous as you are, If the person is another 
crossdresser, your outfits shouldn"t clash; that 
is, one shouldn"t be dressed for the opera while 
the other one is dressed for the beach, 

4, Be prepared to do an)·thing that you might 
have to do if you wern;t dressed, like asking for 
directions, changing a tire, or walking long 
distances, 

5, ~ be afraid of insults, I think they are 
a part of going out in public dressed, The 
insult is usually a trivial comment from an 
insecure person who sees only your appearance and 
not your personality, Of course, we would all 
like to pass as women (and maybe even get 
complimentsD, but we must accept ourselves and 
knew our o~•m personal reasons for i...,anting to go 
out dressed in public, before we worry about hov., 
realistically feminine we can make ourselves, 
None of us want to be derided, Yet we must have 
enough self- esteem to not be devastated if we 
are. 

------------------------------
There is definately a lot of pleasure in going 
out in public dressed, It has a special 
sensation hard to describe: you feel vunerable, 
exposed, but exhilerated, We may worry about 
being recognized, tripping in our heels, tearing 
our stockings, or losing our wigs at the worst 
moment, but many of us still enj oy it immensl y. 

S.o, don't let me discourage anyone from going out 
dressed in public if they have the urge, Just be 
aware of the pitfalls and don't be impulsive 
about it. As for me, I intend to go back to P­
Town with Cedric sometime and take along all 
sorts of impractical, risque clothes (along with 
a good pair of flats).
