Late this evening there was a denoument here
which, when it becomes known, will cause a genu-
ine social sensation, rot only here bat at Belvi-
dere, Ill.

The name of the latter is
Gertrude Fuller. The wedding took place late
last spring at the residence of the bride's
mother, Rev. H. L. Morrison offeiating, and a
number of friends being present. Mr. Hudson
had assumed the name of Frank Dubois. The
newly and strangely wedded pair immediately
took up their abode together, and have since lived
here as man and wife, earniog a living by
painting and by other odd bits of work sach as
were offered them. Their “wedded” life, which
came to an abrupt termination when the nursuing
busband suddenly presented himselt to-uight at
their modest abode, has, to all appesrances. been a
hapoy one, aud “Frank Dubois” and his wife have,so
far as the general public or their own acquaint-
ances could judge, lived in the most complete con-
tentment. There have been littis circumstances
now and then which appeared to be somewhat
stranga, but no susxpicions of the real
nature of the case were aroused.
To  everyons, even to the intimate
acgnaintances of the couple, to all except, perhaps,
tothe “‘wife,”" the secret of Frank Dubois' sex was
a8 unsuspected as it was unknown. The gossircs
even now are about equally divided as to whether
even the ‘‘wife” has discovered the secret
of her feminino husband. There are those wko
believe that Mrs. Hudson has, dnrinr all these
months succeeded in keeplog even her in ignorance
of the actual sexof the person she had married.
Altogether the case is & remarkable one. The
reasons which led Mrs. Hudson to desert her hus-
band and children are pot deflnitely known, but
it is sald that domestic disagreements were the
cause of the trouble.
