Biographical Sketch 

Beau Lee James was involved in the Master and slave community in the 1990s, contributing as 

artist, illustrator and the art director for Metropolitan Slave, a bi-monthly print and online 

publication. On March 5, 1994 John Birch and Beau Lee James were named International Master 

& Slave 1994 at the Pantheon of Leather in Houston, TX.  According to letter of appearance 

written by Beau and John on behalf of Metropolitan Slave dated April 21, 1994, Beau “is a pre-

op female-to-male gay boy.” Last known place of residence for Beau is Chicago, Illinois.  DOB 

and birthplace are unknown.
