Glenn Woman Must Stand Trial,

Washington, March 16.—The su-
preme court of the United States
guashed the writ of habeas corpus
granted by Judge Jackson of the
Northern district of West Virginia in
the ecase of Ellis Glenn, allas E. B,
Glenn, and remanded the case for
trial. Thir is the "man-woman" case,
which has attracted cousiderable at-
tention In West Virginla, The woman
for vears masqueraded as a man un-
der the name of Ellis Glenn. She was
tried for forgery in Wood county, W.
Va., at the May term of court, 1501,
and the jury disagreed. She claimed
at that time that she was the sister
of “Ellis Glenn." At the fall term of
court when she came up for irial she
clalmed that she was belng twice
placed In jeopardy for the same of-
fens6é, and sued out a writ of habeas
corpus before Judge Jackson. The
writ was granted,
