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PRrESIDENT’S POTPOURRI

The current election highlights a num-
ber of important considerations when one
undertakes to serve the transgendered com-
munity by participating as a member of the

Executive Committee of TGSF (or any other
group for that matter). There is at any given
time a rather small pool of people who are ready
and available to jump into the fray. Each office takes a certain
amount of emotional and physical energy and it certainly entails a
significant time commitment (not to mention some financial ex-
penditures).

A lot of people depend on the quality and consistency of ef-
fort of those who are generously volunteering their time and ener-
gies. Often times we only know these people as a name and ad-
dress because they are unable to participate with us because of
distance or life circumstances. The one obvious thing that draws
us all together is that, based on gender issues, we are in fact a
minority (and yes that includes all of us members who are/were
white-male-heterosexual — let me repeat it — we are a minority).

We might be proud of who we are, but we are still a minority.
We are also a most interesting minority. We can and often —
either wholly or selectively — hide the fact that we are a minority.
We acquiesce to being a minority because we intuitively sense that
being transgendered is something that is deeply rooted within us
and we in fact like being TG.

THE KEY to effectively serving our membership is to keep
one salient responsibility at the top of one’s action sheet. Maintain
the confidence and the goodwill of the membership who are count-
ing on us to conduct business so that the group not only survives
but that each individual in the group has a chance to thrive. | like
very much the idea of an aggressive agenda to advance our inter-
est and recognition, but after four years on the ExCom | fully un-
derstand that the ultimate task of each officer is the welfare and
confidence of all who look to us as a home base/community cen-
ter.

As a group we can not afford a great deal of dissention and
division. Honest differences of opinion are healthy and desirable.
But in the end we must all pull together to make TGSF a viable
and healthy force.

ExCom MEeeTING MINUTES

The monthly meeting of TGSF's Executive Com-
mittee was held in Los Altos, Calif., on February 4,
2000, at 3:00 p.m. In attendance were President
Bailey, Vice President Blau, Secretary Camino,
Treasurer Ryan, Outreach Co-Chairs Adams and
Stephanie Ann and Education Co-Chair Cupps.
Social Co-Chairs Cook and Cook arrived later in the
meeting. Education Co-Chair Marie was absent. Also
present were guests Lynnae and Deborah.

The meeting was called to order at 3:40 p.m.

Communications and Announcements:
Telzey reminded the ExCom that “California
Dreaming” was coming up next month in San Francisco. Flyers
were handed out for the April 27- 30, 2000 event. TGSF will not
have any organizational or financial role in the conference. Janis
mentioned the poker party held in memorial to Nancy Ann had a
very good turnout and included a moment of silence. There will be
one more Friday poker party at Nancy Ann'’s residence. Janis said
there are 20 boxes of archival material at the residence that will
need to be moved soon. After some discussion, it was noted that
this subject comes under new business and there were other an-
nouncements to be made. Telzey mentioned the IFGE Conference
is March 27, 2000 in the Washington DC area and the Silver
Dollar Court Coronation will be at the Reno Hilton on June 2, 3,
and 4, 2000. Stephanie Ann mentioned that Sacramento Gender
Association would have a makeup seminar on March 11, 2000.
Lulu mentioned that the San Jose Coronation is March 11, 2000,
at the Hyatt San Jose and asked who was going. Leslie said her-
self, Miss TGSF Michelle and Nancy Cupps will attend that night.

Old Business: Treasurer Ryan said we needed to vote on a
follow up to the bylaws changes in regards to the membership
mailing list. The California Corporation Code states that the orga-
nization has to provide the mailing list to any member, or provide
for a blind mailing — meaning TGSF would do a mailing for a
member making a reasonable request, related to their member-
ship — with cost paid by the member making the request, thus
keeping the mailing list confidential. The Treasurer’s request also
includes wording as to where advertising can appear in the news-
letter and website. She moved that her proposal be adopted as a
part of the standing rules. Janis read the text of the proposed
motion to the ExCom present. Nancy asked for an explanation of
how the motion would be used. Janis gave the example of a mem-
ber requesting access to the mailing list being allowed that under
state law. The alternative under law is for the organization to do a
blind mailing for the member in response to the request, thus pro-
viding security of members’ identities.

The motion proposed addresses this blind mailing provision.
Lulu asked if the motion was restating state law. Janis said it would
lay down the procedures for complying with the mailing list re-
quest. Deborah gave an example of an member requesting a flyer
or announcement being mailed with the newsletter instead of pro-
viding mailing names, as how the request would be made. Janis
said the request has to be related to his or her interest as a mem-
ber of the organization. Leslie asked if the ExCom has discretion
in determining if something could be mailed. Janis said the ExCom
could refuse, but it could be challenged. Stephanie asked that the
proposal be made into two motions. Janis agreed to put her pro-
posal into two motions. Janis then read the first part for a vote:

“Written or graphical commercial advertising to members shall
be limited to the Newsletter and supplements to it, programs for
special events, similar publications of TGSF, and the TGSF web

site. The ExCom shall by establish the rates, eligibility, anc =i,
able content of such advertising.” On a motion by Leslie anc =
onded by Lulu the proposal was passed by those ExCom memze-
present.

dJanis then read the second motion: “Any member, for a pur-
pose reasonably related to that person’s interest as a member

i may provide written matter to the Secretary. and request the Sec-

retary to mail it to all members. Such writi<r: matter shall not be
for commercial purposes, and shall be subject to the approval of
the ExCom. The member shall pay the reasonable costs of mailing
this material to TGSF before such mailing is made. This procedure
shall constitute an alternative to the inspection, copying or obtain-
ing a complete Membership list pursuant to California Corpora-
tions Code section 6330, and the Secretary shall notify in writing
any member making such a demand of this alternative within 10
business days after receiving the demand.”

At the time of the second motion, Social Co-Chairs Cook and
Cook arrived. Nicole Cook ask for consideration of a request she
made that no new motions of bylaw or standing rules be voted on
until the next ExCom is in place. Leslie mentioned that the motion
on the floor was actually old business. On a motion by Leslie and
seconded by Roxanne, the motion was voted on and approved
with Social Co-Chairs Cook and Cook voting no.

Minutes: Secretary Camino mentioned that the January and
February minutes needed approval. Corrections would be made to
the spelling of Marlayna Lacie. Stephanie moved for the January
and February Minutes to be approved, Nancy seconded the mo-
tion and they were unanimously approved.

President: President Bailey began a discussion relating to
the current conflict in regards to the pending ExCom election. She
had noted in the four years she has been on the ExCom, that the
membership looks up to the group for leadership, continuity, and
best interest of membership and it should act in the best interest.
Leslie said there is something to say on both sides and there are
some serious disagreements but we should come to some com-
mon understanding. What we do should reflect on problem solv-
ing and understanding.

Lulu said she would reinforce that we are a support group for
a small community of generally disenfranchised and discriminated
people and that is an awesome and inspiring responsibility and
winning or loosing will result in no gain or advancing the group.
We should use the energy of those who come forward in a con-
structive manner, listen to dissent and come to an agreeable solu-
tion.

Leslie said we should somehow address issues, but it is impor-
tant how the issues are addressed. Business needs be done by
consensus. She has been proud of what this ExCom has accom-

plished and the efforts of each member, though there have been
disagreements and hurt feelings.

Janis stated she has spent many hours talking to former ExCom
members and seeking advice but we have an important election
ahead. She said we the ExCom are not the organization, but the
246 members are the ones who have the final say and we are
stewards of their trust and confidence.

Roxanne reflected on how the circumstances over the past
three weeks have effected herself and Deborah and over the Year
on the ExCom. Roxanne read a statement she prepared going
over her experiences with TGSF and the events of the past weeks.
Roxanne was led to believe there had been an ExCom meeting
not including herself to discuss a selected slate of ExCom candi-
dates for the next election, an agenda for the next term and the
replacement of the Secretary.

Roxanne suggested to President Bailey and the ExCom that
some resolution to the current situation could be gained by form-
ing an emergency election committee, rescinding the current slate
of candidates, that all current candidates are considered along with
their statements and a new slate is presented. The idea was not
discussed. Later Janis said the election should move on.

Nancy and Lulu said they were not aware of any ExCom
meeting Roxanne mentioned. Leslie said she had only met with
Nicole to discuss potential candidates. Lulu added that she thought
Roxanne statement was very clear and well thought out and ap-
preciated her being very candid about what she could do and not
do in office. She appreciated the consistency that Roxanne had
exhibited in doing Secretary duties and thanked for the job well
done.

Janis she had a meeting with Nicole, Debbie, Tianna to dis-
cuss candidates at a location close to Lulu’s residence. Nicole added
that it was a meeting to discuss issues between herself and Janis.
Nicole said it was not the intent of any meeting or e-mail messages
to force Roxanne out of office but to offer options.

Leslie closed the discussion by reminding that TGSF is really
about people, being tuned into them and listening to them and
doing things by consensus. Noting the particular traits of Nicole,
Janis, Roxanne and the rest of the ExCom, Leslie thanked them
all for the job they have been doing. Lulu also added the energy
and experience brought forward by this ExCom was remarkable
and it would be a loss to loose anyone from it.

Vice President: Vice President Blau said the Post-Cotillion
meeting would be held Sunday at 3:00 p.m. at her residence. Lulu
wants a financial statement and said two bills were still outstand-
ing. Janis and Leslie will work on it.

Lulu mentioned that Jamie Faye Fenton has stepped down as
a candidate for Vice President because of time limits. Lulu sug-
gested that this issue be discussed after the Post Cotillion meeting.

Secretary: Secretary Camino had nothing to report.

Treasurer: Secretary Ryan has been busy with various ac-
tivities and the bank statement had not come in yet.

Outreach: Stephanie Ann said she is moving ahead on en-
gagements. There is a request for a speaker at the College of San
Mateo for counseling students. Telzey said any remaining boxes of
“Tapestry” at Nancy Ann'’s house be given out. She also said Arthur
Herwitz, active in the Courts, asked if there was any memorial for
Nancy Ann. Janis mentioned the memorial poker parties and the
funeral that had take place.

Education: Education Co-Chair Cupps is working on large
seminars for late spring or early summer. Potential speakers are
an SRS surgeon from Thailand and a speaker from the Transgender
Medical Surgical Group in Pittsburgh, PA.

Social: Social Co-Chair Nicole Cook said she is planning the
next Mid-Month Social as a shopping excursion, possibly at the
San Francisco Center (Nordstrom, Victoria Secrets, etc.) Nicole
asked if there was a date for the Pride Parade yet. Leslie had just
received a brochure and noted it is usually the last Sunday of the
month. Nicole noted a venue needs to be booked for the “Big
Shew.”

Comment Period of Visitors: There were no comments
from visitors.

New Business: Janis requested to discuss the distribution
of the Resource Guide. It was agreed to bring this up at the next
ExCom meeting.

Janis mentioned the need to form an election committee and
said she had talked to Cheryl, Stephanie Ann and Roxanne. Nicole
suggested Leslie, Lulu and possibly Nancy. Leslie agreed to have
committee members not running for election. After some discus-
sion it was decided to make the committee Leslie, Lulu and Cheryl.

Dear TGSF,

This is the first time I have addressed the membership and
newsletter readers. Many times | have considered expressing
thoughts, ideas and experiences | have had as a fransgender per-
son and a member of TGSF but other commitments and some
shyness have prevented a submission. In my work, [ write and
write and write! sometimes getting too burned out to start another
sentence.

However, when an issue is so important, so critical, that it
needs speaking to, sacrifices have to be made. Indeed, writing an
opinion or statement on an unpopular issue or going against pow-
erful odds can be a sacrifice to someone’s ability to be an accepted
person in their community and among friends. But when an issue
involves basic democratic rights, respect and compassion for oth-
ers in one's community, sacrifices have to be made. It is what
democracy and our history as a nation is built on.

| am asking for your support for Janis Ryan as President of
TGSF. Janis became a member some years’ back much the same
way | did, going in cold to an ETVC social, not knowing what to
expect, and being greeted by someone in the organization who
had concern for a fellow member of the community, no matter
what their views, appearance or stage in this experience.

Compassion, caring and concern are the core of this election.
Since becoming a member of this organization, | have met many
people both in leadership roles and those who just need support. |
have seen what a difference it makes to a transgender person to
be treated with some respect and dignity. | have also, in this past
year, experienced loss of concern and compassion and at some
rather fragile moments in my life. | have seen Janis respond to
members, both present and new, in a welcoming and caring way.
Janis does not try to categorize, classify or characterize a TG per-
son in any way. If you want leadership that truly cares about the
feelings of others in this community, | encourage you to vote for
Janis Ryan.

As Treasurer, Janis has been a dedicated and trusted member
of the ExCom. Trust, the security and the best interest of the mem-
bership have been the driving forces behind her work to revise the
bylaws and bring issues to meetings, oftentimes receiving criticism.

Although the process appeared complicated, Janis has put in
place measures that will protect the security of the membership
names and mailing list. If you care about trust embodied in the
Executive Committee, you should vote for Janis Ryan.

Finally, a proposal is being forwarded to limit the free speech
time at Executive Committee Meetings of TGSF by stated reasons
of efficiency.

When problems developed in
how the nomination process came about and the feelings it was
causing, | asked for an election committee to review the current
slate and suggest any potential new candidates. It was decided to
move the election along, so in turn we, as members, must move
on and vote.

4™ InT’L ConGRESS on CDinG

Wayne, PA- November 12, 1999 - The 4th Con-
gress is being presented May 4-7 of this coming year
in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania by The Renaissance
Transgender Association, Inc. in cooperation with The
Center For Sexuality & Religion, and The International
Foundation For Gender Education. The First Congress
occurred at California State University at Northridge
in 1995. The Second Congress, in 1997, was hosted
by Renaissance in suburban Philadelphia. In 1998 the
Third Congress was presented at Exeter College of Ox-
ford University by Press For Change, a U.K. organiza-
tion that campaigns for respect and equality for all trans
people. Now this prestigious event returns to Philadel-
phis.

Before the Third Congress had even occurred the
Board of Renaissance made the decision to host the
4th International Congress in Philadelphia. The event
will be at The Warwick Hotel in Center City Philadel-
phia, just off Rittenhouse Square.

The theme of the 4th Congress is Gender Vari-
ance-Beyond 2000. The Congress will devote special
attention to Relationships Between Gender Identity and
Spirituality, Sexuality, and Legal issues, as well as the
Evolution of Gender. The opening plenary speaker will
be Doctor Walter O. Bockting of the University of Min-
nesota. Dr. Bockting is the Coordinator of Transgender
Services for the University’s Medical School. Dr.
Bockting will speak on HIV/STD prevention in the
context of comprehensive sexuality education for
transgendered persons and their pariners. Dr. Bockting
is a member of the Board of Directors of The Harry
Benjamin International Gender Dysphoria Association.

Phyllis Randolph Frye, Esq. is a respected attor-
ney who was founder and Executive Director of the
International Conference on Transgender law and
Employment Policy. Ms. Frye will address the chang-
ing relationship between transgendered individuals and
the legal system, both now and into the next century.
The third plenary will be on transgender issues in rela-
tion to spirituality and religion. The Rev. Dr. William
R. Stayton, past President of the American Associa-
tion of Sex Educators, Counselors & Therapists, and
currently Program Coordinator of the graduate pro-
gram in Human Sexuality Education at Widener Uni-
versity, will address these issues. In addition to the three
plenary sessions the Congress will present three days
of workshops, panels, and papers on transgender is-
sues.

THE CoONTESTANT EXPERIENCE - PART 1l

As the big night got closer we were all preparing for the Dress
Rehearsal on Friday night before the Cotillion. On Thursday | was
running (so | could wear the red bathing suit in the Active wear
competition) and Debbie drove out to find me in the middle of my
run. Diva had arranged for us to be on TV and needed to know
immediately if I could be there at 7:30 the next morning (The day
of the rehearsal). Well I could not give that up so Tianna, Serena,
Roxanne and | all showed up by the waterfall at the end of Market
near the ferry building to be on a four minute segment of “Morn-
ings on 2” a regular morning show on channel 2 in San Francisco.
Our segment aired at about 8:40 that morning. Debbie and I drove
home to watch the segment on tape. Not long after that it was off
to the San Francisco Design Center Galleria for the Dress Re-
hearsal. When we arrived at 4:15pm not much was happening, it
was a few hours before the actual walk through would begin. There
was some discussion about the size of the dressing room and Lulu
told us that three of us would be in another area. We noticed there
were no clothes racks in the dressing room, and it had some build-
ing materials on the floor. Also the floor outside had not been
finished yet. When rehearsal did start we stepped through the se-
quence of the show, Debbie and I were there for the Active Wear
segment, all of the contestants went out on stage in their outfits.
Unfortunately the MC’s were not doing the voice-overs for the
dress rehearsal, and it showed (at least to me) on the day of the
event. Debbie and [ tried to stay until our talent segment rehearsal
but everything was moving slow as the technical people were get-
ting their instructions for each segment. We ended up leaving at
around 9:30pm since | had to wake up early the next day to teach
a class.

On the day of the event | had to teach a class in the morning
so [ could not sleep in. We actually drove back home before head-
ing to the Design Center Galleria. When we did arrive it was quite
early, we were there at about 4pm. We headed for the dressing
room with my outfits, makeup and other supplies. We were happy
to see that the clothing racks had arrived. Lynnea was already
there so we were talking while I set up my section of the make-up
table. | also took this opportunity to move some of the building
supplies out of the dressing room. By 6pm most of the girls had
arrived. Three girls (Kalani, Meredith and Roxanne) were set up in
an area in one of the halls which left 7 of us in the main dressing
room. Each of us had 24 inches of space along the mirror. Jamie
showed up with a closed circuit TV monitor which she hooked to
a camera facing the stage, so we had a small view of what was
going on outside. By 7:00pm everything was moving at full speed,
each contestant was getting into their first outfit. Debbie and |
went up to the 3rd floor restroom where we had a bit more room.
While we were there we saw LeChara and her friend getting ready.
When we returned to the dressing room it was almost show time,
and at about five minutes after we were off and running. Since the
dance company turned out to be a no show, we took our positions
to enter the stage for the active wear segment at the start of the
show. As we waited, | was a bit nervous. Then we started to go out
on stage, | went out sixth. Each of us was suppose to have 32
seconds, but the MC’s had never been told that, [ think they were
going by the script which had not been timed, so | only got about
25 seconds and could not do my last pose. The active wear seg-
ment ended OK even though the cue to move to the front of the
stage was not that clear, but we eventually moved forward and
found our way off stage.

“Sugar Lift: The Second Annual GLBTHS Art Affair,” a fund-
raiser for the Gay, Lesbian, Bisexual, Transgender Historical Soci-
ety of Northern California, is set for April 3, 7-10 p.m., at Yerba
Buena Center, 701 Mission St., San Francisco.

My next change was easy since we would do our talent seg-
ment ninth, so when we got back to the dressing room we let Didi
(my neighbor in the dressing room) have our space since she was
going out first. Once Didi left | changed into my black sequin dress
and Debbie changed my hair style. We were done in plenty of time
and ended up waiting more than 20 minutes back stage. Soon it
was time and | got ready to go out on stage, | was suppose to go
out in the dark but that cue was missed so [ went out in a spot light.
I was worried about how | would sound, but from where | was
standing | did not sound that bad. Our sound people seemed to be
on the ball. Then Debbie began to sing and [ felt much more com-
fortable because she sounded great. As our number progressed it
seemed like the lights were doing what we had planned for them
to do (I won’t know for sure until | see the tape), but | am almost
sure the most important part, the ending, went right on cue - my
thanks to Nancy and the technical crew!

Next was the formal wear segment. Here | was worried about
having the time to get dressed, but as we saw more and more
debutantes go out on the stage all fears about not having enough
time vanished. Soon all of us were sitting in the dressing room
ready, watching the little monitor as most of the audience (at least
from my perspective) went up to the stage to be a debutante. Fi-
nally the end of the debutante parade was announced and you
could hear cheers coming from the dressing room. Once again it
was time to get into position back stage. By now we had done
most of the hard stuff so | was a bit more comfortable, also I did
not have to suck in my belly as much with the gown as I did with
the swim suit. We went out without much problem, but there was
a cue mix-up on our move to the front of the stage so for a while
we were lost, but we winged it and it worked out OK. As we moved
off stage the tension mounted, when we returned only five of us
would be remaining, and since we really could not see how the
other performances went, | did not know if | would be picked or
not. [ don’t really remember much until they started to call the
names of the finalist. Then the names were announced first
Meredith, then Tianna, then Michelle, then Kalani. Four people
had been called, only one more chance, if my fingers were any
more crossed | would have broken them, then finally they said
“Nicole”. Ahhh what a relief as | made my way to the stage. My
exhilaration in being selected as one of the finalist was dampened,
however, as we left the stage. It was at that point that | thought of
the five members of our troupe that were no longer in the running.
And for a while | had an empathic response of how | would have
felt if I was in there shoes. | forced myself to shake this feeling
because now | had to do the Final Question.

I had done quite a bit of work on the possible questions and
good responses. Before the SGA pageant | had typed up a sum-
mary sheet covering four likely question scenarios and what [ would
say to each. At the SGA event the question was right on my num-
ber one scenario. As | stood back stage listening to the questions
the other contestants were getting, | heard three of my questions
go by, we could not hear the answers because of the way the
echo’s were bouncing off the walls in the back. Then it was my
turn to go out, | walk out and select a question, [ open it and low
and behold, a scenario | had not anticipated, at first I felt a panic,
then one word, a word inspired by Tianna came to mind: “family.”
From this one word | was able to construct an answer in the few
seconds | had while the emperor read the question to the audi-
ence. It may not have been a polished gem, but at least it was not
a lemon. | felt | had survived the question. So off | went to yet

another nail biter. All of the finalist were back stage holding hands,
Debbie, Serena and Miss Congeniality (Jamie) had joined us. This
was a great feeling but | knew it would not last. It was hard to
describe what was going through my mind at this point. Then we
headed back out to the stage. This time my suspense would be
ended first, “and the second runner upis .... Nicole” , oddly enough
I was not thinking as much about not winning as | was about at
least being one of the three selected. Soon Tianna was standing
next to me, and | had no idea who was going to join us. Then it
was announced “Miss TGSF 2000 is Michelle”. Michelle seemed
truly surprised as Serena approached her with the tiara. From that
point on things were a bit chaotic. But as the show ended and we
were all posing for photos | began to notice several people in the
audience that | wanted to say hi to before they left. So I left the
stage and began to socialize in the audience. As the audience be-
gan to dwindle Debbie and I returned to the dressing room to pack
up our stuff and leave.

The day after the event was strange for me. | was experienc-
ing a feeling of emptiness. | had been working with a number of
people who | enjoyed working with for the last month and now it
was over. | really wanted to get together with the group again and
do something else. All [ can say is that this event was one of the
most enjoyable events in my life that I can remember, and unlike
the years before where | was wondering if | would work up the
nerve to run next year, this year I know, if it is at all possible, I will
be up there again next year. My compliments to the people in the
Cotillion Planning Committee for pulling off another fabulous event.
