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URBAN AND RURAL LIFE

One of the significant and im¬

portant events of the past year
lias been the Rural Life Confer¬
ence, held -in the hall of the House
of Delegates at Richmond. We
are just in receipt of the published
proceedings, issued in the Exten¬
sion Series of the University of
Virginia Record. The congress¬
man from this district. Honorable
R. Walton Moore, was elected
chairman of the Conference by
unanimous vote. In his admir¬
able address he touched upon
many points of vital importance
to the state. He called attention
to the indisputable fact that popu¬
lation in the United States is
drifting away from the rural dis¬
tricts and centering in the great
cities. In 1880, for instance,
29.5 per cent, of the people lived
in cities of over 2,500 inhabitants :

in 1890. 36.1 per cent.; in 1900.
40.5 per cent.: in 1910, 46.3 per
cent. ; and in 1920, 51.4 per cent.
In regard to Virginia, Mr. Moore
showed that forty-five of the one

hundred counties lost population,
and fifty-two of them lost in farm
operations: while seventy-five ot

the counties were affected in one

way or the other.
in this connection it is interest¬

ing to remember that the famous
M. dc 'Tocqueville;1 --Avfto- wrote
what for many* years was the
"leading text-book on American
Democracy, back in 1830 pre¬
dicted that if ever danger should
assail our Republic it would come

when the population of our cities
exceeded that of the farming sec¬

tions, and be incidental to that
urban growth. He wrote his
book, too. after an extended tour
of the United States and a careful
survey of the conditions then pre¬
vailing.

Jlowever, the vast strides mack:
in invention were not then lore-

seen. The railroad and steam¬

ship were in their infancy; the
telegraph slumbering in the vision¬
ary brain of Morse: the telephone,
automobile and electric car as

yet undreamed of in man's philo¬
sophy. These last inventions,
with the Movie and the wide ap¬
plication of electricity to domestic
power: have so changed the hori¬
zon of the country dweller that
the danger, once apparent, of the
permanent over-crowding of" the

5 cities may Ik.* said to lie greatly
v diminished if not entirely ob¬

viated.
The Conference alluded t«»,

fully discussed the many prob¬
lems presented by the flocking of
people to already congested cen¬

ters. Notable among the papers
presented is one by K. C. Galpin.
the economist in charge of Rural
Studies, in the U. S. Department
of Agriculture. Mr. Galpin
graphically described the transi¬
tion in rural life from the family
regime to the community regime.
His conclusions were reasonable
and hope ftil for the future.

Rural education was gone into
thoroughly by the various expert.- :

rural health and sanitation care¬

fully considered : rural transporta¬
tion and communication discuss¬
ed at length: rural cooperative
agencies and rural social prob¬
lems likewise received due atten¬
tion: and altogether there was a

general txluircisscinait as to tilt-
whole situation which was both
illuminative and encouraging.

it is to be hoped thai this Con¬
ference will be the precursor of
many more. In fact, with so

capable and' far-sighted an execu¬

tive as is Mr. Moore, in charge,

we feel sure that an annual rural
life conference is an assured fact.

THE GONCOVRT PRIZE

The Prix dc (Joncaurt, a prize
awarded each year for the best
French novel of the year, has re¬

cently been awarded to Rene
Maran, a French mulatto. This
is causing much comment in the
Parisian papers and the contro¬

versy is waxing warm. They
; seem to forget that another French

mulatto wrote The Three .Mus¬
keteers. The novel, entitled
"Batouala." treats of negro life in
Africa and deals with the race

question. The race question is
not peculiar to any latitude or

longitude. Its roots arc thous¬
ands of years deep and probably
go back at least to the Cro-Man¬
gan period of prc-historic. times.
This means that it cannot be set¬

tled by human law or human con¬

troversy. The slow processes of
evolution will have to adjust it

finally, and from appearances
these processes 'are at work even

now among the peoples of the
earth.

Lasker Denies Subsidy Plan Is
Ready

Washington, Dec. 28..A. D. Las¬
ker, chairman of the United States
shipping board, indicated today that
the administration will go to congress
with a straightforward ship subsidy
proposal and that no attempt would
be made to give another name to the

proposed measure of relief for Ameri-
' can shipping. The hope of the Ameri¬

can merchant marine, Chairman Las¬
ker said, lies in a subsidy.and it
might as well be called that.

i The statement of Mr. Lasker was

made at a conference with news¬

paper men, who were urged by the
chairman of the shipping board not

to publish prematurely stories of an

agreement on a ship subsidy proposal.
There has been no agreement within
the board's membership, he said.
Various suggestions are in merely ten¬
tative shape and the board has little
hope of getting its recommendations
to the president before January 20,
and possibly not before the end of
January. Mr. Lasker said he thought
he could promise a report to the presi¬
dent without fail by February 1.
The president, said Mr. I.askcr,

would make these recommendations
1 public, and meanwhile the board will

have nothing to say in advancc about
' its report. :Tn. denying published re-.,

ports of progress toward agreement,
Chairman Lasker said the views of
"one group- of economists" already
have been rejected in large part by
himself and would not go to the presi¬
dent. Guesses that such views repre
sented a forecast of the report Mr.
Lasker declared to be entirely er¬

roneous.

Then the shipping board chairman
was asked if the board's recommenda¬
tions to the President would be for
ship subsidy without disguise. It was
suggested by a correspondent that
perhaps government moneys might
be made available under a name such
as "the foreign trade development
fund."
"So," said Chairman La.skev, "why

not call it by its real name- ship sub¬
sidy. That is what it will be, and an¬

other name would not change the
scent of the rose, to use an old ex¬

pression. I cannot discuss in advance
the report which we hope to submit
to the president within the next few
weeks.our investigations and data
yet are quite incomplete.but I re-

peat that the hope of the American
marine lies in a subsidy, and the term
might as well be used and have the
matter fought out on that basis."

Urges Canceling War Debt

Cleveland, Dec. 28. Prompt and
complete cancellation of allied war

debt to the United States, totaling
.$9,500,000,000, was urged by Asso¬
ciate Justice John II. Clarke, of the
United States supreme court, in an

address to members of the Chamber
of Commerce today.

This should be done, Justice Clarke
asserted, in the interest of hard cold
business policy, as well as a matter ol
friendship for and justice toward the
nations "which risked all with us and
sacrificed much more than we did in
support of the great common cause."
Two main arguments were advanced

by the speaker in favor of this action.
The first was that unless the debts
are canceled the United States never
can hope for payment except in goods.
If the debts arc paid in goods it would
mean the stagnation and wreckage of
American business, he declared.
The other was that if America docs

not cancel the loans it never will be
able to convince these now friendly
nations that the United States bore
its fair share of the burden of war
and that if the process of collection
goes forward this conviction wil»
deepen into aversion and enmity on
the part of every one of the most im¬
portant nations of the world.
These debts, the speaker pointed out,

have been increased to si 1,000,000,0(|0
by accrued interest. He spoke scorn-

fully of "100 per cent. Americanism"
and "red blooded Americanism that
would counsel us to stand on the let-
ter of our bond when dealing with
our war-weary heavy-laden and
prostrate friends."

"In 1S70 Germany laid the then un-
orecedented war indemnity of 5,000,-
000,000 francs upon defeated France,
but if we collect these loans the hand '
