STATE VOLUNTEERS.

Doctors Complete the Work of Ex-
amining the Recruits.

To-day They Will All Become Soldiers ot
the United States.

One Hundred and Fifty-five Mem-

bers of the Seventh Regiment,

Including the Commissioned
Officers of Company D, Fall to

Pass the Physical Examination,

and Will Be Sent Back to Their

Homes at the Expense of the

Government.

SAN FRANCISCO, May 10.?These
ere the last days of the mustering in of
?the volunteers. Soldiers in name and
truth under the banner of the United
States, with eyes facing to the Philip-

pines, the whole quota of volunteers
fwillbe in camp by to-morrow afternoon.

To-day the rag ends of the examina-
tion were taken up. Major McCarthy

end his assistants were putting the las:
stragglers through the medical ordeal,

making up their lists and statistics,

\ talking over the hard work of the last
\ week. The physical examination of the

vwhole quota has now been completed,

i The doctors were at work until late

night completing the weighing and tap-

ping of the men of the Sixth anr Sec-
ond.

The officers of the Sixth and Second
had their medical examination at the
Page-street armory to-day. Major Rici
had the muster roll of Battery D of
heavy artillery battalion ready at noon
to-day, and Captain Carrington mus-
tered them into the service in due form
this afternoon.

Major Rice inspected the Fontana
"warehouse this morning, with a view
to its suitability as a temporary bar-
racks for his battalion. The four bat-
teries will stay at the Market and Tenth
street armory to-night, however, and
go into their quarters at the warehouse
to-morrow.

Captain Carrinarton was ready to
muster in the men of the Sixth and Sec-, ond Regiments, now quartered at Cali-
fornia Hall and the Page street armory,

| this mornintr, but was obliged to wait
? until the company Captains had made. out their muster rolls. The troops will

remain in their present quarters to-

\ night, marching to the Presidio to-mor-
row, where they hope to be in camp by
'noon.

Of the Seventh Regiment 156 men
failed to pass the physical examination,

and they will be sent back to their
homes at the expense of the Govern-
ment. In Company D all of the com-
missioned officers who came with the
company from Los Angeles failed to
pass the physical examination. They

Were Captain Thomas and Lieutenants
Reynolds and Philips. H. T. Mathews
has been apj>ointed Captain, and J. A.
Eason and Samuel Crawford as Lieu-
tenants.

A. W. Kimball has been commissioned
by Governor Budd to be First Lieuten-
ant and Regimental Quartermaster of
the Seventh Regiment.

A banquet was given at the California
Hotel to-night by Major-General Dick-
inson and staff to the field, staff and
medical officers of the First and Seventh
Regiments, California Volunteers.

ODD FELLOWS.

Annual Session of the Grand Lodge
Opened.

SAN FRANCISCO, May 10.-The for-
ty-sixth session of the Grand Lodgj
of California, I. O. O. F., convened to-
day. The body was called to order at
10 o'clock by Grand Master A. M. Drew.
In the absence of Grand Chaplain A. F.
Hitchcock, L. L. Alexander, P. G. M.,
officiated as Grand Chaplain.

A recess was taken to alh»w the Com-
mittee on Credentials to report, after
which a large number of Past Grands
were introduced, and the Grand Lodge
degree was conferred upon them.

The reports of the Grand Officers
were then received and referred to the
Committee on Distribution.

Three subordinate lodges have been

(instituted and nine Rebekah lodge*;
ifour subordinate and one Rebekah
lodge have been consolidated; three
lodges resuscitated, and two have sur-
rendered their Charters,

The Grand Master presented his ac-
tion upon various appeals, etc.. during

the recess. He also reviewed the re-
ports of his deputies thoughout the ju-

risdiction. He then made several im-
p rtant recommendations relating to
elections, installations, minimum bene-
fit*, incorporation, titles and record of
membership.

A resolution exempting from dues
and entitling to benefits all members
who should enlist in the army or navy

during the present war was presented
and referred to a committee.

The Grand Secretary reported the ex-

istence of 340 lodges and 30,304 mem-
bers.

One of the important reports pre-
sented to the grand body was that of
jthe Board of Trustees of the Odd Fel-

jlows' Home at Therinalito. This sets
forth that during the year the actual
cost of maintaining the inmate? o?

| the home "as brothers, not as pau-
pers." was .SI7,."kXS, or a per capita of
about $4 per week. This includes food,

clothing, medical attention, etc. Th ?
board suggests that the appropriation
this year should not be less than 7<>
cents per capita on the membership of
the order, which would yield a revenue
of a little more than $21,(XV1.

At the afternoon session the Finance
Committee presented a report, which
shows that the receipts during the year
were .$M4.42«> and the expenditures
Were $40.!Mm;, and that the balance in
all the funds at the close of the year
was $9,497.

The Rebekah Assembly met to-day,

President Karsner presiding. Past
Grand Master Wra. H. Barnes spoke a

few words of welcome and encourage-

ment.
The report of th** Secretary. Mrs.

Mary E. Donoho. shows that in 1891,
when the order was instituted, it had
a membership of 11,469, and that this
year it has increased to 16,371, with
283 lodges. The total receipts for the
year were $40,447, and the expendi-
tures $38,743.

Both Grand Lodges adjourned until
to-morrow.

BURIED IN THE POTTER'S FIELD.

WHERE HEROES OF THE MAINE

DISASTER SLEEP.

Faded Flags and Withered Stems

of Flowers All That Mark
Their Resting Place.

KEY WEST, May 9.?(From a staff
correspondent of the Associated Piess.
?In the outskirts of the town, where
the small Spanish cottages cluster, si-#
lent and sunburned, along the narrow
street, Is the City Cemetery of Key

West. Near the main entrance, which
is guarded by a creaking old wooden
gate, is a group of newly made graves.
They are in the Potter's Field?the part

of the burying-ground set apart for the
pauper dead. These are the graves of
the heroes who lost their lives on the
battleship Maine in Havana harbor on
the night of February loth. There are
twenty-four of them unmarked.

Above each mound of glistening white
limestone earth a small American flag
droops in the tierce sun that beats in-
cessantly down upon the island. The
flags are faded and frayed. When a
breeze comes up from the ocean they

Sutter sadly for a moment, and again
droop to the scorched earth. In the
center of each mound is a small glass
goblet, which still holds the discolored
and withered stems of tlowers.

"They were put there by a lady from
Philadelphia," said the dreary old sex-
ton. "When she came here, about ten
days after the bodies were buried, and
put Rowers on all the graves, I asked
her who she was, but she said No mat-
ter." "

And these faded little Hags and with-
ered stems of flowers are all that mark
the resting-places of the heroes of
whom the civilized world has been talk-
ing since that fatal night, nearly three
months ago. There is nothing else to
tell the stranger who passes through the
Potter's Field where the heroes of the
Maine are sleeping.

The space where the graves are was
evidently prepared in great haste. Near
the little white mounds on all sides are
unsightly heaps of litter and rubbish.
In one spot stands an old hearse,

weather-beaten and ghastly from its
very aspect of loneliness and decay. Th?
st rton said it had once been used as the
city hearse, but one day it broke down
while carrying a body to the Potter's
Field, and there it still stands.

Very close to the twenty-four mounds
is a group of thirty-six naval seamen
who died of yellow fever. The sexton
was unable to tell when they were
buried there. The names and the words
IF. S. Navy" alone are carved upon the
slabs.

But nature, even with the barren lime
rock below and the scorching sun above,
seems- trying to do what the hand of
man has failed to do in beautifying the
graves of our heroes. Luxuriant trees
of the tropical species are all about the
newly made graves. On one side a
massive green cactus lifts its pulpy fo-
liage in the air. On the opposite side a
row of tropical trees refreshingly green
are in full blossom, and with every
breeze cover the sunburned mounds
with beautiful scarlet tlowers.

Rarely does any one visit the place.
It is without care Or attention, a bye
corner of the island, where for two cen-
turies Spaniards, negroes and fisher-
folk have put their dead and forgotten
them. Perhaps one-half the graves in
the cemetery aie those of unknown sail-
ors whose sleeping-places are unmark-
ed. M< st of the inscriptions on tomb-
stones are in Spanish.

Of the twenty-four who are buried
here only two are identified. They
were a negro and a Japanese. It is
probable that at some future time they
may be removed to another burial place.
If not, a suitable monument will be
erected to their memory.

Fate of the Monocacy.
WASHINGTON, May 10 ?The report

from Shanghai that the Chinese au-
thorities have requested the United
States ship Monoeacy to be withdrawn
from that port, owing to the neutral
attitude of China, caused some appre-
hension among naval officers, as the
Bionocacy is an old wooden ship which
could not move with safety on the open
sea. No official notice of the order to
withdraw her has been received here,
and the Chinese Legation knows noth-
ing of the matter.

Volunteers Mustered Into Service.
WASHINGTON, May 10.?Reports

re* eived at Adjutant-General's Corbir.'s
office up to this morning show that
34,354 men had been mustered into the
volunteer army of the United States.
It is probable, however, that by this
time the actual number mustered is
about 40,000 in round numbers.

RETREAT OF SPANISH FLEET.

Now Believed That the End of the
War is Near at Hand.

NEW YORK. May 11.?A special to
the "Tribune" from Washington says:

The naval war board is convinced that
the Spanish armored Hying squadron,
popularly known as the Cape Verde
lleet, has returned to Cadiz, and that
Spain has abandoned all hope of ef-fective resistance to the loss of her
American colonies. The war in Ameri-
can waters at least has therefore been
reduced to a simple matter, and its
duration is expected to be exceedingly
limited. Arrangements have been
promptly made to bring back Admiral
Sampson's fleet to Key West, to unite-
it with the army in quickly terminating
Spanish rule in Cuba.

It is positively announced that San
Juan de Porto Rico will not be bom-
barded, and that the island will be let
severely alone, for the present at least,
or until Cuba is freed and American
military Government firmly established
there. It is believed that this will be a
matter of not more than two weeks,

and then the heaviest ships will be
relieved for duty against Porto Rico ov
for dry docking on the Atlantic Coast
preparatory for a cruise in force, aug-

mented by the armored ships in Com-
modore Schley's squadron against Cadiz
itself, unless Spain in the meantime
sues for peace.

The idea that the Spanish vessels
would run home instead of confronting
certain defeat near Porto Rico has
been held by the vast majority of na-
val officers since the first Spanish
squadron, composed largely of torpedo
boat destroyers, returned to St. Vin-
cent after several weeks at sea shortly

before war was declared. On that oc-
casion grave concern was manifested
in Washington for some time, and it
was with decided relief that the news
was received of their turning home-
ward.

For the last week the best experts
in Washington have agreed that the
Spanish ships, if on any offensive mis-
sion, had the battleship Oregon as their
objective, and when after ten days they
failed to report at Pernambuco for coal
the War Board reluctantly decided that
they might be attempting to enter the
Caribbean by the Barbadoes passage
to come upon Porto Rico or Cuba from
the south. It was considered the bet-
ter part of valor to send Sampson east-
ward, where he could more readily se-
cure an engagement, at any rate before
Cuba could be reached, trusting that
definite information would be secured
the moment the Spaniards approached
Barbadoes or St. Theinas.

This precautionary cruise of Samp-

son, while probably disappointing in
the extreme to all the officers with him.
it is believed to have been not without
advantage, as it permitted the reten-

tion of Commodore Schley's ships at
Hampton Roads, and thereby secured
the Atlantic seaboard against alarm
for the safety of the chief coast cities
and navy yard,s.

The return of the Spaniards to Cadiz
is gratifying In the highest degree to
the President and his advisors, who

desire to achieve a speedy termination
of the war, as much for curtailing the
enormous expense it involves, as to re-

lieve the demoralization of business
throughout the country which would
be inseparable from a long continuance
of the conditions of last month.
