BROUGHT INTO PORT BY THE
BLOCKADERS

ACAPTURED CATTLEMAN

BVIDKHTXY FAILED TO KEEP
HT£ PROMISE

MYSTERIOUS MONTSERRAT

Claimed by the Spanish to Have Bun
the Blockade for the Second

KEYWEST, Fla,, May 10, 9:60 a.m.?The
Spanish fishing schooner Fernandlto and
the Norwegian steamer Bratsberg are the
only new vessels in the harbor this morn-
Ing.

The Spanish boat was captured by the
gunboat Vicksburg yesterday morning

while tryingto make Havana harbor on her
way from Yucatan. She has a crew of six
men.

Tbe Bratsberg Is a cattle steamer and left
here a tew days ago. She was acting sus-
piciously and was apparently attempting
to run the blockade Into Havana when she
was stopped and turned back. The Man-
grove convoyed her to this port In com-
pany with the Fernandito,which had a prize
crew aboard, arriving here early this
morning.

The Mangrove reported that all was quiet
about Havana when she left that harbor.

The Cuban blockade causes only cursory
Interest now. Everybody Is waiting for
news from Rear Admiral Sampson.

The Norwegian steamer Bratsberg, which
arrived this morning under convoy ofTho
Mangrove, Is still a prize ofwar, pending
the decision of the United States on the
question. The affair bears many features
ofresemblance to that of the French steam-

er Lafayette, and like that case Itwillbe
settled without any International compli-
cations. About two weeks ago the Bratz-
berg, bound from Progreso for Havana,
with 800 head of cattle, was warned off the
Cuban coast by the American squadron.
She put Into this port and remained a
couple of days, when she sailed, ostensibly
for New Tork, to find a market for the cat-

tle. She was piloted out of this harbor
April 27th, and was not again seen until
yesterday, when the gtmboat Newport
sighted her about twenty-five miles oft Ha-
vana Capt. Tllleyknew she had once been
warned out, and, observing that she was
floating easily and with cattle pens ap-
parently empty, he hailed and boarded her.
Capt. Thorsen stoutly denied that he was
attempting to slip past the blockade, but
he could not satisfactorily explain the dis-
position of his cattle, and was sent in under
the Mangrove's escort.

A FASTER CRAFT ' "*!

Tha Montserrat Story Has Been Told
Too Often

MADRID, May 10.-4 p. m.?A dispatch
received here today from Havana says (lie
Spanish steamer Montserrat, which, with
a valuable cargo and troops for Havana,
escaped the United States fleet and en-
tered the harbor of Cienfuegos, has again
ran the blockade of the American squad-
ron and has entered the port of Havana In
safety. It Is claimed here that this proves
that the blockade of the squadron is not
effective.

The Spanish mall steamer Montserrat,
which is alleged to have run the blockade
at Havana, appears to have reached Cien-
fuegos on April 27th with 1000 Spanish sol-
diers, (600,000 Insilver and eighteen guns of
large caliber, In addition to avery valuable
cargo, includinga quantity ot ammunition.
The Spaniards claim that the Montserrat
was sighted by an American vessel, which
fired on her. The mall steamer, It Is al-
leged, having guns mounted as an auxiliary
cruiser, returned the fire, and eventually
reached Cienfuegos.

So many utterly false reports have been
given out at Madrid recently, that Ameri-
can confirmation of the arrival of the Mont-
serrat at Havana will be required before
the story of the blockade running is ac-
cepted as true.

Arrested a Tramp

May 10.?The British tramp steamer
Strathdee, Captain Currle, attempted to
run the blockade yesterday but was over-
hauled by the gunboat Machias. The cap-
tain of the Strathdee claimed that the ves-
sel was loaded with sugar and that he had
on board a number of Spanish refugees

from Sagua la Grande. He also said that
the steamer was bound for Matanzas,
where Itwas desired to disembark some of
the refugees. The commander ot the
Machias was skeptical of this story, how-
ever, and warned the captain of the
Strathdee that If he attempted to take
the vessel Into Matanzas she would be fired
on, whereupon the Strathdee put about
and steamed away in the direction of New
York-

A GREAT VICTORY

of the capture of the four American ports,
Mobile, Boston, Charleston and Pensacola.
Blanco has given a very large banquet to
the army and navy. The city is gaily dec-
orated and thousands of people are In pro-
cessions. The city Is filled with enthusi-
asm."

The letter Is from a lady friend of Senor
Cardenos, who Inquires apprehensively if
the accounts are as alleged by Blanco.

Stopped by Spaniards
GIBRALTAR, May 10.?The British

steamer Nava from Barion, April 25, for
London, has arrived here and reports hav-
ing been boarded at 1 o'clock this morning,
eighteen miles off Europe point, by an
armed party from a Spanish cruiser, which
fired across the steamer's bows. The offi-
cer In command of the boarding party, ex-
amined the Hava's papers, and allowed her
to proceed. j

German Sympathy
CADIZ, May 10.?The crew of the German

cruiser Oldenburg was allowed liberty
ashore here today, and the sailors of that
vessel ostentatiously fraternized with the
sailors of the Spanish battleship Pelayo.

THE FLYING SQUADRON

The Officers Busy but No Movement Is
Expected

OLD POINT COMFORT, Va., May 10-
--(On board the flagship Brooklyn, off Fort
Monroe.) The first clear day, with beauti-
ful weather, that has greeted the Flying
Squadron began this morning. On the ships
all are busy, although the squadron officers
disclaim any knowledge of an early move-
ment. The New Orleans was not allowed
to go up to Newport News for coal, but at
6 o'clock this morning began taking on coal
from the lighters alongside and will finish
coaling that way.

The St. Paul, being of lighter draught,

willbe able to run Inand dock at Newport
News for her six hundred tons ofcoal.

The Minneapolis coaled this morning to
her full capacity and joined the squadron
later.

Captain Folger of the New Orleans say*

that the stories of his ship's making a very
slow voyage down the coast are without
foundation. He did not leave Newport on
Thursday last, as stated, but on Saturday
night, and arrived at the Capes on Sunday,
but thought It wise to stay outside until
Monday.

There was a night call to batt'.s on all the
ships last night and the celerity with which
the crews responded was quite remark-
able. No preparations were made and the
majority of the men were asleep, but the
guns were ready to shoot on all the ships in
less than six minutes.

TO TRANSPORT TROOPS

The City of Peking Docked to Be
Cleaned

SAN FRANCISCO, May 10.-The work of
discharging the cargo of the Bity ofPeking
was begun Immediately after her arrival
last night and will soon be completed. She
will be docked, cleaned and turned over to
the government, when she willbe prepared
for use as a transport.

She will be able to take at least 3000 sol-
diers in addition to about 2500 tons of
freight. BySaturday it is expected she can
be loaded and ready to sail. Captain Tic
malne Smith and his officers willremain In
charge of the steamship. While In Hong
Kong a cable was received from Washing-
ton ordering the American Consul to de-
tain the Peking, but Admiral Dewey cabled
back to the effect that she would probaTtly
be ofmore use here and that Ifvessels were
required they could be bought In Hong
Kong. After some little cable correspond-
ence the Peking was allowed to sail with
orders to make the best time possible to
San Francisco.

Under arrangements with the War De-
partment at Washington the Southern Pa-
cific Company Is preparing to move about
2000 troops from Portland and 3000 from Og-
den. These troops will be mobilized here
preparatory to removal to Manila.

Preparations are being made to supply
the Police Department of San Francisco
with Gatling guns and four hundred Spring-
field rifles. As there are about 1700 Spring-
field rifles and 200 Krag Jorgensen rifles in
the arsenal at Benlcia there will be no diffi-
culty in securing all the arms required
here.

Governor Budd will at once proceed to
reorganize the National Guard ofCalifor-
nia, which it Is proposed to make much
stronger than heretofore.

THE KOREAN QUESTION

Settled by Agreement Between Russia
and Japan

TOKIO, May JO.?lt is announced In tho
government gazette today that the Russian
and Japanese governments have agreed
upon a modus Vivendi regarding Corea. On
the 25th ofApril the representatives of the
two governments at Toklo signed a protocol,
the text of which, as published In the ga-
zette today, Is as follows:

One?Russia snd Japan definitely reco«.r-
nize the sovereignty and entire independ-
ence ofCorea and mutuallyagree torefrain
from all direct interference in the Internal
affairs of that country.

Two?Desiring to avoid either possible
cause of misunderstanding In the future,
Russia and Japan mutually agree, In <|ise
Corea should apply to either of them for
assistance or advice, not to take any meas-
ures In the nomination of military Instruct-
ors or financial advisers without having
previously come to a mutual agreement In
the matter.

Three?ln view of the large development
of Japanese commercial and Industrial en-
terprises in Cores, as well as the consider-
able number of Japanese subjects resfffent
In that country, the Russian government
will not impede the development of com-
mercial and Industrial relations between
Japan and Corea.

Not Fully Credited
PORT AU PRINCE, Hayti, May 10.-

The Minister of the Interior has received
a dispatch from Mole St. Nicholas saying
two American warships are there and
that a Spanish vessel is watching outside.
The announcements are not fully credited.

MAJOR GENERAL MILES

TAKES HIS DEPARTURE FOR
TAMPA TONIGHT

INVASION OF CUBA IMMINENT

The Only Question Remaining to Be
Solved Is That of Providing

Transportation I

WASHINGTON, May 10.?By Friday

morning the Commanding General of the
United States Army,Major-Gen. Miles, will
have assembled his stall around him at
Tampa, Fla. He leaves Washington tomor-
row night, taking with him Col. Mlcheler.
Col. Maus, Col. Greenleaf, Major Osgood,

Major Humphreys, Captain Seyburn and
Captain' Scott. Only one member of the
staff. Captain Davis, will remain at head-
quarters, and he will follow the General
within two or three days, or as soon as he

can turn over the care of the business at
army headquarters to an officer to be des-
ignated for that duty. Unless plans are
changed the General will go with the
first military expeditionary force to Cuba.
He is not expected to relieve the Major-

Oenerals, already selected for the conduct
of the campaign, but both In Florida and
in Cuba will exercise the same general
superintendence over the campaign that
he now does from his headquarters- In
Washington.

The arrangements for the move upon
Cuba are being hastened with such energy
that it Is evident to any observer that the
beginning of the campaign is Imminent.
It is expected here that within a week the
first troops will be on their way from the
United States to Cuba. The onlydelay will
arise In the difficultyofsecuring the neces-
sary number of transports. The Quarter-
master's department is making great ef-
forts to assemble a sufficient number of
ships to the Qulf ports in time to receive

the troops who are even now on their way
there. Orders have been given for 10,000
hammocks to be furnished for the army and
to be delivered, beginning Immediately,

within the next fortnight. Experts have
reported that a hammock is an absolute
necessity in a Cuban campaign. It is the
only means to escape the vermin which
otherwise make sleep Impossible to the
soldiers, and it is the only way he can
escape the fatal dampness of the rich soil.

Engineers from the War Department
went in the neighborhood of Falls Church
and located definitely the great camp upon
which will be concentrated from 35,000 to
40,000 United States troops within the next
week or two. The tract embraces about
1400 acres of splendid land, well watered

and wooded, and will afford accommoda-
tions for all the soldiers comprised within
the President's first order.

Troops in Camp
CHATTANOOGA, Term., May 10.?At

Chickamauga Park today officers and men
of the regular army regiments are rushing
as they have not been called upon to do
since the days of the Civil War. The en-
tire army is ordered to pack up and go to
the front. This was annaunced at 9
o'clock and since then things have been
moving at a tremendous pace. The rail-
roads have been running all available
cars to the Park and as rapidly as they
arrive they are loaded with the camp
equipment and horses, supplies, etc.

The work of moving the big command
during the next few days as they are ex-
pected to do, Is an Immense job for the
railroads. They had received no Intima-
tion of the orders and had made no ade-
quate arrangements. The two lines to
Tampa, the Southern and the Western and
Atlantic, are doing everything possible, but
the indications are now that the first troops

will not get out before tomorrow morning.
The first out will probably be the Infantry
division, composed of the Second, Seventh,
Eighth, Sixteenth and Twelfth Regiments.
Five hundred passenger coaches to carry
the men to Tampa will be available to-
night.

Colonel Sheridan of General Brooke's
staff said: "The order does not say rush
to tho front, so tt simply instructs us to
get there as soon as we conveniently can.
There are six thousand men with hundreds
ol horses and a large amount ot equipment
Ist the Park and the whole business can-
not be moved within a few hours."

Colonel Sheridan refused to give any
opinion about what the order meant. The
utsjority of the officers, however, do not
hesitate In saying that it means they will
land In Cuba as soon as they can get
there.

Besides the Infantry division the Third
and Fifth Cavalry go to Tampa.

The Second Cavalry will go to Mobile,
and the First and Tenth Cavalry to New
Orleans. All the artillery was sent out
several days ago.

Brooke in Command
CHATTANOOGA, Term., May 10.?It is

announced that General Brooke will re-
main at Chickamauga Park In command
of the volunteers coming. Chickamauga
will continue to be the headquarters of the
department. Generals Fltzhugh Lee,
Wheeler and Wilson are expected to ar-
rive the latter part of the week.

Havana Defenses
ON BOARD THE ASSOCIATED PRESS

DISPATCH BOATKATE SPENCER, OFF
CARDENAS, May 9, via Key West, May

10.?The Spanish soldiers are displaying
much activity along the coast from Bahia
and Honda, forty-five miles west of Ha-
vana, to Cardenas, 65 miles to the east-
ward. As the ships of the blockading
fleet have instructions to prevent the erec-
tion of new fortifications and have at var-
ious points shelled working parties, the
task of strengthening existing defenses and
throwing up earthworks Is carried on prin-
cipally at night save In the Immediate
vicinity of Havana.

The narrow escape of the Vicksburg and
Morrill on Saturday when they were de-
coyed within easy range of the Santa Clara
batteries, just west of Morro Castle, has
taught some of the unarmored ships a les-
son and it is not likely.that that class of
boats will venture within range of the
modern high power guns again.

Along the coast fresh sand batteries are
being thrown up almost every night, but
these works are of a flimsy character and
would be reduced by the fire of the big

1guns in a few minutes. The officers of the
:blockading fleet believe Captain-General
Blanco la wasting a good deal ofenergy in
the erection of Insignificant shore-batter-
ies. The strengthening of the more formid-
able works about Havana is a very differ-
ent thing. It may be, however, by the
erection of these light batteries, which
must be abandoned as soon as the serious
work of the fleet begins, Blanco puts heart
In his starving soldiers and Imbues them.

with the Idea that a Yankee Invasion can
be repelled at any point.

The Hornet and the Winslow now block-
ading Matanzas, have had a lively time
for several days, shelling Spanish details
at work on batteries and telegraph lines
outside of the entrance of the harbor.
There, as at other points, most of the work
is done at night and each morning sees
fresh earthworks thrown up like fresh ant
hills, against the rusty green of the coast
line.

On Sunday morning the Hornet found a
party putting a telegraph line from the
lighthouse and signal station a mile east
of Matanzas harbor to the battery west
of Point Sablnalla, on the other side of the
bay. The batteries here aro said to be
of some magnitude, mounting a few high
power guns. To stop this telegraph activ-
ity the Hornet steamed quietly In and
dropped a shell in the midst of the work-
men. They scattered like rabbits and the
line grounded then and there. Several
other telegraph parties have been discov-
ered In the same way at other .points. It
Is evidently the Intention of the Spanish
to establish communication by wire with
all their coast block houses and batteries
with a view, possibly, of massing troops
and guns to oppose a landing whenever
threatened.

However, they will probably carry their
wires behind the first range of hills, where
they will be less subject to sudden Inter-
ruption.

It is not possible to mount them In all
the sand batteries springing up, but as
there Is a railway from Havana to Matan-
zas, quite close to the shore, the authori-
ties may be deluding themselves with the
Idea that they can transport heavy guns
to the batteries nearest the threatened
landing point whenever the watchers tele-
graph the appearance of the American
troops off the coast.

ODD FELLOWS MEET

Grand Lodge Members Meet in Annual
Session

SAN FRANCISCO, May 10.?The forty-
sixth session of the grand lodge of Califor-
nia, I. O. O. F., convened today. The body
was called to order at 10 oclock by grand
master A. M. Drew. In the absence of
Grand Chaplain A. F. Hitchcock, L. L.
Alexander, P. G. M., officiated as grand
chaplain. A recess was taken to allow the
committee on credentials to report, after
which a large number of past grands were
Introduced and the grand lodge degree was
conferred upon them. The reports of the
grand offloers were then received and re-
ferred to the committee on distribution.

Three subordinate lodges have been In-
stituted and nine Rebekah lodges; four
subordinate and one Rebekah lodge Rave
been consolidated; three lodges resuscitat-
ed and two have surrendered their char-
ters.

The grand master presented his action
upon various questions, appeals, etc., dur-
ing the recess. He also reviewed the re-
ports ofhis deputies throughout the juris-
diction.

He then made several Important recom-
mendations relating to elections, installa-
tions, minimum benefits. Incorporation
titles and record of membership.

A resolution exempting from dues and
entitling to benefits all members who
should enlist In the army or navy during

the present war was presented and re-
ferred to a committee.

The grand secretary reported the exist-
ence of 349 lodges and 3024 members.

The Rebekah assembly met today, Pres-
ident Karsner presiding. Past Grand Mas-
ter Wm. H. Barnes spoke a few words of
welcome snd encouragement.

One of the Important reports presented
to the grand body was that of the board
of trustees of the Odd Fellows' home at
Thermollto. This sets forth that during
the year the actual cost of maintaining the
Inmates of the home "as brothers, not as
paupers," was $17,588, or a per capita of
about |4 per week. This Includes food,
clothing, medical attendance, etc. The
board suggests that the appropriation this
year should not be less than 70 cents per
capita on the membership of the order,
which would yield a revenue of, a little
more than 121,000. At the afternoon ses-
sion the finance committee presented a
report which shows that the receipts dur-
ing the year were 134,420 and the expendi-
tures were $40,906, and that the balance In
all the funds at the close of the year was
$9497.

The Rebekahs
The report of the secretary of the Re-

bekahs, Mrs. Mary E. Donoho, shows that
In 1891, when the order woe Instituted, It
had a membership of 11,460, and that this
year it has Increased to 16,371, with 233
lodges. The total receipts for the year
were $40,447 and the expenditures $38,743.

Both grand lodges adjourned until to-
morrow.
