Hoffman makes Tootsie a Winner

Toots ie is a film that shouldn!t be missed . The m6vie centers 
around Micheal Dorsey, a struggling stage actor with a diff icult rep­
utation. As his reputat ion precedes him, it becomes impossible to 
land any sort of acting role even including a conmercial. 

Dorsey shortly realizes tha~ the career so important to him, 
has suddenly reached a dead end. He then decides to take one last 
drastic step and transforms himself into Dorothy Michaels. 

In Tootsie, Dustin Hoffman gives two excelent portrayals . As 
Michael Dorsey, Hoffman truly conveys the feelings and problems of an 
out of work actor. However his performance becomes even stronger as 
he portrays Dorothy Michaels. 

Hoffman only consented to appear in the film when he was satis­
fied that he could pass as a woman. After a sucessful attempt or two 
at passing, he appeared in full drag at the Russian Tea Room in mid­
town Manhatten. At this gathering spot for showbiz people, nobody 
recoqnized him. From then it was smooth sailinq. Smooth sailing in­
cluded mi ni facelifts for the makeup , silicone pads for the breasts 
and hips, false nails , shaving legs and arms and so forth, including 
one year to fi nd a voice to fit his feminine appearance . 

Director Sydney Pollack has continuously mentioned that the un ­
derlying message of the film, is that by having Michael Dorsey become 

• a woman, it actually teaches him how to become a better man. 
This is evi dent through Pollack's directing and Hoffman's perfec­

tionist attitude. Dorothy Michaels is seriously portrayed and Hoffman 
deserves a la rqe part of the credit . He set out to play a woman and 
not a parody of one. Hoffman has stated that he wanted to let the 
mother out of him and feminize more, and he ach ieved it. In today's 
society there are so many conventions on what a man should be and what 
he shou ldn't be, with the same applying for women. For a man to be 
more compassionate and sensitive, it goes against the general rule -
especially lettinq the mot herhood side out. Hoffman succeeds and this 
is evident in his portrayal of Dorothy and its after - effects on the 
male half Michael . This portrayal does indeed help to make him a 
better man . 

Tootsie is a funny, heartwarming comedy that concerns itself with 
the serious problems that occur from leading a double life through fe­
male impersonation. It does not po~e fun at men who act/live like wo­
men, rather it may well provide people in general with a new insight. 
After all, by l i ving as a women, Michael Dorsey did become a better man 
and what could be wrong with that . 

In one of many lines which have profound messages, Michael Dorsey 
admitts that he is strong enough to be the woman who is the best part 
of him, says, "I just have to learn to do it without the dress . " With­
out the dress is the conventional manner. Society still has a long way 
to go towards an androgenous meeting point of mal e and female. In the 
meantime there is no reason why we shouldn't wear the dress.

She said she is not worried about 
being able to perform as a police 
officer. 

"I don't feel there will be any dif­
ficulty whatsoever as far as effec­
tiveness," she said. "I'm µot afraid 
of losing my job. Hopefully every­
thing will continue the same." • 

County Police Commissioner Sa­
muel Rozzi said: "As far as I am 
concerned, if Officer McCormick 
can perfonn her duties and tasks as 
a police officer she can r~main in 
her job." 

But Rozzi added: "This is rather 
' ' 

unique to me. In my 34 years as a' 
police officer, I have never been 
confronted with something like 
this. We are living in a changed 
world, a changed society and what 
wasn't acceptable once is now ac­
ceptable .... I would be naive to 
tell yoti that this didn't cause a d~­
lemma." 

Within the last year, McCoI'mick _ 
said, she was taken off street patrol 
and. assigned to inside clerical 
duties after the police department 
"became aware of the condition." 

She said she would like to return 
to clerical duties. 

Last week, when McCormick 
went to her police station for the 
first time since th~ operation, she 
said her colleagues '.'treated me the 
same as the other officers."
