Street (phone 212-582-68B23. Muriel is a warm: compassionate. talented woman who works
almost exclusively with cross—dressers, and performs a wide range of services. Her most
important service is counseling which she provides in an array of areas like clothing. makeup
and deporiment. But she alsec has a wide array of merchandise which includes books.
clothing. jewelry, wiqs etc. You can purchase merchandise in person or by mail
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If you plan to see Muriels you should call early. She sees people only by
sppointment. and is generally booked about a week in advance. Her charqe is $60@ for two
hours or ¢35 for an hour. She is generous with her time, and will probably give you more
time than she charqes you for. Her makeup sessions run about two hours, and are very
informative. You should plan to spend at least three hours if you can spare the time and
the money.

The second place on your list should be Lee Brewster’s Mardi Gras Boutique at 545
10th Ave. (Znd floor— phone 212-947-7713 Lee sells merchandise including wigs. books.
magazines, lingerie. makeup, clothes and prostheses. The place is large and the
merchandise is plentiful. In addition. the staff is courteous and helpful. Lee’s is open
from 10 am to & pm, Monday through Saturday with no appointment necessary.

Michael Salems is at 300 E. 46th Street (phone 202-371-6871). An appointment is
necessary and he doesn’t Keep reqular hours so if you plan to see this place be sure to call
shead.

Once you are all dressed up you’ll need some place to go. There is a place at 165 H.
47th Street called Casa Daria and is reputed to be a TV/TS hangout, but is not highly
recommended. A very qood night spot is the Breenwich Pub at 73 8th Ave. (phone
