Begun in 1975, the architects of Fantasia Fair de- 3
termined that a place and time was needed for cross- 3’
dressers to "come out of the closet." Province- 3
town, Massachusetts was chosen because of its open-
ended attitude toward those with differing 1ife-
styles. Early Fall was chosen in order not to con-
flict with the tourist season and because the New \
England weather would make an ideal clime for the
participants.

The key to Fantasia Fair is "do your own thing."
Participants are not cooped up in a motel compound
but urged to frequent the stores, restaurants, and

to move about freely in a town where the police pro-
tect the participants. Ancillary activities, such
