AMENDMENTS BILL.

Special Election to Approve Pro-
posed Changes Will 15e Held

on October '2'2.

"The Charter amendments bill was report-
ed faiorably last nipht by Chairman Kelly
of the Committee on Legislation and as
passed by the House of Delegates by the
vote of twenty-fou- r Delegates in attendance.
Amendments were adopted which reduce the
Interest on special tax bilk from 8 per cent
to 6 per cent and the penalty from 10 to S

per cent. The Interest on sprinkling tax
bills is decreased from 19 and 15 per cent
to C and S per cent.

The bill will be transmitted to the City
Council for concurrence In the amendments.
Such action will be taken Friday, after
which the bill will be signed by President
Hornsby and sent to Mayor "Wells for his
signature. The amendments will bo submit-
ted to the auallfled voters of the city at a
special election to bo held October 23. the
fourth Tuesday in the month.

The bill as passed I essentially the samo
ns prepared by the Nonpartisan Commis-
sion for the Public Welfare, and all the
amendments made by the Municipal Assem-
bly were approved by the commission and
city officials whose departments are con-

cerned. The general opinion is that the
amendments, although of minor importance, a
are for tho public Rood and greatly improve
the bill.

Doctor Gall Samuels, another witness for
the defense, stated on
that he had found a small scar in the palm
ot Ellis Glenn's hand, where Elbert was
said to have had the deep cut.

Miss Agnes RUIcy. Ellis Glenn's friend,
who accompanies her frequently to trial.
testified, unwillingly, that Glenn wore false
teeth, which It was proven that Elbert
Glenn did. The defense proved by several
wltnwres. however, that Ellis Glenn is not
the same person as Elbert, the color of hairand eyes, and the shape ot the face being
different.

Mayor Wells Is Authorized to Ap-

point a. Chief Inspector and
Five Deputies.

The Xcwell sir.oke-abatcme- bill, with
amendments offered by Mr. Gibson and
President Horntby, was sent to engross-
ment letday by the City Council. The
Shcehun amendment was defeated, on mo-

tion of Mr. Hoinsby. Mr. Markhani presid-
ed while President Hornsby occupied tho
flour.

The bill authorizes the Mayor to appoint
n. Smoke Inspector and not more than the
deputies, subject to approval by the City j

Council. The Inspector shall receive a sal-
ary of JISi per month and ach of the dep-
uties 13.33 per month. The Newell bill
originally provided for the employment of
additional inspectors, whose salaries would
bo paid by the Citizens' Smoke-Abateme- nt

Association. This feature was eliminated
by an amendment submitted by Mr. Gib-
son.

"Alt employes of the city should be paid
by the city." President Hornsby stated. "In
my opinion. It would be a dangerous pre-
cedent to allow any association to dliectly
assist the city In this manner. If the
agents of any association desire to aid in
the abatement of the smoke nuisince. they
may do so by furnishing Information to
the regular city employes, and permit the
proper otliclal to proceed according to law.

"Mr. Shcehan's amendment Is considered
substitute bill. Nevertheless, it differs

ficm Mr. Newell's bill only in declaring tho
discharge of dense smoke by locomotives
and steamboats to be a nuisance, and also
in providing for tho appointment of the dep-

uties by the chief Inspector Instead of by
the Mayor. As we cannot exercise greater
authority In regard to this nuisance than is
delegated by the State, the inclusion of loco-
motives and steamboats might Jeopardize
the validity of the bill." Mr. Shcehan's
amendment was killed.

Mr. Schnell offered nn amendment to make
the salaries of the chief inspector tlOO per
month and of the deputies J93. President
Hornsby suggested that competent men
might not be wllllns to serve for such com-
pensation, and Mr. Shechan said he is in
favor of good salaries for good men. On
motion of President Hornsby the remunera-
tion was arranged as before stated.

THE SHAMPOO.

State Board Continues It6 Work of
Inquiring Into the Accom-

plishments of the Craft.

EFFECT OF LAW DISCUSSED.

One Successful Applicant for a
State Certificate Says He

Would Not Part With
Document for ?100.

The State Board of Examiners for Bar-
bers yesterday conducted the examination
of twelve applicants for licenses to ply
their trade In St. Louis. Of these three
were rejected, and they will be compelled
under the law to go to some Cither State to
work.

Several barbers visited the board's head-
quarters, but when they ascertained what
was expected of them to pass the examina-
tion they decided not to pay their $5 and
take chances on getting a license.

The first thing an applicant for a license
Is compelled to do Is to cut the hair and
shave the beards of the subjects provided
for him. Yesterday there were more sub-
jects than barbers to do the work, and some
wero compelled to go away disappointed.

V. K. Burch, treasurer of the board, said
of the law and the examinations conducted
under it: "The best barbers in Missouri
favor the law and are glad that we are
going ahead to enforce It. The result will
be that the cheap shops will be done nway
with, sanitary methods will be put into
use In all barber shops and the people will
reap the beneflt- -

"In places where we have already con-
ducted our examination this has been the
result, and tho undesirable barbers have
gone to States where no such laws
are in effect. We lequlre men to be able
to give their customers satisfactory hair-
cuts und want no butchers In the trade in
the State that Is, men who carelessly cut
and scrape the faces of their customers
when shaving them. Of course, accidents
happen to the best barbers ence in awhile,
but a barber should be able to shave a man
decently while the bootblack shines his
shoes.

"I had always favored such a law, and
my friends in St. Joseph, where I have
a shop, urged that I should bo one ot the
examiners. I would much prefer to be at
home attending to my business, but since
I am here I shall do my duty.

"St. Louis barbers who have taken the ex-
amination, that is, most of them, so far
have shown that they are better at the

than the theoretical part of their
trade. TThtv have done irood work in wleld- -
lng the scissors and razor and most of them
have come with their tools in good condi-

CHEAPER LIGHTING

FOR CITY BUILDINGS.

Board of Public Improvements Re-

ceives Proposals Showing Con-

siderable Decrease in Price.

Proposals for the lighting of public build-
ings during the year bediming September
1 wore received yosterdav noon by the
Board of Public Improvements. The de-

crease in thi; kilowatt rate was somewhat
more agreeable than had been anticipated,
and tho surprise was all the more pleas-
ant to members of the board because it
was accomplished without any competition
between the lighting companies.

Secretary ltoss, ivpresenting the
Gas Ught Company, offered a rate of S

cents per 1,(00 Watt hours for incandescent
lights in public buildings located north of
Washington aenue. Secretary Pike, of the
Missourl-Udlso- n Klcctrlc Company, pro-
posed terms of 6 cents per 1.000 Watt hours
for lighting buildings in the district south
of Washington avenue. The Laclede's rate
last year was 12 cents, and the Missouri-Edison- 's

IS cents.
A reduction In cost for lighting is not tho

only advantage acquired this J. oar. The
contract, based on specifications on file In
Supervisor of Llghtttng O'Reilly's oince. is
drawn on business principles and accords
to tho city such privileges as are possess"d
by large commercial concerns using large
quantities of current for light and power.
The board will have the authority to aban-
don tho service in any building at any
time, or to demand inceaed current and
other privileges, as may seem expedient to
the beard.

"I consider the proposals very fair," said
Mr. O'Reilly. "There are two reasons for
the reduction. In the first place the popular
Interest hi municipal lighting plants, and
the prospect that this interest would be sati-
sfied, was probably responsible for a part
of the decrease. Secondly, we eliminated
from the specifications the requirement for
wiring the buildings at the board's com-
mand. The reasons for the decline were
stated fully and correctly yesterday in The
Republic."

A bill was transmitted by the 1 oard to the
City Council yesterday to authorize the Wa-
ter Commissioner, with the approval of the
president of the board, to employ workmen
for tho Waterworks lighting plant and elec-
tric railway. One electrician is to be en-
gaged at J100 per month, three dynamo ten-
ders at JS0 each, three motormen and three
conductors at $60 each, and as many me-
chanics as may be necessary at 54 per day
each for actual work performed.

Residents of Stoddard Addition
and Parts of South St. Louis

Suffer Most.

Iiow water in one of the bltr slornse
basir.B of the Compton Hill Reservoir, and
no water in ihe twin basin, are responsible
for Inconvenient water famines In elevnted
districts all pirts of the city, especially
lr. Stoddard addition and In ojveral locill-tic- s

in South St. I.rfuts. Complaints from
families residing 111 Stoddard addition were
general yesterday. Increasing In umber and
vehemence from hour hour.

Tho elevnted districts- nftccted are those
obtaining water supply, from the

stations. Districts supplied through the
high-servi- main far appear not to
suffer from the water famine. Endurance
taxed, however, throughout extensive terri-
tory residence localities, and the inade-
quate supply has become serious problem
in many homes, with the temperature above
all previous records.

Reports from the Stoddard addition Indi-

cate that at periods in the morning and
evening water cannot be drawn from hy-

drants above the basements; at other perio-

ds-, hydrants the first lloor give only
Leant supply, the pressure being weak; and
very seldom can any water bo drawn on tho
second lloor. This condition exists between
Olive street and Cass avmue, Jefferson and
Grand aenus.

Water Commissioner Flad says the pres-
sure unsatisfactory because one the
big Compton Hill basins empty and un-
dergoing repairs, while the water low-- In
the other In consequence of the enormous
consumption. Pumps at Blssell's Point will
be ouerated steadily, he says, and the pres
sure will be better within day two-.-

Stoddard addition will be connected witn
the high-servi- mains this summer.

About 100 workmen employed In the Bls-
sell's Point and Chain of Rocks pumping
stations went out strike yesterday
morning, pending the settlement of con-
troversy whether they would receive
remuneration for their work. Mr. Flad
submitted tho appointments President
Phillips of the Board of Public Improve-
ments, who approved them. The men were
then certain of compensation, as they were
legally employes of the city, and they re-
turned to work.

Simonds. without ball to await the action
of the Grand Jury.

Louis, last week.

Adverse Reports Adopted Unani-
mously Garbage Bill Sent

to Engrossment.

Two railroad switch bills were killed yes-

The bill known as tho Mullauphy street
switch bill, a measuro that died In the las-- t

City Council and was reintroduced In this
frssion. was the ilrst to be reported with
the committee's disfavor. Mr. Splegelhalt-er'- s

motion for adoption of the report pre-
vailed promptly and unanimously. This bill
would authorize the St. Ioui Merchants'
Bridge and Terminal RallroJd Association
to construct a switch track along Mul- -
lanphy street from the Levee to ntteentli
street.

The second switch bill to meet with de-

feat was that to rermtt the St. Louis Trans-
fer Railway Company to build a spur along
the wharf between Carroll and Convent
streets. The compensation to the city
would be 5300 per annum nnd the franchise
would extend to December 15. 1915.

Mr. Sheehan's amendment to the garbage
reduction bill, providing for a three ears
contract Instead of a seven years' contiact,
was adopted, and the bill was sent to en-
grossment. The bill to appropriate $102,000
for expenses Incurred by the special- - Dep-
uty Sheriffs In Iat year's strike was passed.
It was read the first time last night In the
House df Delegates.

License Collector Whyto's bill reducing
the dog tax from $3 to $1 per annum was
signed yesterday by President Hornsby and
Speaker Cronin. The bill authorizing the
St. Louis Transfer Company to extend a
connecting bridge over an alley was passed
by the City Council.

Delegate Pfeffle offered a resolution lastnight directing the Comptroller to draft an
ordinance providing for an appropriation
of J4.050 for continuance of the North Side
and South Side dispensaries. The resolution
was adopted. The fiscal authorities said
yesterday that the dispensaries should be
maintained, but the Health Department
should arrange to economize in some other
department. Probably the amount will be
transferred from Health Department ap-
propriations.

BENDER FAMILY

SAID TO BE ALIVE.

Alleged Kansas Murderers Re-
ported to Have Been Located

in a Colorado Town.

Topeka, Kas., July 23. Four persons be-
lieved to be members of the notorious Ben-
der family, accused of committing a score
of murders at their homo near Galena,
Kas., twenty years ago, are believed to
have been located near Fort Collins, Colo.,
and Governor Stanley has issued requisi-
tion papers on tho Governor of Colorado for
their return to this State.

The first steps toward bringing the sus-
pects to Kansas were taken upon the rep-
resentations of Frank Ayres of Fort Collin?,
who asserts that one of the quartet, Kate
Bender, was once 'his wife.

Governor Stanley issued a requisition upon
affidavits of four men who went to Colo-
rado especially to identify the suspects.

Tho Benders committed a series of the
most atrocious crimes ever recorded. They
lived on a smaU farm near Galena, and for
years, os It developed after their flight,
had lured travelers to their place, murdered
them for their money, and burled their
bodies in the yard around their home or un-
der the house. The house was arranged
with trapdoors. All four members of the
family were accused of aiding in the mur-
ders. An investigation Into the disappear-
ance of a man who had stopped at the
Benders and whose bones were found be-

neath the houao led to the flight one night.
A heavy reward for their arrest was offered
by the State, but 'they were never found.
The family consisted of man, wife, daugh-
ter and one son. If alive, the parents would
now be in the seventies and the children
about 50 years of age.

SUGGESTIONS FOR

TABLE AND KITCHEN.

At no othor.tlme in the year does the ap-

petite demand greater variety than during
the trying and enervating "hot "spell" of
our summers.

To give man wide and vigorous life, so
that In the great procession he pauses not,
or flags for tho moment or falls, nature
opens her hand and pours forth to him
the treasures of every land nnd every sea.

For him waves the wheat field's golCea
glory, the rye. oats, ranlre and rice, each
ditferent, but Fruit of vine
and plant and tree spread their harvest in
the air. ever ready at his hand, while in
the rich soil lies stored the o,

the sugary beet and all the long
list of health and strength giving vegeta-
bles that dwell. under the earth in fragrant
gloom.

Nature bids us eat, drink and be merry.
But In order to do this we must have a
natural Inclination toward our food, or It
must be of such character and preparation
when set before us that appetite comes
with eating.

While each organ requires its peculiar
nutrient, we are such creatures of habit
and impulse we must cultivate much com-
mon sense and good jdgment in order to
correct the too often wayward promptings
of an unnatural and artificial craving lor
ouch substances as are most questionable, if
not absolutely harmful, for the season, or
individual conditions.

While it is best to avoid as much as pos-
sible the heavier diet of fat meat during
the hottest weuther, one must not forget
that It 13 not the lean meat so much as the
sugar and starches that are tho

foods and best to be avoided except
in small quantities and accompanied by
such other foods as will counter their
propensity to give out undue amount of
heat In the system. As an example, rice
would .seem a more acceptable starchy
vegetable than the potato for summer diet
on account of Its delicacy In flavor and ap-
pearance, but It should be accompanied by
acid fruits, tomatoes or greens to be en-
tirely suitable for hot weather. As pota-
toes, new or old, have not their full
amount of starch they do not rank as high
In heat-givin- g properties, unless we con-
sider the sugar some varieties contain.

But with plenty of fresh fruit acids und
green salad vegetables to cool the blood one
need nx make a too radical change In the
nature of the food substances, except where
It seems expedient to do so, for very often
the fruit and green vegetables found lit
the markets are In such condition as to ren-
der them more harmful for hot weather
diet than a, lean meat diet and the less
perishable vegetables. That God-give- n at-
tribute common sense must be our guide
in feeding these bodies of ours and guard-
ing us against direct violations of the law
of health in all seasons.

A Cold Fruit Soap.
These are refreshing on a hot summer

day and are greatly relished at the begin-
ning of a meal. They must be carefully
made and flavored, however, or they

Insipid. They should have rather
an acid flavor and must be served Ice cold.
Croutons of bread sprinkled with a littlesugar and toasted In the oven are usually
served with fruit soups. The Juice' of rasp-
berries and currants flavored with a little
stick of cinnamon, nutmeg and lemon
Juice, with equal quantity of Juice and
water, slightly sweetened and thickened
with arrowroot, makes a delicate and tasty,
soup. Do not use more than a teaspoonful
of arrowroot to each pint of liquid and cook
until the soup is clear.

Green Pen Soup.
Cover two quarts of shelled peas with

Just enough water to cook without burn-
ing, adding a few sprigs of mint and a

of sugar, unless the peas are fresh
from the vine. Cover the pea pods with
cold water and cook one hour. When thepeas are done rub them through a coarse
sieve, moistening with the water In which
the pods have been cooked. Add the pulp to
the water drained from the pods with alarge slice of onion; salt and pepper to
taste. Cook for ten minutes; then remov
the onion. Add a tablespoonful of butter
or half a cupful of rich cream and a very
little thickening If the soup is too thin.
