Agreeablo to a call from Mayor Flip- -
pin, the common council and board of
aldermen met In joint session at halt-pas- t

three o'clock yesterday afternoon,
fhe joint session heard and received the
following

MESSAGE FROM THE MAYOR.
Honorable General Council 1

I would call your attention to the
progress being made in repairing the
levee, and ask you to look into the pos-
sibility of extending, while tho weather
permits, of improvements from Court
street to Monroe street. This levee is in
bad condition by reason of insufficient
space, which should be increased, as
well as the character of the landing it-

self. Steamboatmen pay an ample tax
to have better facilities, and they ought
to have it. Sae if some practicable plan
cannot be devised for extending and im- -
proving the wharf. I would suggest, if
you decide to extend the improvements,
that it be done by sections not ex-
ceeding one hundred feet in width
at a time. Again, between now
and he first of June, 1877, I should
recorrmend that a discount not exceed-
ing U a per cent, per annum be allowed
in payments of merchants' tax, and that
a resolution to that effect be pssed. The
city is now paying ten per csnt. on
twenty.tu o thousand dollars advanced
to the police and fire departments, and
by adopting the suggestion made we
will likely anticipate the maturity of
said paper, and at least strengthen the
credit of the city for promptitude.
Again, by reference to the communica-
tion of the city attorney, accompanying
this message, it will be seen that in the
case of the city of Memphis vs. Eos-meye- r,

that he was disqualified to act
for the attorney for the reason set forth,
and Immediate steps bad to be taken on
the part of the city to protect its inter-
ests, and that before tho calling of your
body together, such bsing the facts, and
the urgency ot tho case, I had the mat-
ter attended to with the understanding
that the employment was subject to
your ratification. The necessity and
magnitude of the employment appear in
the communication of the city attorney.
The same remarks in part will apply in
the case of the City vs. the Water com-
pany, now in the supreme court of the
State and likely to be reached any
day, except the case cams before the
committee on litigation, with recom-
mendations to adopt the course I subae-quent- ly

pursued. The contract with the
attorney In this case will be presented
to your body. I call your attention, as I
am informed, to the fact that some of
the general businses of the council is
considerably in arrears. If you can give
these things attention, or any generel
business this evening, it would be advis
able to do so.

Assembly Hall Meeting.
The colored Hayes and Wheeler club

held a meeting in Assembly hall lait
night, and was addressed by Mr. G. P.
M. Turner, wnose speeon was simiur 10

that made by him in Fort Pickering
last Monday night. There were about
three hundred persons present, one- -
third of the number being white. Mr.
Turner's speech was about two hours
long, and throughout his remarks he
urged the eleotion of Hayes and Wheel-
er. He reviewed State politics at some
length. He presented most conclusive
arguments against tho policy of Repub
licans supporting uorsey is. inomas,
and was equally zealous in bis opposi
tion to rorter. lie auviseu tne xtepuD--

llcans to ignore the governor's elec
tion entirely, claiming that nei-

ther Thomas nor Porter was en
titled to Republican support.
He claimed that Barbour Lewis was the
nominee of the tnirteen thousand Re
publicans of this district, and that as
such nominee be had been overturned
by a cabal of place-hunter- representing,
all told, not more than two hundred and
twenty-eigh- t human beings. He said
Mr. Randolph and his friends had
charged the.t Barbour Lewis had packed
the convention to secure ni3 own nomi
nation, and he argued with convincing
force that if Birbour was a fraud, Kau-dolp- h

teas a downright imposition. He
told his audience that Randolph was
not the selected candidate of the lie
publican party, and therefore was not
entitled to tupport as a Republican
nominee, and that Republican voters
could, with propriety, select be
tween bim and Casey Young,
Mr. Turner contended that the
Republican party had made
no nominations ror tne legislature in 2

party way, and that the Republican vo-
ters should exeiciso the privilege of se
Iecting, from tho mass of candidates
claiming to be Democratic and Rspubli
can, tne men ior wnom tney womo
vote. And he argued thatsaveral of the

Republicans were wortny gen
tlemen and entitled to confluence, as
gentlemen, but not as nominees. He
claimed mat a congressional convention
did not possess the authority to delegate
to a county executive committee the
power to select county candidates. Ia
this position we arc inclined to think.
without intending to meddle in a fami
ly fuss, that Mr. Turner was correct,
Mr. Turner was most enthusiastically
cheered by tne coiorea people, ana his
speech, taken as a whole, wa3 a

good snowing" irom an uneeiuisn
Republican standpoint. Judging from
the enthusiasm created by Mr. Turner
among tne coiorea portion 01 nis audi-
ence, we predict that few Republican
votes will bo cast for either ThomEs or
Porter by the negroes of Memphis, and
It i3 safe to say that tne Kanaolph ma-
neuver to defeat Casey Young will bo a
failure. Mr. Turner said could not con-
sistently and would not vote for Mr.
Randolph.
