Sarria is proqably San Francisco's·oldest 
f ema:le impersonatpr; Straight audlences 
know him from his performances at the • 
Cat, and later at Finpcchio's and other 1 

venues. Yet to many in the gay communi­
:iy lie is much more. A pioneer and politi­
cal;be ts~ faih~r _figqr~ in a commu~ity 
where traditipnal notion~ of,moni and dad 
don't ahvays' apply. He sings. ·He tells sto-

Andattomorrow's Stonewall. celebrations

The only closet in'Sarria's life is tJ}e 
one he hangs his dresses in. Froni his Nob 
Hill apart~e~t, be talks ab~ut hjs p~st,.the

ofwbat you are,'·' says Sarria, ·wrapped in

• Soon after the Black Cat closed in 1963, 
the Widow Norton was born. !aspired by 
.Joshua Norton, the self-proclaimed "Em­
peror of the United States and Protector 
Qf Mexico," who died in 1880, Sarria took 
the name of-Norton's widow. Usually 
dressed· in black taffeta, with matching 
gloves and a bustle, the Widow Norton be­
came a fairly familiar sight at AIDS bene­
