Trench life with the American,
army in France is described by Elm-

er W. Russell of Battery K, 53rd .Ar-

tillery corps, in a letter to his aunt,
Miss Annie E. Russell, 202 North
Eighth street. Russell is the eon of
Simeon B. Russell of Cincinnati, who

formerly lived in Richmond. Anoth
er brother, Simeon, Jr., is also with

the American army at the front.
"I was just over to a village that

was all shot to pieces," he writes.
"It was an awful sight to see all the
houses and buildings in the town
leveled, and know that th-- French
had to do it themselves in order to
drive the Germans out.

"I don't think that the war will last
any longer than two years. Some peo-

ple think the war will be over by au-

tumn and others think it will last
five years, so I have split the differ-
ence. As far as I am concerned, the
sooner the Kaiser throws up the
sponge, the more respect I will have
for him. It is nice to travel through
Europe, but the trouble is a fellow
doesn't know when he is liable to
have a couple hundred pounds of good
dynamite fall on his head.

Fighting Very Hard.
"Canning the Kaiser is not nearly

so easy, a task as it might seem.
Some people think that if Uncle Sam
comes over here, tacks up the Stars
and Stripes in the front line trenches,
and yells like an Indian a few times,
the whole German army will take to
its heels. But not so. It will take
time and money, but we will get him
in the end.

"As soon as summer comes and the
Yankee's blood begins to boil, and he
begins to perspire, he will make Fritz
hard to catch, but we will have to
show Fritz before he will believe that
we are in earnest.

OIL COOK STOVES

Suffers More Than Any Oth-

er Section of the German
Population.

(By Associated Press)
NEW YORK, April 3. The German

laboring class Is for peace because it
lias suffered more from the war than
any other section of the German pop
ulation.

This statement was made on Feb
22, in the reichstag by Deputy Herz
fcld, independent socialist, during the
discussion of a socialist motion re
questing that the reichstag exercise
Its right and defend the release from
imprisonment during the reichstag
session of deputy. Wilhelm Dittmann,
a socialist.

Deputy Dittmann was arrested for
his activities in connection with the
recent strike in Berlin and other
parts of Germany and sentenced to
several years imprisonment.

The January strike. Deputy Herz- -

feld declared, was caused by the des
pair of the working men that there
would be no early peace, the laboring
class having gained the impression
from the Brest-Litovs- k negotiations
that the annexationists controlled the
government's policies.

Newspaper Gagged.
During the strike, be added, the

newspapers of the working class had
been gagged and representatives of
the working men had been thrown
into prison whenever they were not
sent to the trenches.

Deputy Herzfeld was frequently
called to order by the vice president,
Breasche, who at the outset declared
he could not permit a discussion of
the political reasons for the arrest of
Deputy Dittmann. Hugo J. Hoase,
socialist, protested against limitation
of the debate, sajing the discussion
would be only a farce and would not
correspond to the dignity of the reich-
stag.

The reichstag decided that it had
no right to interfere in the Dittmann
affair and the socialist motion was de
feated over the votes of the socialists,
Dames and Poles.

WILSON APPROVES

CHILDREN'S BUREAU

(Associated Press.)
WASHINGTON, April 3 President

Wilson today gave hearty approval to
the plan of the Children's Bureau for
making the second year of the war
a "children's year" at home by an
educational campaign which it is
hoped will reduce at least one-thir- d

the annual total of 300,000 preventable
deaths among children less than five
years old.

"Next to the duty of doing every-
thing possible for the soldiers at the
front." President Wilson said, "there
could be. it seems to me,, no more pat-
riotic duty than that of protecting the
children."

The president also expressed hope
that the work of the bureau, assisted
by the woman's committee of the
council of National Defense, will se1

up "irreducible minimum standards"
for child welfare.

Nation wide interest has been shown
in the bureau's plans, requests for
more than one million record cards
having been received from parents who
wish to have their children participate
in the weighing and measuring test
which will open the year April 6.

Sixteen Men Depart
Today for U. S. Service

Sixteen drafted men drawn for fed-

eral service by the selective service
board were scheduled to leave Rich-

mond on the Pennsylvania train at
3:60 Wednesday afternoon, bound for
Fort Hamilton, N. Y., where they will
be trained for the United States armies
in France.

The train does not make the through
trip and the boys will, be compelled to
change at Pittsburgh. A large crowd
was on hand to bid the boys goodbye.

Americanization Topic
Studied by Conference

(By Associated Press
WASHINGTON. April 3. America

can become a "composite and purpose-
ful nation and impose no authority
other than the compelling influence of
affection, sympathy, understanding
and education," Secretary Lane de-

clared today in an address which
sounded the keynote of a conference
called to plan the Americanization of
many millions of foreign born.

The secretary spoke to an assem-
blage of state governors, chairmen of
state defense councils, heads of civic
organizations, industrial leaders and
business men gathered at the invita-
tion of the department of the interior.

A federal legislative program, which
calls for an appropriation to the bu-

reau of education is to be fully consid-
ered and Americanization dealt with as
a war measure to counteract the anti-America- n

propaganda among aliens.
"Out of this conference," continued

the secretary, "should come not a de-

termination to make more hard of diffi-cu- lt

the way of those who do not speak
or read our tongue, but a determina-
tion to deal in a catholic and sympa-
thetic spirit with those who can be led
to follow in the way of the nation, and
as to those others who cannot, other
procedure must be applied the keynote
of this conference is 'our responsibil-
ity.' "

To be an American, he said, was not
to be satisfied with things as they are
and to let things drift, but to realize
that America to be a compact nation
must assimilate its foreign born.

German Spies Perforate
Gas Masks for Soldiers

WASHINGTON, April 3 Charges
that German spies are interfering
with the manufacture of gas masks in-

tended for use in France were made
in the senate today by Senator Thom-
as, of Colorado, who declared that in
one factory 2,900 out of 5,000 masks
were found defective. Even after the
defective ones had been discarded a
number later were found packed with
those that had passed inspection, he
said.

Senator Thomas declared the masks
had been damaged by small perfora-
tions and asserted the work was done
by persons in the factory. He 6aid
this is only a sample of the work that
is being done by German agents iu this
country.

Senator Thomas declared the United
States now faced a serious situation.
the German drive he declared has not
ended.
