The ditficult part of Berenis was ac-

tion. The npecessary touch of humer
was given Mr. Fred Clifton, as the
drunkéen Glabrio. Mr. Dudley Farns-
worth gawe a faithful picture of the
weak and suspicious Nero, yei brought
out his tigerish character in strong re-
tief. Miss Minnie Fielding, as Poppaea,
looked and acted the Empress, whose
will dominated even Caesar. Tigellinus
(Mr. Elyn “Eaton) and Licinius (Mr.
William H. Ferris) were good foils for
each other, both good haters and ene-
wipies of Marcus. The play itself is fa-
miliar, and though presenting a faithful
picture of the revolting cruelties gxtt_end—
ing the persecution of the Christians,

' so_softened as to remcve a part of its

hideousness. The torture scene in the
first act, .where Stephanus (very ably
played by Miss Arline Fort) sufters, is
the most uapleasant in the play, but.
fortunately. it is brief. As a whole. it
is an excellent presentation, and well
deserves the success which is already
assured.

KEITH'S THEATRE.

Not in half a dozen years have there
been so many new acts in one bill at
Keith's as was the case yesterday, and
the large audiences, afternoon and even-
ing, seemed to-enjoy every minute of
the show. .
