putting lithographs in windows, and the
enormous expense and waste, incident to
lithoraphing generally. Fred Stinson,
manager of Jnlia Marlowe, has devised,
and will put into execution this season, a
scheme that will do away with lithographs
entirely and at the same time be a better
advertising medium. Ineach city in which
MissMarlowe plays Mr. Stinson willputout
from one to two hundred photographs (as
largeas the average lithograph) of her made
by Falk, of New York, and elegantly framed
in oak. He will make contracts with the
owners of shop windows In which they are
plaoed, that if they are allowed to remain
there a specified time, they will then be-
come the property of the men who grant
the privilege. The pictures, which are
really works of art and attractive, cost a
good deal, when thus distributed, but the
expense is to be divided between the com-
pany and the local managers. This will do
away with lithographs, and lithograph
passes altogether. Dickson & Talbott
have not given the latter for several years.
