James J. Corbett set a new fashionin American boxing when h«
beat Sullivan at New Orleans. Foi
years Sullivan had been considered
absolutely invincible, in or out
of condition.
Corbett was a swift, clever boxer.

He was extremely hard to hit.a
fleeting shadow in the ring, yet
with plenty of courage. An inch
over six feet, weighing 183 pounds,
sinewy, built for speed rather than
for strength, he never was a ver>
hard hitter.
He won fights by wearing his rl-

Corbett was a student of boxing,
a keen feliow who set out to make
science overcome strength.

Corbett in full flight, threw him
against the ropes with a stiff lefthander,and as he rebounded cracked
him on the jaw with a crushing
right and knocked him so cold that
Gentleman Jim never moved until
the ten-second count was over.
To show what a thoughtful

youngster this Jeffries was. I'll
mention Just one small incident that
occurred while that count was go-
,ing on. George Considine, a friend
of Corb©tt'». who had bet thousands
on his chances, picked up the water
bucket in his corner and ran around
Ihp rincr tn film u1 rnM u-sf ar m-«r I
him. to bring him to. Jeffrie*,
watching this detail from the cor-j
ner of his eye, reached a long leg
between the ropes and kicked the
bucket from Considlne's hands.
Corbett fought twice after that.

Officially he "knocked out" Kid McCoyin five rounds. It is said McCoywent down not unwillingly.
There was much scandal over that
affair, so the less *aid about it as
a tight the better.

Later he fought Jeffries in Sai\
Francisco and was knocked out in
ten rounds. Jeffries could have
turned the trick in one, but wanted
to give the crowd "a run for its;
money." and incidentally to tease
Fitzsimmons. who had been knocked
out in eight and was seconding
Jeffries in £js corner and hoping
Corbett would not last as long as
he did.
At 55 Jim Corbett. remarkably

well preserved physically. and
carrying not a mark for all his
tips and downs in the ring, is still
telling all about it in a monologue
and prospering financially.
