THE ST PATRICKS DAY PARADE: GLAS (GAY AND LESBIAN ALLIANCE 
OF SYRACU SE) EXTENDED AN INVITATION TO EON TO JOIN THEIR 
CONTINGENT IN THIS PARADE THAT WAS VIEWED BY AN ESTIMATED 
130,000 PEOPLE (TALK ABOUT ECONOMY IN COMING OUT!) GLAS HAD 
THE PARADE PERMIT- A FIRST!- A WONDERFUL FLOAT AND A 
BEAUTIFUL RAINBOW CONSTRUCTED OF SEVERAL GIGANTIC, ELONGATED 
COLORFUL HELIUM BALLOONS, SEVERAL OF ITS OWN PEOPLE 
MARCHING, MANY OF THEM IN GREAT COSTUMES AND WITH WONDERFUL 
FLAIR AND EXUBERANCE. FOUR MEMBERS OF EON ACCEPTED THE 
INVITATION: KIA, ROBIN, MOLLY , AND CHARLISS. THEY MARCHED, 
EN FEMME AND WAVING RAINBOW FLAGS ON LONG STAFFS, FOLLOWING 
JUST BEHIND THE LEAD BANNER OF GLAS. THIS WAS AN 
EXHILERATING EXPERIENCE, PERSONALLY AND AS A SHARED 
EXPERIENCE. AFTER THE PARADE, ALL OF US RETURNED TO THE 
PARISH CENTER FO R COFFEE AND DONUTS, AND TO BASK I N THE 
MEMO RY OF THE EXPERIENCE. IT ALL ENDED TOO SOON, IT SEEMED . 
IF THIS IS INDEED TRUE, THAT IT ALL ENDED TOO SOON, THEN 
CLEARLY, I REALIZED LATER THAT SAME DAY, THAT OUR SPIRIT 
REQUIRES, ON A MORE FREQUENT AND REGULAR BASIS, THE MORAL OR 
TRANSCENDENT EQUIVALENT OF THAT WHICH WE EXPERIENCED BEING 
OUT MARCHING IN THIS PARTICULAR PARADE. FOR ITS OWN HEALTH 
AND USEFULNESS, IT NEEDS TO BE COMMITTED TO PRINCIPLE AND 
FREEDOM DAILY IN SOME WAY. AND WORDS ALONE WON' T DO IT: TO

FINAL THOUGHT ON ACTUALLY EXPERIENCING WHAT YOU ARE: 
"SOMETIMES (WHEN SURFING) YOU REACH A POINT OF BEING SO 
COORDINATED, SO COMPLETELY BALANCED, THAT YOU FEEL YOU CAN 
DO ANYTHING--ANYTHING AT ALL. AT TIMES LIKE THIS I FIND I 
CAN RUN UP TO THE FRONT OF THE BOARD AND STAND ON THE NOSE 
WHEN PUSHING OUT THROUGH A BROKEN WAVE; I CAN GOOF AROUND , 
PUT MYSELF IN AN IMPOSSIBLE POSITION AND THEN PULL OUT OF 
IT--SIMPLY BECAUSE I FEEL HAPPY. AN EXTRA BIT OF CONFIDENCE 
LIKE THAT CAN CARRY YOU THROUGH, AND YOU CAN DO THINGS THAT 
ARE JUST ABOUT IMPOSSIBLE."
