Hello again. This month I'd like to talk about ELECTROLYSIS. This is a 
proriess of permanently removing facial and other b o d y hair through the use 
of iecrtic instruments. T h e r e a r e currently 3 major t y p e s of methods in 
us • They a r e Thermolysis? Galvanic a n d Blend. Thermolysis s e e m s to be the 
mo£ papular method at present? although Blend? which is a combination of 
the two is quite often used. 

Thermolysis w o r k s b y releasing m i c r o w a v e heat e n e r g y via a v e r y fine 
wir filament p r o b e . Inserted into the hair follicle to the bulb it c r e a t e s a 
v e ' small quantity of heat which kills the bulb and extraction of the hair 
foil ws. Galvanic? releases an electrical c u r r e n t which g e n e r a t e s lye 
thr< ugh a chemical reaction. The hair is r e m o v e d in a similar manner. You 
must r e m e m b e r that only a b o u t 1/10 of the hairs o n e has a r e visible a b o v e 
the ikin's surface at a n y o n e time. The remaining 9/10 a r e d o r m a n t . Hairs 
gro in different times with each growth time having a life span of about 5 
w e e . O n e s q u a r e centimeter m a y h a v e a s m a n y a s 10 hairs visible with 90 
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dormani* Just waiting for the c h a n c e to grow out. 

In selectij.g an electrologist I r e c o m m e n d finding one with experience 
in the removal of facial end b o d y hair from the male. Ask them how many 
males they hsvta worked on. Don't b e the first male patient. I do not 
rs^commend you t r y to do it yourself with one of those home battery units, 
h'hilfei it msiy havt^ an effect it could take y e a r s and if done wrong o r poorly 
it can leave yoiir face s c a r r e d . 

T r y to take a d v a n t a g e of the free consultations many electrologist 
offer with a short free session. S o m e discomfort can be expected but the 
treatment should not b e painful? unless you h a v e a low pain threshold. 
Rates will v a r y from about $35 to $45 p e r hour. A good operator will do an 
area about one inch s q u a r e p e r half hour. 

Electrolysis is an important consideration for the TS and TV alike. 
Since the b e a r d is a p r i m a r y "read sign"? not to mention the chest? it is a 
suY-^e sign? regardless of how attractive the individual looks? that something 
is amiss with this MISS.
