in one of the rwnmps alxmt the great 
lake* of Nicaragua.

Ile wa» . I -'aged in hunting for Ixitan- 
icul and enl mological «qx‘* iiin-n* in thi* 
swamp, wli'-h 1» known a. San Selxuv 
tian's, when he heard his dog cry out as 
if in agony from a distance. Running to 
the spot firm which the animal's eric* 
came. Mr. I unstan found him enveloiied 
in a perfect network of w hat seemed to 
he a tine, roj like tissue of roots or fllx-rs. 
the nature of which was unknown to 
him.

The plant or »ine seemed composed en­
tirely of hare, interlacing stems, resem. 
tiling more than anything else the 
branch.** of the weeping wallow denuded 
of all foliag", hut of u dark, nearly hlaek 
hue, and e. verrd with a thick, »inen1 
gum that exuded from the pore*. Draw­
ing his knife, Mr. Dunstan endeavored 
to cut the animal free, hut it was only 
w ith the greatest difficulty that he suc­
ceeded in severing the fleshy, muscular 
liber. To h.s horror and amazement t!ie 
naturalist then saw that the dog's Ixxly 
wa* covered with blood, while his hair­
less skin appeared to have been actually 

•Iced or puckered in spots, and the nni- 
tn.d staggered as If from weakness and 
exhaustion.

in rutting the vine the twigs curled 
like living, sinuous fingers ulxmt >'r. 
Dunstan * hand, and it required no slignt 
force to free the member from its cling­
ing grasp, which left the flesh red and 
blistered. The- gum exuding from the 
vine was of a grayish dark tinge, re­
markably adhesive and of a disagreeable 
animal <*lor, very powerful and nauseat­
ing to inhale.

The native servants who accompanied 
Mr. Dunstan manifested the great, st 
horror of the vine, which they call la 
sagenas de diable, the devil's seine or 
snare, and were fullof storiesof its death 
dealing ixiwers.

One af th—s? stories w as of an English­
man residie* in Managua, who, wh’le 
hunting in I e swamp a few years ago, 
lay down beneath a tree where a huge 
and powerful s|x-cinien of this singu ir 
plant was growing, and, inadverten <y 
falling asleep, awoke to And himself en- 
v.-lojx-d in its web, and in spite of every 
elTort made to extricate him, perished in 
its deadly i-mbrac#.

Another .'ory was of an escaped oc«l- 
vict who l ad hidden in the swamp, 
whose Ihiiii-s had been found in the fo'-is 
of the sagenas only a short time before 
Mr. Dunstan’s visit. These storks, re­
markable a* they seem, are firmly be­
lieved in by the people, but the only 
three s|x-cini<-ns which Mr. Dunstan was 
able to (ind were all small ones, though 
the meshes of the largest would prob­
ably, if extended in a straight line, 
measure nearly, if nut .piite, 100 feet, 
lie was aide to discover very little about 
the nature of the plant, owing to the dif­
ficulty of handling it. for its grasp can 
only lx- torn away with loss of skin and 
even of flesh, but. so near as Mr. Dunst, in 
coul.l asc.-rt in. its |xiwer of suction is 
contained i- a numlx-r of infinitesimal 
mouilla or little suckers, which, ordina­
rily closed, open for the reception of 
food.

The gum exuded seems to serve the 
two fold purpose of increasing its ten­
acity and overcoming a victim by -to 
sickening odor. The plant is found only 
in low, wet places, and usually benerth 
a large tr«-. and while dormant see-ns 
only u netw- rk of dry, dead vines c- v- 
enng the block earth for several f. t, 
but coming into contact with anything 
will instantly Ix-gin to twist and twine 
upward in a horrible, life like manner, 
breaking out with the gum like substance 
8|sikeii of before, and <nwrap the object 
with a c.-ler-*y almost incredible.

If tlie substance is animal the blood is 
drawn off and the carcass or refuse limn 
dropped. A lump of raw meat being 
thrown it, i-- the short time of live min­
utes the blood w ill lx- thoroughly drunk 
up and the mass thrown aside. Its vo­
racity is almost Ix-yond Ix-lief, it devour­
ing at one time over ten pound* of me t. 
though it maybe deprived of all food far 
weeks w ith it .any apparent l.xis of vi­
tality. Mr. Dunstan attempted to bring 
away a r.xil of the sag.-nas, but it died 
during Ids return voyage, growing so 
foul with a strong odor of real anir al 
corruption -hat lie waa obliged to get .'d 
of it.—New Orleans Cor. Atlanta Consti­
tution.

They think 
that if it should disappear in the flames 
of anarchy for want of an organic prin­
ciple it would lx- incapable of rising 
again front its a«h«-s, while their faith 
maintain* order in everything, the con­
dition sine qna non of progress.

"Yon accuse us." they say. “of being 
depraved Are yon less so, you who 
keep up per]ietnnl orgi«-* in your great 
cities. ex|x>se your half clod wives and 
daughters ut halls and feasts, and allow 
them to be whirled around in the arms 
of anybody ami every laxly? Yon re­
proach us for our ignorance. In onler 
to pans through life with honor your in­
struction is not so g<x*l as ours. Thanks 
to the proverbs ami the rules «if wisdom 
tlmt are taught to our children, they 
conduct themselves like little men 
With yon the men, and even th# 
learned, conduct themselves like 
little children. You charge onr 
functionaries with venality. Who 
contributes to its establishment if it is 
not the vulgar herd of traders of evi-ry 
class that Europe lias scatter«! all over 
the east? Yon cry down onr judiciary. 
We t«x> have a right to accuse yours. You 
charge us with fatalism. Fatalist* we 
are, just like your learned men and yonr 
philosophers, who base their calculations 
upon the immutability of natural laws. 
Resigned in the face of plagues, cata­
clysms and death, we say ‘It was writ­
ten. For the rest we follow the words 
of the prophet.

•Oue day the prophet asked an Arab 
visitor what he had done with his camel. 
The Arab replietl, 'I have left him at 
thy gate.' 'Hast thon ti«-d him?' inquired 
the prophet. ‘No. I hare left him to the 
cure of (iod.

Introduced into Catholicism by Pins IX, 
has tx-en for twelve centuries a Mussul­
man belief.

•To tlie extreme simplicity of the 
dogma must l>e added the positive enjoy­
ments which the paradise of Midiaimn«l 
opposes to the platonic joys of the 
Christian paradise, iu order to cotnpre- 
jn-nil the resistance of Islam to all at­
tempts at conversion. •Christianity is 
a menace, IsUmistn a promise,' said 
Napoleon l. atnl his opinion is worthy 
of meditation.”— Paris Figaro,
